Deltvered Before the Regular Republicas
Convention on the Resolution ludorsing
Greeley and Brows and the Liberal
State Tiokei, New Orlenns, August 12,
1572,

Mr. President and gentlemen of the con-
veution—1 hope thet the disorder and
turbulence jghiclh Lns been exhibited this
morniug by & majority of the members of
this couvention toward those who ditfer
from them will now cease, and that,
although you diffor from e, you will give
your sorious attention to what I am sbhout
to tell you, [ am speakivg to you with the
deop convietion that the cause of Repub-
licanism, and especially the causo of the
colored race, ia standing in ifmwminent
dangor in this State todday, and that the
rights and prospects of your poopls and
your children are resting solely in the
hands of this convention, and depend upon
your wisdom and your calmness, yoar de-
fheration and your disposition, to take
wholesome advice. Two propositions are
pending before you,  One s the substitute
offerad by Mr. Swords, of Asauwmpt
posing an alilance with that por
white people represented in the late
convention in this eity, and the indorse
ment and ratification of their candidates as
your candidates, The other is the recom
wendution of the commitiee ol conference
with the Customhouse party, which sdvises
to nominste @ straight ticket,

Brown, and rutify the Liboral State ticket
headod by D, B. Penn.  But cap you vote
for the Custowhouse ticket?! You voted
this moruing, threw up your. hats sand
shouted and yelled s I mad whey the
proposition was made by your conference
committee to reject the propesitions of the
Custombousa party and to put out a straighc
ticket. Iy doing this you deolared your de-
termination not to vote for Kellogg. You
would hardly listen to any one who would
propose that, And now do you mesu to go
right back on all your words and all your
enthusinsm wnd indorss the very man and
the very tioket that you have just shouted
down with jeera of derision !

In
this snmmer of revolutions was the most
remarkabla revolution of all—that the
whita people of this State, ex-Confederates,
native Sonthorners, assembled in conven
tinn, abould send their plenipotentiaries to
a Republican convention composad mainly
of colored prople, nad formally, in the
presence of that whole convention, tender
1o thom such sn sifiance, was one of the
most wonderful scenes that hus boen wit
nessed i this country since the close of the
war.

I would say right here, and be horoe out
in the statgguent by the Elontenaut Gov-
ernor bimself, that in all conterences of
your Stuts Central Comuittes with these
geutiemen we wore anost profoundly im-
pressed with the eandor, slucerity and
triendliness of their bearing towsurd us s
your representatives. I believo that these
gentlewen wers sincoro in avery word they
uttersd, and more than that, that they were
anxions to bave you mccept the alflance,
and as a gnarantes of the fulillment of
their prowise you had a security worth
more than ail the bayvnets of the federal
government—the hovor and falth of 40,000
of the white people of Louisiuna.
