The contraet for constructiox wooden
reveiments along the shore, and the new
drainage canal to upper line, was granted
a fow weeks since to Mr. O'Hara, who has
already commenced work on it, It begins
At o point in the lake some three hundred
yards from the shore, and directly opposite
the mouth of the Bavou St. John, running
in o southwesterly direction to the outlet
of the new drainage eanal, snd thence
aleng its lovee to the upper lne.

The supports of the vevetment are hoge
piles, driven into the ground eight or ten
feet. Jeaving about ten feot above water.
On these the frame work of the revetment
is to be constructad, waich will afterward
support an immense earthen embankment.
Mr. O'Hara bas only been at work a few
days, but aiready a lineof piles (straighit
as an arrow) extends over & half mile into
the lake. The dredge bouts, designed to
throw up the dirt. are on the spot and
ready for operntions,

It will be understood that this revetment
will be an effactual protection against all
possibility of an overtlow, When comploted
it will be fully twelve fees high, and strong
enough to resist the fiercest storm ever
known upon the lake. It completes the
series of hnprovements institnted by the
Department of Improvements, as & dramege
system.

The canals are in wlmirable working
order and constitute the best dramage tu-
vilitien the city has ever had, Indeed itis
doubtiul if moy city in the countsy
can exceed us  in this respect now—
or to spesk more properly, will ex-
ceed us when the work I8 completh.

The improvement on the Orleans stroet
cianal has given rise to another enterprise,
which will at no very distunt day consti-
tute one of the chief ettractions of the
city. Itis s road 0 feet wide, stenight as
an wrrow, ranning frow the Urleans bridge
through the park to the lake.
