New Yorx, August 11.—The Sun in the
morning prints a fall expose, ocoupying
nearly & dozen columns, of Grant's corrupt
conduet while seting as Sceretary of War,
The pith of these detsiled disclosures is as
follows: When, by arrangewment with Presi-
dent Johnson, Grant displaced Stanton, and
became Secretary of War ad interim, en-
tering upon the personal control of the War
Department, he at once gave peculiar at-
tention to three oljects, ns follows: Paying
in fall large sums of woney, amounting in
the sggrogate to half » million or mure,
which had been retained by Mr. Stanton ou
account of frands in wixed grain furmished
for the army of the Potomae, the trands
having beeu detected and part of the money
restorod by the immediste ngents of the
truudulent contractors, in whose hands it
was. Mr. Stauton also withheld further
sums which woeuld have been due had

the frauds mnot been found out aund
proved. These sums Grant paid io
full. The second of Graut's three ob-

{t:t‘lk waa the transfer to a ring of specu-
ators in California of a tractof land known
a8 the Military Reservation No. 7, com-
wanding Mare Island Navy Yard. This
property, whose possession was cssontial to
the military safety of the navy yard, was
worth $70,000,000. Mr. Stanton had sternly
repelled and resisted every overture look-
ing to its tranafer, but Grant, after he be
cane Secretary of War ad interim, prompt-
ly surrende it, the governwent receiving
botween $3000 and §1000 only.
