Al is quiot around excopt
when the dogs growl, or one of the horscs
they are watching makes bhimself heard
in the mosdows, or some night bird utters
a mystotiows ory, or a fish splashes in the
slowly flowing civer. The sllence and the
darknioss dopross the spirits of the e¢hildren,
whont conversation ssiumes & gloomy tone,
in keoping with the surroubidmmg obseurily
and the deeper bluckness of the shindows
thrown by the fitfal fivelight.  And #o they

Aftér enjoying themselves for a time in
the dead man's dwelling, the artisan says
he must go homo. * The ghost tries to per
suade him to stay, and then, tuding he can
not succcod. offers to lend him a horse,
The artisan got on its back, the story con
cludes, and was carried—just as o whirl
wind flies! Al of a sudden a cook crowed
It wase awful! All around were graves
and the ridor fovad he had a grayvestone
under him,

The kindly side of the ghostly character
makes itsellf apparest in the following
story, one belonging to the well-known Rip
Van Wiokle family. They were two young
villagers, it states, who were so much at
tached to each other that they made this
agroemont: Whichever of the two married
tirst was to invito tho other, alive or dead,
to his wedding, After « time one of them
died.
