effect as if. it ha.d been inserted in the 
thirty-fifth section of said act.

An act lor the relief of purchasers of land* 

sold for dirhet taxes in the insurrectionarv 
States.
Be it enacted by tlie Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That no 
owner, his heirs or assigns, of any land sold 
for taxes under the 'provisions bf the act en­
titled "An aet for the collection of direct 
taxes in the insurrectionary districts within 
the United Suites, and for other purpose-," 
approved June seventh, eighteen hundred 
and eikty-two, and of the acts amendatoiv 
thereof shall he permitted to recover the 
same in any action or proceeding against 
the purchaser at such sale, his heirs or as­
signs, without showing, in addition to other 
necessary facts, that all taxes, costs and 
penalties due upon the said land at the time

of the sale have been paid by him or them, 
or bringing into court and depositing with 
tbe clerk, for the use of the United States, 
the amount, with interest, of tbe taxes and 
penalties due to the United States on ac­
count of the lands when sold, together with 
all the costs and expenses of the sale, winch 
sum, in case of the recovery of the land by 
such owner, his heirs or assigns, shall ho 
paid by the clerk into the treasury of tho 
United States.

Sec. 2. That in all eases where the owner 
of any land sold for taxes as aforesaid, hi? 
heirs or assigns, shall recover the same 
from the purchaser, his heirs or ass'gas, 
without collusion on his or their part, by 
the judgment of any United States court, 
by reason of a failure, without his or the' 
fault or neglect, of the title of the 
chaser derived from said sale, the Seer- 
of the Treasury, on the payment intu 
treasury, by the clerk, of the m 
deposited with him as aforesaid, am. 
being satisfied that any purchaser, 
heirs or assigns, without his or their i 
lusion, has been evicted from or turned u_ 
of possession of any such land by the judg 
ment of any United States court, iu the 
manner before mentioned, is hereby author­
ized. out of any money in the treasury not 
otherwise appropriated, to repay to the 
person or persons entitled thereto a sum ol 
money equal to that originally paid by tho 
purchaser of the land so recovered, if the 
same has been paid into the treasury.

An act to extend the time ot payment for 

their lands by persons holding pre-emp­
tions on the public lands in the States ot 
Minnesota, Wisconsin, and Michigan, and 
Territory of Dakota.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives "of the United States ot 
America iq Congress assembled, That all 
persons holding pre emptions upon any ot 
the public lands of the United States within 
the States ol Minnesota, Wisconsin, and 
Michigan, and Territory of Dakota, whose 
final payment has not been made, shall be 
allowed tbe additional time of one year in 
which to make final proof and payment 
from tho time at which such pre-emptions 
are required to be paid for by the present 
laws.

An aet to perpetuate testimony in the

courts of the United States.
Be it enacted by the Senate anil House of 

Representatives of the United States ot 
Americ a in Congress assembled, That here­
after all depositions taken de bene esse, to 
be used in anv civil cause depending in any 
court in any district of the United States, 
for tlie causes and before the officers men-. 
tioned in section thirty of the “set to 
establish the judicial courts of the United 
States,” approved September twenty-fourth, 
seventeen'hundred and eighty-nine, shall 
be taken upon reasonable notice, to be given 
in writing by the party or his attorney 
proposing to take such deposition, to the op­
posite paity or his attorney of record, which 
notice shall state name ot the witness and 
the time and place of the taking of his 
deposition ; and in all cases in rein, the per­
son having the agency or possession of the 
property at the time of seizure shall he 
debnied the adverse party, until a claim 
shall have been put in ; and whenever, by- 
reason of the absence from the district anil 
want of an attorney of record or other rea­
son, the giving of the notice herein required 
shall be impracticable, it shall be lawful to 
take such depositions as there shall be ur­
gent necessity for taking, upon such notice 
as any judge authorized to hold courts in 
such circuit or district shall think reason­
able anil direct. But this act shall not be 
construed to affect the power of any such 
court to cause testimony to he taken under 
commission, according to tlie course of the 
common law, to lie used therein.

An act to amend an act entitled “An aet to 

establish and to protect national ceme­
teries,” approved February twenty-sec­
ond, eighteen hundred and sixty-seven.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Represents fives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Secretary of War is hereby authorized to 
select the superintendents of the national 
cemeteries from meritorious and trust­
worthy soldiers, either commissioned offi­
eers or enlisted men of the volunteer or reg­
ular army, who have been honorably inus- 
tered out or discharged from the service oi 
tlie l_ niteil States, anil who may have been 
disabled for active field service in the lino 
of duty.

Sf.u. 2. That the superintendents of the na­
tional cemeteries shall receive for their com­
pensation from sixty dollars to seventy-five 
dollars per month, according to tbe extent 
and importance of tho cemeteries to which 
they may lie respectively assigned, to bo 
determined by the Secretary of War: and 
they shall also be furnished with quarters 
aud fuel, as now provided at the several 
cemeteries.

Sec.* 3. That all acts and parts of acts in­
consistent with the provisions of this act 
are hereby .repealed.

An act to fix the times forjlmlding United 

States courts in the eighth circuit.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
circuit court of the United States for tho 
several districts comprising the eighth ju­
dicial circuit shall hereafter be held as 
follows:

Missouri.—In tho districts of Missouri, 
commencing on tlie third Monday of .March 
and the third Monday of September in 
each year.

Arkansas.—In the eastern district of Ar­
kansas, commencing on the second Monday 
of April and the fourth Monday of October 
in eacli year.

Nebraska.—In the district of Nebraska, 
commencing on the first Monday oi May 
aud the second Monday of November ia 
each year.

lotca.—In the district of Iowa, com­
mencing on the second Monday of May and 
the second Monday of October in" each 
year.
, Kansas.—In the district of Kansas, com­
mencing on ihe first Monday of June and 
the fourth Monday iu November in each 
year.

Minnesota.—In the district of Minnaota, 
commencing on the third Monday in June 
and the second Monday of December ia 
each year.

Se*;. g. That this act shall take, effect 
on the first day of July, eighteen hun­
dred and seventy-two; and all acts pre­
scribing other times tor holding the terms 
of said coui ts are, solar as they conflict with 
this act. hereby repealed.

Seo. 3. That no action, suit, proceeding, 
or process in any of the said courts shall 
abate or be rendered invalid by reason of 
this act, hut the same shall, in the several 
districts, be deemed to be returnable to, 
pending and triable in, the terms and cir­
cuit courts hereby established, next after 
the return day thereof.

persons m consideration of services t.>r 
said Indians relative to their lands, or to 
any claims growing out of, or in reference 
to annuities, installments, or other morn-vs, 
claims, demands, or thing, under laws "or 
treaties with the United States, or offi vial 
acts of any officers thereof, or in anv way 
connected with or due from the United 
States, unless such contract or agreement 
be in writing, and executed and approved 
in the manner hereina 'cr directed.

Sec. 2. That all contracts or agreements 
between such parties and for such purposes 
as named ̂ n the first section of this act 
shall be in writing, a duplicate or copy 
of which shall be delivered to each par*/ 
the.reto, as hereinafter provided. All soch 
contracts shall be executed before a judge
