Y e llo w  F e v e r  B e lo w  N e w  Y o r k ,

We, reproduce the following special to 
the St. Louis Republican:

N e w  Y o r k , August 15.—The yellow fever 
excitement has been considerably increased 
by the arrival of two more infected vessels. 
The second fever ship arrived in the lower 
bay last evening, anil a tale of fearful suf­
fering was recited by the survivors of the 
crew. This vessel is the German bark 
Johan Frederick, of Stfettin. bound from 
Savannah le Mar, on the north coast of the 
island of Jamaica, to Stettin. She sailed 
from Jamaica on the ninth cf July, under 
command of Captain Kill, with a crew of 
nine men besides her commander. She car­
ries a cargo of logwood, pimento, eoftee 
and rum. On the fourth day out yellow 
fever made its appearance. They were ut­
terly without medical attendance, and the 
horrors of the voyage are unutterable. Six 
o*nt of nine men died. The carpenter, who 
was terribly affected, jumped overboard 
and drowned himself. The last of these 
men died August 7, the bark being at the 
time just north of Hatteras. The captain, 
two men and the cook alone survive, and of 
these the cook and one seaman have been 
down with the fever, hut are now conva­
lescent. For days and weeks they have 
been too short-handed to work the vessel, 
and literacy drifted into New York iu dis­
tress. The vessel will be thoroughly disin­
fected before leaving pert!. This bark 
will not come to the city at all, and her 
cargo will not be shipped.

B e e r  S ta m p s .
This is a special to the Chicago Tribune:
W a sh in g t o n , August 11.—The act of 

Congress of June 6, 1872, providing that.the 
use of the one-tliird beer barrel and the 
stamp of that denomination should cease 
after August 1, does net seem to work as 
vet harmoniously in accordance with the 
act of last July. * The Commissioner of In­
ternal Revenue issued orders requiring eol- 
lectoBS to retain the one-third denomination 
stamps, end to cause all fractional barrels 
thereafter to be stamped with the half-bar­
rel stamp. These orders were met with 
considerable opposition from the beer manu­
facturers, until finally a delegation from 
the various States waited, a few days since, 
on the Attorney G. neral to get his opinion 
on the law. The beer men claim that this 
law will be a serious interference with their 
business in the present State, and that it 
will unjustly tax them. The Attorney Gen­
eral will make liis opinion public in a lew 
days. It is believed in the Internal Reve­
nue Department that the brewers have 
bought up a large amount uf the one-third 
barrel stamps with the intention of forcing 
a postponement of the operations of the act 
till the next session of Congress.

The intense hardness of black, unclear- 
able diamonds, which are used iu boring 
machines and for dressiug millstones, is 

that a single one has been emp.oyed 
for more than a year in drea6ing a pair of 
French burr millstones daily, without per­
ceptible wear or diminuitiou ot cutting 
power. The application of diamonds to 
boring and drilling is due to a Swiss en­
gineer.

The War Department has issued regula- 
lations for the discovery, identification aud 
p rvinent of the claimants for pay, bounty, 
prize-money, and other moneys due to the 
colored soldiers, sailors, or marines, or their 
legal representatives, now residing, or who 
may have resided, in any State where slav­
ery existed in 1860. A chief disbursing of­
fice will be established in the Adjutaut 
General's Office at Washington, D. C., with 
disbursing offices at Louisville, Kentucky; 
St. Louis, Missouri; Nashville and Memphis, 
Tennessee; Vicksburg and Natchez, Missis 
sippi, and New Orleans, Louisiana. Pay­
ments to claimants in Delaware, Maryland, 
and Virginia will be made through the 
Washington office; in North Carolina, 
South Carolina, Georgia and Florida, aud 
States wherein slavery did not exist, by offi­
cers who will be temporarily assigned to 
that duty: aud in all other States through 
the officers hereinbefore mentioned.
