T he W e a r  o f  the  B ra in .
The notion that those who work only with 

their brains need less food than those who 
labor with their hands has been the cause 
of untold mischief. Students and literary 
men have often been the victims of slow 
starvation from ignorance ol the fact that 
mental labor causes greater waste of tissue 
than muscular. According to careful esti­
mates, three hours of hard study wear out 
the body more than a whole day of hard 
work at the anvil or on the farm. “With 
out phosphorus, no thought,” is a German 
saying, and the consumption of that essen­
tial ingredient of the brain increases in pro­
portion to the amount of labor which the 
organ is required to perform. This wear 
ana tear of the brain are easily measured 
by careful examination of the salts in the 
liquid excretions. The importance of the 
brain as a working organ is shown by the 
amount of blood it receives, which is pro­
portionately greater than any other part of 
the body. One-fifth of the blood goes to tho 
brain, though its average weight is only 
one-fortieth of the weight of the body. This 
fact alone would be sufficient to prove that 
brain workers need more and better foi d 
than mechanics and farm laborers.

There is a class of persons who imagine 

they are doing very judiciously by adver­
tising through the medium of circulars. 
They scatter a few thousand through the 
city announcing their business and wait the 
result, fully convinced that they have taken 
all the necessary preliminaries to success. 
Various circulars are almost daily to be 
found on the doorsteps and in the entry- 
ways of respectable houses. Their fate Is 
generally that they are either thrown into 
the street by the indignant servant girl 
who answers the bell, or summarily pitched 
by the master of the house, who desires no 
suggestions of new methods of lightening a 
purse. The use of circulars may, in certain 
limited cases, answer every purpose, but 
the vast majority of those who have made 
money by advertising have found the col­
umns ol’ a newspaper the best and surest, 
and in the end the cheapest medium of com­
munication between the business world and 
the public.

A California inventor has done the nes 
thing in wagon-making. It can not b* 
properly named, but the description is 
“immense.” It consists of a large drum 
open’at both ends, supposed to be from four 
to sixteen feet in diameter (according to the 
size of the maobiue desired), and from live 
to seven feet in length. Inside of this 
wooden cylinder three grooved tracks of 
steel one inch by three-eighths are laid. 
This completes the description of the shell, 
which in perspective looks like a wine vat 
lying on its side. Within this is placed an­
other cylinder closed at the ends, and upon 
the outside of which are three tracks of iron 
conforming to tho three within the other 
cylinder. To the centres of this inner cy­
linder the shattH are attached. The freight 
is placed in the inner cylinder and the ma­
chine is ready to go. T*he force required to 
move it is just equal to the force that 
would be required to slide the inner cylin­
der on three rails well oiled. It is in one 
sense a sled, which lays a track for ifsell as 
it goes. The inventor believes that it will 
revolutionize the whole wagon business, 
and we rather think that it may—that is, 
when it is made so that any ordinarily- 
brained mechanic can understand it without 
the aid of a photograph.

The newspapers of Sweden are discussing 
the alarming decrease of population ill that 
country, which they attribute directly to 
emigration, especially emigration to this 
country. In 1868 the number of emigrants 
had reached 30,000, more than one-half of 
whom were able-bodied working mechanics. 
In 1869 the exodus was still greater, 38,500 
having left the country. At the date of 
August 20, there had left the town of Go-- 
theborg alone 20,463 people for America, 
and they left regularly alter at The rate of 
100 and 200 per week. This drain Inis been 
since perpetually continued. If to these 
be added Those who emigrate to other 
ports—to Germany, for instance, iu the 
capacityof domestics—it is not difficult to 
understand the apprehensions felt in Swe­
den at this depletion of her useful labor.

The Scientific American describes the 
new wood carpeting, which is coming into 
extensive use, as follows; The fabric is made 
of slats or more ornamental shapes, glued 
or cemented upon a cloth backing. Tlie 
slats or strips of wood are of different col­
ors, aud are arranged to produce all the 
effects of tesselateil floors, mosaic work, 
etc.: and being about a.quarter of au inch 
in thickness, they will wear many years. 
They are finished' in oil, aud tit together so 
tightly that the joints are as perfect as 
those m inlaid work. The surface thus pro­
duced can therefore be scrubbed, washed 
and oiled, when needed, precisely like 
other floors made of ornamental woods, 
which floors they resemble iu all respects 
when laid. *
