LAWS OF.  THE STATE OF LOUISIANA

PUBLISHED BY AUTHORITY.

AN ACT
To fix the terms of the district court in 

the Fourteenth Judicial District, desig­
nating ' ertain weeks of said terms lor the 
trial ul civil eases, and certain weeks for 
the trial of criminal cases, and providing 
for the drawing and summoning of juries 
lor said terms.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That the terms of the district court in the 
Fourteenth Judicial District are hereby 
fixed, and shall commence as follows, to wit; 
For the parish of Ouachita, on the second 
Mondays of March and September: for the 
parish of Richland, on the third Mondays of 
April and October; for the parish of More­
house, on the third Mondays of May aud 
November.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the first two weeks of each term shall be 
devoted exclusively to the transaction of 
the business on the civil docket of the 
court, to the business of the grand jury, and 
to the filing of criminal informations and 
the orders thereon; no other proceedings 
the criminal docket of the court shall be 
bad during the first two weeks.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc , That 
the remaining weeks of each term shall be 
devoted to the transaction and disposal of 
the criminal business of the court, anti to 
the trial of civil jury eases. During said 
remaining weeks no- proceeding shall he 
had in any civil case, unless an order for 
the trial oi' such ease by a jury shall have 
been made previous to the third week; pro­
vided. that iu all cases judgments may be 
signed, and motions for new trials anil mo­
tions for appeals may lie made and dis­
posed of during said remaining weeks; and, 
provided further, that, by special permis­
sion ot the court first obtained, together 
with consent of parties, proceedings may 
be had in any other case during said re- 
maiuing weeks.

Sell 1. Be it further enacted, etc., That, 
in the manner provided by law, two juries 
shall be drawn tor each of said terms of 
court, to be designated as the “ first ju ry" 
anti the “second jury." The first jury shall 
be summoned to attend on the first day of 
the term. From the first ju ry  the grand 
ju ry  shall be selected auil drawn iu the 
manner provided by law. The remaining 
jurors of flit* first jury shall then be dis­
charged till the third Monday of the term, 
when they shall again attend, anil shall 
serve for the third week. The second ju ry  
shall be summoned to attend on the fourth 
Monday of the term, and shall serve for the 
fourth Week, and as much longer as they 
may be needed. ®uy of the first jury who 
may be impanneled on the trial of a case 
shall be retained until the termination of 
said ease. All objections or exceptions to 
the formation, construction, drawing, or 
summoning of said juries shall be tiled on 
the first day of the term, and not afterward; 
and if the juries should be set aside a new 
first ju ry  shall be immediately drawn and 
summoned for the second Monday, and a 
new second jury for the fourth Monday of 
the term, and the court shall proceed. Ju  
ties drawn for the first term of court under 
this act shall be legal, without regard to the 
time when drawn, if in other respects legal.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all laws or parts of laws conflicting with 
this act are hereby repealed so.lar as they 
conflict, and tha t this act shall take effect 
from and after its p’assage.

To provide tor the construction of a sh<-ll 
road iu the parish of Jefferson by the 
police ju ry  of the left bank of said parish, 
and for the payment thereof; for the 
keeping of the same in repair, and to au ­
thorize said police ju ry  to levy a special 
tax for said purpose.
Section i. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House 01 Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana iu General Assembly con­
vened, That it shall be the duty of the 
police ju ry  of the left bauk, parish of Jeffer­
son, aud it is hereby authorized and em­
powered to pass and adopt, within ten days 
f rom the passage of this act, the necessary 
ordinances and resolutions for the construe, 
tion within one year from the adjudication 
of the contract, of a shell road extending 
along the Metairie ridge in said parish of 
Jefferson, from the New Orleans canal west 
as far as the Labarre road, and
at tin ' option ot said police jury 
along the Labarre road to the river Missis­
sippi: said t oad shail be in all respects a 
first-class shell road, and shall be built iu 
accordance with the specifications to be fur­
nished by the surveyor of the parish; anil 
it shall he the duty of the police jury to 
cause the surveyor of said parish, or of some 
other, iu ease there be uo such officer, to 
furnish the necessary plans, lines, grades, 
levels, curves, etc., and to take the general 
superintendence, in accordance with the 
specifications furnished, and the cost ot this 
shall he assumed by the contractors.

Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the State of Louisi­
ana iu General Assembly convened. That, 
in tin- deliberate judgment of the General 
Assembly thereof, it would be an unjust 
measure and against a sound public policy 
tor the Congress of the United States of 
America to remove the duty or tax on rice 
at this time, in view of the large national 
debt, and- the depressing condition of the 
business interest and agricultural industry 
e; the South. Therefore, we instruct the 
Senators and request pur Representatives 
in Congress to oppose all such legislation 
fit this ti.jue, and that the Governor of this 
State is hereby requested to communicate 
this jo in t resolution to our Senators and 
Representatives in Congress, so that they 
may take prompt action thereon in the in- 
te ic -t of the people of the State of Louisi­
ana.

shares. I t shall be competent for the 
stockholders of this company to fix the 
am ount of the capital stock from tune to
time, as in their judgm ent they may deem
best, not to exceed oue million dollars.

Sec: 3. Be it further enacted, etc,, That 
this company shall have the exclusive 
right to build, equip and nmintaia a bridge 
across the Red river, to term inate on the 
east bank of Red river, opposite the city of 
Shreveport, lor the purpose of passing 
vehicles of all kinds, animals, produce ot 
all kinds, merchandise aud foot passengers, 
and for all purposes a bridge may be used 
for: and no other bridge shall be built 
acrosr- said liver within a  distance of five 
miles in either direction for the period of 
th irty  years, reserving the tigh t to any 
railroad company to build bridges within 
said limits solely for railroad purposes, hut 
in no way to he used for anyol the purposes 
above stipulated, except as belonging to 
the actual business and operating of the 
railroad: and th a t same company shall 
have the right to charge such tolls thereon 
as may be fixed by the board of directors 
of said company, and shall have the right 
to police such bridge, so that no one or 
thing sbal! be allowed to pass over the 
same except in accordance to the regula­
tions made by the directors.

Sec. 1. Be it further enacted, etc.. Tiiat 
the affairs of the company shall lie con­
ducted by a board ol directors, the first 
board of directors to consist of the incor­
porators named in tlie first section of this 
act: iu the event of the death of any such 
incorporators the balance shall compose 
the board of directors until the end of the 
term; and in the event of any of such in­
corporators transferring their entire in ter­
est jn this company during their term of 
service they shall cease to  act as directors 
during the residues of the term, and their 
place shall la* tilled by the selection of 
some other stockholders by the other d i­
rector-. This board of directors sliall hold 
office for two years from the first Monday 
of Ju ly , 1872.

the election; a failure to hold the election, 
as herein fixed, shall not operate a dissolu 
tion of this corporation, but the ohl board 
of directors shall hold over until the next 
regular election. A majority of the hoard 
directors shall constitute a quorum for all 
business. Any vacancy occurring iu the 
board of directors (except iu the first 
board) sliall be tilled by the remaining 
directors for th a t term; any director, after 
his election, disposing of his stock so as to 
hold less than tw enty shares, shall from 
tha t time cease to be a director, aud his 
place shall be tilled as above.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc*.. That 
the first hoard of directors of said com­
pany shall organize ou or before the first 
Monday of Ju ly , 1872, and all subsequent 
boards’ within ten days after their election, 
hy electing one of their members president, 
and electing a secretary.

to lie re inscribed to keep it in force anil ef­
fect: and said board of directors shall have 
the tight to receive any donation or grata 
ity th a t may be given to  said company, or 
any other aid thereto on any such terms as 
may In* agreed on between them and other 
parties.
