Shooting Affair on-Baronne Street— 
Effect of Scandal.—Between seven and eight 
o’clock yesterday morning Mrs. Giroux, 
wife of E. A. Giroux, keeper of a small 
variety Etor'e at. No. 89fe Baronne street, 
having been informed that C. Laine, keeper 
of a grocery store next to her establish­
ment, had uttered some scandalous story 
concerning her character, called CS Lain© 
for proof. Her husband was absent at the 
time, but returned soon after, going into a 
hack room. The wile again went on 
the banquette in front of the grocery, and 
once more demanded proof or a retraction. 
High words ensued. She states that Laine 
took hold -of and choked her, wul 
just them Mr. GlfOak appeared, and only 
seeing that his wife was assailed, drew7 his 
pistol and fired, the bullet entering Lalne’s 
right side, inflicting a wound that partially 
paralyzed him, as the ball touched his spine. 
He was taken to hie room and properly at­
tended to. The trouble attracted a great 
number of people; all anxious to learn par­
ticulars, and especially, as Laine is .well 
known, having many friends, while Girouxj 
who is a cripple, is well liked ami consid­
ered a harmless kind of man.

Accused, when in the first precinct station 
house, made the following statement:

1 keep a small store, where I mend un? 
brellas, cte:, on Baronne street, No. 8'J. 
This morning Mr. Laine began abusing my 
wife, calling her a woman of ill repute, and 
going so far as to state that he could prove 
it. This, of course, attracted a crowd of 
neighbors, and they laughing, moved my 
wife, who is naturally a timid woman, to 
tears, and she came inside. At this time I 
was not at home.' About eight o'clock, 
however, I returned and was-sitting in my 
back room, while my wife was stand­
ing at the door, wnen Mr. Laine came 
up and said, “here is this — — again.’’ 
My wife replied Bhe did nut wish to bo 
called such names am! she would speak to 
me. He replied: -Tel! tnat game legged 
son of a b— to come out and I will fix him.” 
Mv wife sail} he should be ashamed of him­
self. when he replying, caught her by the 
collar and struck her in the face. At the 
first words of the diffiulty, I had gone into 
the .store, and when I saw him strike and 
commit a violent assault on my wife on my 
own premises. I drew a revolver and fired.
I then at once gave myself up to the police, 
but hoped to be justified in the eyes of God 
and man, as 1 do not think any one has a 
right to abuse the wife whom 1 love, and 
strike her before me.'

Dr. Cooper, having examined the wound, 
concluded that Laine would certainly die in 
a short time, and it was thought he was 
dying then. Recorder Houghton was sent 
for to take a dying declaration, and Laine 
proceeded to give his version of the affair, 
but before finishing he complained of great 
pain and was compelled to rest. The few. 
words he uttered did not amount to much. 
It was arranged that as soon as Laine was 
able to talk the recorder should be sent for, 
and Captain McCann detailed an officer to 
attend to the premises and send word ot all 
that should oc$qr, At a igt-e-iionr last night

Laine was still alive, but there is little hope 
that he can survive until morning.
