TH E POLITICAL SITUATION

True P arty Claims—The Bonrbons—B our­
bon Policy—Effect on the Negro 3}ind— 
Voting R ight.

E d it o r  R e p u b l ic a n :

The. committees of the Liberal, Demo­
cratic and Reform parties having placed in 
the field a ticket, in violation of express in­
struction from the Liberal convention, and 
the purpose and mission ot the Liberal 
party—a ticket which if -elected will send 
Liberal Republicansand Liberal Democrats 
to back seats, and secure the entire State 
and federal patronage to the Bourbon Dem­
ocracy—it will be well to consider the claims 
of the ascendant wing of the fusion to re­
cognition as a reform party. It matters not 
by what name parties are called; they are 
to be judged by the ideas or principles 
which they represent. "A rose by any 
other name will smell as sweet;” but all the 
special pleadings or forensic skill of man 
can not convince sensible men that a cer? 
tain obnoxious animal should be called a 
rabbit when their nostrils detect the coun­
terfeit.

The fusion has entailed upon the Liberal 
party the very weight it desired to avoid; 
the very incubus which necessitated the 
new departure- It burdens the Liberal 
party with the eloquent, fascinating and 
valiant Bourbons who are always at the 
front, cheering and marshaling the Demo­
cratic host to sure and certain defeat and 
annihilation. Gifted in oratory, versatile 
in talent, erratic in judgment, they are the 
rear guard of progress, the saddening re­
mains of the past shadowing the daybreak 
of the present and fqtnre.

In i860 and 1861 they held the reins of 
power. I set down in extenuation of their 
regime that it began at fhe close of a great 
civil war; the teachings and institutions of 
a lifetime were confronted with changes 
and events over which they had no control; 
defeat, pecuniary losses, revolutions in 
labor aud trade, were not cheerful to con­
template; the spirit of retaliation may be 
natural and pardonable under such provo" 
cations. Laws were passed curtailing tbe 
rights of the negro; courts oppressed him; 
the doctrine of white supremacy was uni­
versally proclaimed. The. negro with his 
newly acquired rights was forced into an 
antagonism with his former master who 
hesitated to acknowledge them, linder Ike 
.same regime a social and political ostracism 
of new comers, ex-federal soldiers, or “car­
pet-baggers,” began. The error of tw 
policy pursued-toward the negro was f-0,J 
demonstrated by the shifting, unsa“*ao 
tory condition of labor, resulting n direct 
loss to tho planter, arbitrary and s‘av'r con" 
tracts, and mutual distrust. Fel-'’ Bour­
bon predicted a wai-of races, a*1 the blacks 
massed in solid phalanx for gif-protection.. 
The policy pursued toward ee new comer 
resulted in his alliance win "he blacks as 
the only element in Louisian' offering him 
welcome. Their interests were common, 
and the blacks eagerly -'cept ed the lead­
ership of men who, ir many eases were 
mere adventurers, in r,icrs brave, and hon­
orable, and in returr *or votes and office 
they instituted a g/ernment in 1868 which 
recognized for th urs! time the citizenship 
of the negro in Louisiana.

Practical lesons should liavo taught the 
Bourbons-fi® folly of their course. They 
reared a -0' umn of ignorance, marshaled 
by new omers, to confront the wealth and 
intell*enoe of the native population ot the 
8 crcsi t ct l  d is c o n te n t ,  d i s t r u s t  a n d  
jpiousies between the races, which, un- 
.appily, resulted in bloody collisions, and 
when the Republican party became vic­
torious in 1868 aud took the reins of govern­
ment, it.was their plain duty as citizens to 
gracefully bow to the decree of the people, 
as Republicans woulAiave done had the 
Bourbons proved successful. But they did 
not. The State government, after its recog" 
nition by the’Congress of the-United States, 
was still treated as. an usurpation; its offi­
cers were slandered at home and abroad; 
the Legislature, composed of the only 
available material friendly to the new era, 
was injudiciously and indiscriminately de­
nounced as a band ofi-thieves. The new 
government, with many difficulties to en­
counter at ■ the best, was almost over­
whelmed b'y a populace excited to the'do- 
gree of Parisian Communists. The credit 
of the State was nearly ruined; the market 
was flooded with bonds to meet its current 
expenses; the payment of these bonds re­
quired additional taxation and a seri­
ous oppression of the wealthy, intelli­
gent followers of the Bourbon lead­
ers. Deprived of the salutary influences 
of society, which would have surrounded 
them had Bourbons accepted the situation 
and ceased their partisan antagonism, the 
new and inexperienced legislators were 
surrounded with every condition conducive 
to recklessness and corruption. Votes 
were bought aud sold, monopolies were es­
tablished; and almost every abuse in the 
history of thai eventful Legislature may he 
attributed to Bourbou money, Bourbon 
lobbyists, Bourbon corporations. The 
journals of both Houses, and popular tra­
ditions bear me out, in saying tha t. Bour­
bons and Republicans robbed and plun­
dered the State like a band ot brothers. 
Take tho amount bequeathed by the Bour. 
bon Legislature of 1866-7, add to it the fruits 
of Bourbon complicity and policy in 1869-70, 
and you have the greater portion ot the 
Slate debt," against which the honest peo­
ple complain. I recall the fact that in 
1870 the Democrats were led to boast, in de­
ference to tbe demands of respectability, 
that they would not re-eiec-t their recreant 
servants, but the bitter and indiscriminate 
opposition to the government continued. 
The Bourbon press assailed the 'private 
character of officials without regard to 
truth or investigation, and Bourbon orators 
repeated the slanders. * A.Republiean Gov­
ernor, anxious at all times during his ad­
ministration to reconcile the different 
classes of the people, and counteract the 
effects of Bourbon policy, was treated with 
scorn and contempt, and liis character as 
unwarantably assailed as though he bad 
been a street vagabond instead of the chief 
executive of the State.

