Donaldsouville Chief Saturday contain* 
the subjoined report:

Mr. Henry O. Maher, having suffered a 
relapse and grown so much worse from the J 
effects of .the wound received in his left 
shoulder a few weeks since that his life was 
despaired of, was taken to the Charity Hos­
pital, New Orleans, last week by* some 
friends, in order that he might there We 
ceive the attention of the best, surgical 
-talent that city affords. Last Tuesday an 
operation was performed upon his arm by 
Drs. Schuppert, Choppin and other leading 
practitioners, which is said to have been 
one of the finest and most delicate in the 
annals of surgery, and which was conducted 
and completed with the mo.st gratil'ving 
success. The flesh of that portion of the 
patient’s arm near the shoulder, and 
where the bullet had entefcfl, was 
laid open, when it was found that the 
bone had been fractured in three or four 
places. The bon6 was then unjointed at 
tlie shoulder and forced to protrude from 
the arm so that it could be sawed off just 
below the point where the hail penetrated, 
and after this had been accomplished— 
about three inches of the bone being taken 
out—the flesh was laid back to its former 
placo aiid the' gash sewed up. The patient 
was put under the influence of chloroform, 
hut awoke several times during the opera­
tion, and suffered exquisite agony for a 
while. Since that time Mr. Maher has been 
rapidly getting well, and it is thought tkat 
in a week or two he will be almost com­
pletely recovered. It is the opinion of the 
surgeons performing the operation that 
Maher will have the use of his arm again, 
though not quite so perfectly as before lie 
was shot. We had almost forgotten to 
state that although th’e bullet was not 
found, the surgeons are confident that it 
came out with the mass of gore which is­
sued from the arm.