I have neither time nor patience to re­
count the eccentricities, defeats or had pol­
icy of tho Bourbons, which have produced 
a chasm between two classes, prevented re­
conciliation and a union of honest reform 
elements to purify legislative halls and re­
deem the credit ot the State. I do not 
allude to the past to recall unpleasant 
memories, or for purposes of crimina­
tion or recrimination, bitt to show the 
Bourbon recordyis popularly conceived, aud 
upon which the people will predicate its 
claims to their confidence and support. It 
i»enough to say that the policy inaugur­
ated in'1866 and 1867 by the Bourbons has 
Uxvcr been modified, except where the laws 
of the State°have extended aid amd assist­
ance to the negro. Civii rights bills, school 
bills, cons'tabmary and election laws were 
parsed in opposition to Bourbon votes and 
Bdurben influence, it was only yesterdav

that the united State ticket was cordially 
supported by the Bourbon' press, and it did 
no.t claim to represent or otter a single can­
didate to the negro voters of the State. 
The imx>?ession on thfr negro mind is power­
ful, and between gratitude for the Repub­
lican party which protected him and a 
lusiop ticket headed by men he has no rea­
son to trust, the choice fee wiil make is not 
at all doubtful.

Let fusion succeed, and the chief purpose 
of Liberals will fail—a cordial understand­
ing, mutual confidence between whites and 
blacks. The solid phalanx of ignorance 
will continue, with its blighting influence 
upon every good interest of the State, and 
Liberal Democrats will rue the day they 
gave it countenance.

Liberal Democrats and Liberal Repub­
licans are both opposed to the Bourbons 
and to the leaders of the Grant party who 
have appealed to rate in rallying their 
hosts, hence they met .on middle‘ground 
and launched the Liberal party. It is cap­
tured by the Bourbons. Fusion is not en­
titled to their allegiance. It is more hon­
orable to vote with a minority in the right 
than with a majority known to he wrong. 
Looking at stubborn facts squarely in the 
face, it is better to vote for an independent 
reform ticket heartily and honestly than to 
vote for a fusion representing no sound 
principle or policy, hut the errors and blun 
ders of the past.

Dear Sir—I have compared tho original 

letter of Dr. David Livingstone, addressed 
to James Guidon Bennett, Jr., Esq., with 
an original letter ot Dr." Livingstone, dated 
River Shore, in Africa, January 6, 1862, and 
addressed to the president of the American 
Geographical Society, and 1 do not hesitate 
to pronounce the handwriting ot these two 
letters to be identical.

This is a special dispatch to the St. Louis 
Republican:

New York, August, 29.—The Living- 
stone-Stauley-Noe controversy still rages, 
and fac-siintle letters arc reproduced and 
discussed by expel!s. The Her (Id intro­
duces a new andlmportant witness in Wil­
liam F. Stearns, son of the president of 
Amherst College. Mr. Stearns is in busi­
ness in this city. He me t Dr. Livingstone 
in 186.5 on the steamer which carried both 
.to Bombay. A warm friendship began, 
and on arriving at Bombay Dr. Livingstone 
made his home jt Stearns’ house. During 
February, 1866, Mr. Stearns received sev­
eral letters from Dr. Livingstone, which ho 
has banded over to the Herald. He says he 
can swear that the letter received by Mr. 
Bennett from Livingstone through Stanley 
is genuine, and was written by Living­
stone's own hand. The chirogrilphy in the 
lettet receivê  by Stearns in I860 from Liv­
ingstone unquestionably corresponds with 
the Herald's fae-simile.

In regard to Livingstone's use in his let­
ters of Americanisms," 51 r. Stearns argues as 
follows: “The doctor was a devoted ad­
mirer of America. I have heard him argue 
with enthusiasm the cause of the North in 
the late war against the Southern views of 
other Englishmen. His impressibility in 
tbe matter of expression you may note in 
bis use in *the third of'these letters of the 
phrase ‘some considerable,’ which certainly 
Stanley could not be accountable for. His 
brother, Charles Livingstone, kept, pos­
sibly still "keeps, a boardinghouse at Rox- 
bury, Massachusetts, and his eldest son fell 
fighting for the Union before Petersburg. 
He told me himself that when returning 
from the Zambeze expedition it was witn 
difficulty he could briug.himself to speak or 
write.in tbe English language. At such a 
time lean imagine what tie effect upon him 
would be of a cliatQ" correspondent with so 
much to tell.” _
