of fifteen thousand dollars; and said com­
mission is hereby continued, with the pow­
ers and duties heretofore provided by law; 
provided, that any member of the board 
of Indian commissioners is hereby empow­
ered to investigate all contracts, expendi­
tures and accounts in connection with the 
Indian service, and shall have access to ail 
books and papers relating thereto in any 
government office; but the examination of 
vouchers and accounts by the executive 
committee of said board shall not be a pre­
requisite of payment.

Arizona.—For the general incidental ex­
penses of the Indian service in the Territory 
of Arizona, presents of goods, agricultural 
implements and other useful articles, aud 
to assist them to locate in permanent 
abodes, and sustain themselves by the 
pursuits of civilized life, to be expended 
under tbe direction of the Secretary of the 
Interior, seventy-five thousand dollars.

California.—For the general incidental 
expenses ot the Indian service iu Califor­
nia, pay of employes, presents of goods, 
agricultural implements, and other useful 
articles, and to assist them to locate in per­
manent abodes, and sustain themselves by 
the pursuits of civilized life, to be expend­
ed under the direction of the Secretary of 
the Interior, eighty-five thousand dollars.

Colorado Territory.—For the general inci­
dental expenses of the Indian service iu 
Colorado Territory, presents of goods, agri­
cultural implements, and other useful arti­
cles. and to assist them to locate in perma­
nent abodes, and sustain themselves by tbe 
pursuits of civilized, life, to be expended 
under the direction ot tbe Secretary of the 
Interior, ten thousand dollars.

Dakota Territory.—For the general inci­
dental expenses of the Indian service in 
Dakota Territory, presents of goods, agri­
cultural implements, and other useful arti­
cles, and to assist them to locate in perma­
nent abodes, and sustain themselves by the 
pursuits of civilized life, to be expended 
under the direction of the Secretary of the 
Interior, twenty thousand dollars.

Idaho Territory.—For the general inci­
dental expenses of the Indian service in 
Idaho Territory, presents of goods, agricul­
tural implements and other useful articles, 
and to assist them to locate in permanent 
abodes, and sustain themselves by the pur­
suits of civilized life, to be expended under 
tbe direction of tbe Secretary of the Inte­
rior, twenty thousand dollars.

Montana Territory —For the general in­
cidental expenses of the Indian service in 
Montana Territory, presents of goods, agri­
cultural implements and other useful arti­
cles, and the assist them to locate in perma­
nent obodes and to sustain themselves by the 
pursuits of civilized life, to be expended un­
der the direction ot the Secretary of the In­
terior, twenty-five thousand dollars.

Nevada.—For the general incidental ex-. 
penses of the Indian service in Nevada, 
presents of goods, agricultural implements, 
and other useful articles, and to assist them 
to locate in permanent abodes, and sustain 
themselves by the pursuits of civilized life, 
to be expended under the direction of the 
Secretary of the Interior, fifteen thousand 
dollars.

New Mc.rico.— Y or the general incidental 
expenses of the Indian service in New Mex­
ico, presents of goods, agricultural imple­
ments, and other useful articles, and to as­
sist them to locate iu permanent abi des, 
and sustain themselves by the pursuits of 
civilized life, to be expended under the di­
rection of the Secretary of the Interior, fifty 
thousand dollars.

Oregon.—For the general incidental ex­
penses of tbe Indian Service in Oregon, in­
cluding transportation of annuity goods and 
presents (where no special provision there­
for is made by treaties), and for paying tbe 
expenses of the removal and subsistence of 
Indians ifi Oregan (not parties to any 
treaty), and for pay ot necessary employes, 
forty thousand dollars. •

Washington Territory.—For the general 
incidental expenses of the Indian service in 
Washington Territory, including transport­
ation of annuity goods and presents (where 
no special provision is made therefor by 
treaties), and for defraying tbe expenses of 
removal and subsistence ot Indians (not 
parties to any treaty), and tor pay of necess­
ary employes, twenty four thousand four 
hundred dollars.

Utah .Territory.—For the general incident­
al expenser of tbe Indian service in Utah 
Territory, presents of goods, agricultural 
implements, and other useful articles, and 
to assist them to locate in permanent 
abodes, and sustain themselves by the pur­
suits of civilized life, including transporta­
tion and necessary expenses , of delivering 
provisions to the Indians within the Utah 
superintendency, to be expended under tbe 
direction of the Secretary of the Interior, 
twenty-five thousand dollars.

Wyoming Territory.—For the general in­
cidental expenses oi the Indian service iu 
Wyoming Territory, presents ef goods, 
agricultural implements, and other ar­
ticles, and to assist them to locate 
in permanent abodes, and sustain them­
selves by the pursuits of civilized life, to be 
expended under the direction of the Secre­
tary of the Interior, five thousand dollars.

For this amount to purchase subsistence 
and clothing for the Indians located upon 
the Uintah Valley reservation in Utah, and 
for such other objects as the Secretary of 
the Interior may deem necessary and ad­
visable to promote tbe civilization and im­
provement of said Indians, ten thousand 
dollars, i

For transportation, and the necessary ex­
penses of the delivery of annuities and pro­
visions to the Indian tribes in Minnesota 
and Michigan, six thousand dollars.

the general or Joebo reservation, set apart for 
said Indians by the treaty of July sixteenth, 
eighteen hundred and fifty-five! according 
to the order of the President, made Novem­
ber fourteenth; eighteen hundred and seven­
ty-one, six thousand dollars.

For.the purchase of goods and supplies 
for the’Indian service in lieu of such as 
may be lost or destroyed in transportation 
by water, and only to be used to the extent 
of such loss, twenty thousand dollars.

For fulfilling treaty obligations of the 
United States with Wyandotte Indians, as 
provided in the thirteenth article of the 
treaty concluded February twenty-third, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-seven, the fol­
lowing amounts ascertained to be due by 

. the board of commissioners appointed by 
the Secretary of the Interior, as per their 
report dated March second, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty-nine, viz: Taxes unjustly 
collected by the. territorial government of 
Kansas in eighteen hundred and fifty-nine 
and eighteen hundred and sixty, to be re­
funded, eleven thousand seven hundred and 
three dollars anil fifty-six cents; to enable 
tbe Wyandottes to establish themselves in 
their new homes in the Indian Territory, 
five thousand dollars; in all, sixteen thou­
sand seven hundred and three dollars and 
fifty-six cents, to be paid under the direc 
tiou of the President of the United States.

For this amount, to assist the Peoria 
Kaskaskia, Wea, and Piankeshaw Indians 
to establish themselves in their new homes, 
the said amount to be taken from the in 
vested fund ot said confederated tribe in 
accordance with the stipulations contained 
in tbe twenty-fourth article of the treaty 
with these and other tribes of Indians, of 
February twenty-third, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-seven, twenty thousand dollars.
Sec. 2. That the Secretary of the Inte­

rior is hereby authorized and required to 
prepare aud submit to Congress a plan for 
equitably extinguishing, as far as possible, 
the separate claims upon tlio government of 
the United States for annuities and allow­
ances of diminished Indian tribes, and al 
for providing, on a uniform basis, for ail 
Indians who are collected at the same 
agency; provided, that no annuity, either 
of money or goods, provided for in this act, 
shall be paid to tribes which are at war 
with the United States.
Sec. 3. That the Secretary of the Inte­

rior be, and lie hereby is. authorized to ex­
pend, for tbe removal of the Chippewa In­
dians to the White Earth Lake reservation 
in Minnesota, for their subsistence for six 
months after their removal, and for im 
provements on the said reservation, tiiQ un­
expended balance of appropriations hereto­
fore made for such removal, subsistence, 
and so forth, and now on tiie books of the 
Treasury Department, amounting, in the 
aggregate, to fifty-seven thousand and sev­
enty-nine dollars and forty-four cents.

For this amount, or so much thereof as 
may be necessary, to enable the Secretary 
of the Interior to carry on the work 
of aiding aud instructing the Indians 
on the White Earth reservation, in 
Minnesota, in the arts of civilization, 
with a view to their self-support, con­
ditioned upon the assent of the Mississippi 
band of Chippewas. first expressed in open 
council iu the usual manner, to the settle­
ment of the Otter Tail band ot Pillagers 
upon the White Earth reservation, with 
equal rights in respect to the lauds within 
its boundaries, twenty-five thousand dollars.
Sec. 4. That the Secretary of the Interior 

be aud he is hereby authorized, in bis dis­
cretion, to apply tbe balance on hand ol the 
appropriation of one hundred thousand dol­
lars, made by the act of July fifteenth, 
eighteen hundred and seventy, entitled “An 
act for the support of industrial and other 
schools among the Indian tribes not other­
wise provided for,” aud so forth, at such 
times, in such sums, and for such tribes and 
bands as, in bis opinion, may be required.

For this amount, or so much thereot as 
may be. necessary, to pay tbe expenses of 
bolding a general council of the Cherokee,

For payment of interest on certain ab­
stracted and non-paying State stocks be­
longing to various Indian tribes (and held 
in trust by tbe Secretary of tbe Interior), 
for the fiscal year ending June thirtieth, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two, viz :

For interest on the Cherokee national 
fund, eighteen thousand three hundred and 
twenty dollars.

It shall be the duty of the Secretary of 
the Interior to make careful inquiry into 
the condition in point of civilization of the 
several tribes mentioned in this act, and 
shall report thereon in detail at the next 
session of Congress, showing the progress 
oi such tribes respectively toward civiliza­
tion, with recommendations for such aid by 
furnishing animals and utensils for grazing 
and farming as may appear useful.

For the removal of the Flathead Indians to

Creek, Seminole, aud Choctaw and Chick­
asaw Indians, in the, Indian Territory, as 
provided by the treaties with said tribes in 
eighteen hundred and sixty-six, for the 
fiscal year ending June thirtieth, eighteen 
hundred and seventy-three, fourteen thou­
sand dollars, or so much thereof as may be 
necessary; provided, that, any other Indian 
Tribe permanently located iu said Indian 
Territory shall be, and is hereby authorized 
to elect and send to said general council 
one delegate, and, in addition, one delegate 
for each one thousand Indians, being mem­
bers of such tribe, on the same terms ami 
conditions, and with the same rights and 
privileges, including right to compensation, 
as is provided for delegates of the tribes 
hereinbefore mentioned; and a sufficient 
sum to pay the per diem and mileage of 
such additional delegates is hereby appro­
priated.
Sec. 5. That the President of the United 

States and the Secretary of tiie Interior are 
hereby authorized to make an appraisement 
of the Cherokee lands lying west of the 
ninety-sixth meridian of west longitude, 
aud west of the land of the Osage Indians, 
iu tbe Indian Territory, and south of the 
southern line of the State of Kansas, ceded to 
the United States by the Cherokee Indians 
under their treaty of July nineteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-six. for the set­
tlement of friendly Indians, and report the 
same to Congross; * pro v ided, that the Secre­
tary of the Interior be, and he hereby is, 
authorized to negotiate with the Southern 
Cheyennes and Arapahoes for the relin­
quishment of their chum to the land ceded 
to them by tbe second article of the treaty 
of October twenty-eighth, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-seven, out of tbe cession made 
bv tbe Cherokees in tbe treaty of July 
nineteenth, eighteen hundred and sixty-six; 
such relinquishment, if obtained, to bo in 
consideration of a sufficient and permanent 
location for the said Cheyennes and Ara­
pahoes, upon the. lands ceiled to the United 
States by the Creeks«.nd Seminoles in the 
treaties of March twenty-first and June 
fourteenth, eighteen hundred and sixty-six; 
and that the Secretary report the action 
taken by him under this provision to Con­
gress at its next session.

S ec . 6. That the Secretary of the In­
terior be, and be hereby ;’s, au­
thorized to, expend, for the removal 
of the Winnebago Indians,, in Wis­
consin, from their present homes in 
that -State to the Winnebago reser­
vation, in Nebraska, or to such other loca­
tion as may be selected for them, and for 
their subsistence during such removal, and 
at their new homes, the sum of thirty-six 
thousand dollars, or so much thereof as 
may he necessary, appropriated by the act 
of July fifteenth, eighteen hundred and sev­
enty, for the removal of stray ’bands of 
Pottawatomies and Winnebagoes from 
Wisconsin to the tribes to which they re­
spectively belong.
Sec. -7. That it shall be tbe duty of the 

Secretary of the Interior to prepare and 
cause to'be published such rules and regu­
lations as he may deem necessary or proper, 
prescribing the manner ol presenting claims 
arising under existing laws or treaty stipu­
lations, for compensation lor depredations 
committed by the Indians, and .the degree 
and character of the evidence necessary to 
support such claims; he shall carefully in­
vestigate all such claims as may be pre­
sented, subject to the rules and regulations 
prepared by him, and report to Congress, 
at each session thereof, the nature, charac­
ter and amount of such claims, whether al­
lowed bv him or not, and the evidence upon 
which his action was based; provided, that 
no payment on account, of said claim shall 
be made without a specific appropriation 
therefor by Congress.
Sec. 8. That with the consent and con­

currence of those bands of the Chippewa 
Indians of Lake Superior, located on Lac 
de Flambeau and ou Lac Court Oriellea, 
and also of the Fond du Lao bands of said 
Indians, expressed in open council in tbe 
usual inanuer, the Secretary of the Interior 
be and hereby is authorized to remove tbe 
said bands ot Indians from the traets of 
lands which were set apart for them re­
spectively and withheld from sale for their 
use, in accordance with the third and 
fourth clauses of the second article of the 
treaty between the Uuited States and the 
Chippewa Indians of Lake Superior and the 
Mississippi, concluded September thirtieth, 
eighteen hundred and fifty-four, and to 
locate said hands of Indians upon the tract 
of land set apart by the second clause of 
said article for the La Pointe band of said 
Chippewa Indians.

The lands rendered vacant under the 
preceding section of this act shall be ap­
praised by three competent commissioners, 
one of whom shall be the United States 
agent for the said Chippewa Indians, and 
the other two shall be appointed by the 
Secretary of the Interior, with the approval 
of the President. Should there be upon "any 
of the lands to be thus appraised any im­

provements made by or for the Indians, or 
for government purposes, the said commis­
sioners shall appraise the said improve 
ments separately. After the said lands 
shall have been appraised, as herein pro­
vided, the Secretary of the Interior shall 
be, and hereby is, authorized to offer the 
same at public sale to the highest ^bidder, 
in tracts not exceeding one hundred aud 
sixty acres each, at such place iu the con­
gressional district in. which said lauds are 
situated, as may be designated by the Sec­
retary of the Interior, ninety days’ notice 
of which shall be given .by advertisement 
iu at least three newspapers of general cir­
culation publi Led in said congressional 
district; and if not sold at public safe, it 
may be sold in tracts of not exceeding one 
hundred and sixty acres to one person, at 
not less than the appraised value, anu upon 
payment therefor to cause patents in the 
usual form to be issued to said purchaser or 
purchasers,for said lands; provided, that 
no hid for separate tracts shall be accepted 
which may be less than the appraised 
value of such tract, including the improve 
ments, if any, thereon; and provided fur­
ther, that bins for tracts having improve­
ments upon them shall state the price for 
both the land and the improvements. The 
proceeds of such sales shall bo invested or 
expended for the benefit of the Imlians in­
terested,. in such manner as the Secretary 
of the Interior, subject to the approval of 
the President, may direct.

The commissioners to be appointed by 
the Secretary of the Interior, under the pro­
visions of this act, shall receive compensa­
tion for their services at the rate of six dol­
lars for each day actually engaged iu tho 
duties herein designated, in addition to the 
amount paid by them for actual traveling 
and other necessary expenses.

The sum of seventy-five ttiousand dollars, 
or so much thereof as may be necessary, 
be, and hereby is, appropriated, out of any 
moneys in the treasury not otherwise ap­
propriated, to be expended under tbe direc­
tion of tbe Secretary of tbe Interior, for 
the appraisement and sale of tbe said reser­
vations and for tbe removal and establish­
ment of said Indians, as hereinbefore pro­
vided, the sum so expended to be reim 
bursed from tbe proceeds of the sales of 
tbe lands of said Indians authorized by this 
act.

An act making appropriations for the sup­
port of the Military Academy for the fiscal 
year ending June thirtieth, eighteen hun­
dred and seventy-three.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
following sums be, and the same are hereby, 
appropriated out of any money iu the treas­
ury not otherwise appropriated, for the 
support of the Military Academy for the 
year ending June thirtieth, eighteen hun­
dred and seventy-three, viz:

For additional pay ot officers, and for pay 
of instructors, cadets and musicians, two 
hundred ami twenty-two thousand nine 
hundred and thirty-seven dollars and fifty 
cents.

For repairs and improvements, timber, 
lank, boards, joists, wall-strips, laths, 

shingles, slate, tin, sheet-lead, nails, screws, 
locks, butts, binges, glass, paint, turpen­
tine, oils, bricks, lime, cement, plaster, hair, 
blasting-powder, fuses, iron, steel, tools, 
mantels, and other similar materials, four­
teen thousand five hundred dollars.

For pay of citizen-mechanics employed 
upon repairs that can not be done by en­
listed men, eight thousand dollars.

For fuel and apparatus, coal, wood, 
stoves, grates, furnaces, ranges, fire-bricks, 
and repairs, fourteen thousand dollars.

For gas-pipes, gasometers, and retorts, 
and annual repairs of the same, six hun­
dred dollars.

For fuel for cadets’ mess hall, shops, and 
laundry, three thousand five hundred dol­
lars.

For postage and telegrams, two hundred 
dollars.

For stationery, blank books, paper, en­
velopes, quills, steel pens, wax, aud ink, 
five hundred dollars.

For transportation of materials, dis­
charged cadets, and ferriages, one thousand 
two hundred dollars.

For printing-type, materials for office, 
diplomas for graduates, registers, and 
blanks, seven hundred dollars.

For compensation ot lithographer, one 
hundred dollars.

For clerk to disbursing officer and quar­
termaster, one thousand six hundred and 
fifty dollars.

For department of instruction in mathe­
matics, viz: For plane-table, one hundred 
aud seventy-five dollars; repairs of instru­
ments, thirty dollars; text books and sta­
tionery for instructors, twenty dollars.

For department of artillery, cavalrv, and 
infantry tactics, viz: For tan-bark for 
riding nail and gymnasium, one hundred 
and fifty dollars; stationery for assistant 
instructors, one hundred dollars; guidons, 
marker flags, camp colors, and embroider­
ing colors for caps of cadets, fifty dollars;

for the use of instructors, ten dollars.

For department of law and ethics: For
books of reference, text-books and station­
ery, for the use of instructors, one hundred 
dollars.

For department of French; For text­
books and stationery, for the use of in­
structors, fifty dollars.

For department of chemistry, mineral­
ogy and geology: For chemicals, including 
chemical apparatus, glass and porcelain

dollars; gradual increase of the cabinet, 
five hundred dollars; repairs and improve­
ments in electric, galvanic, magnetic, elec­
tro-magnetic, and magneto-electric appa­
ratus, four hundred and fifty dollars; re­
pairs and additions to pueuinatic and ther­
mic apparatus, one hundred and fifty dol­
lars; improved adjustable electric tamp, 
one hundred and fifty dollars; carpenters’ 
and metal work, and materials for the 
same, sixty-five dollars; improved binocular 
microscope, complete, three hundred dol­
lars; diagrams illustrating chemical and 
geological phenomena, one hundred and 
twenty-five dollars; mechanics’ tools, twen­
ty dollars; pay of mechanics, to be em­
ployed in chemical and geological section- 
rooms and in the lecture-room, one thou­
sand and fifty dollars; for bringing Bteam 
directly to chemical rooms, and for chemi­
cal and mechanical operations, two hun­
dred and seventy dollars; steam cylinder 
and piston, five'hundred dollars: setting 
up Ludd’s dynamo-magnetic electric ma­
chine, one hundred dollars; replastering 
and painting section-rooms,- one hundred 
and twenty dollars; refiooring lecture-room, 
eighty-doliars: covering floor of niineralogi- 
cal section-room, one hundred and ten dol­
lars; compensation to attendant, fifty dol­
lars. . ,

For department of practical engineering: 
For ten box-compasses, fifty dollars: re­
pairs of instruments, twenty-live dollars;

An act defining and limiting the appropria­
tion of certain moneys for the prepara­
tion, issue and reissue of the securities of 
the Uuited States, and for other purposes.

Representatives ol the United States of 
America iu Congress assembled, That the 
expenses of the issue, reissue, transfer, de­
livery, redemption and destruction of secu­
rities, legal tender notes, fractional cur­
rency, checks, certificates, commissions, 
and for any plate and seal engraving and 
printing required by the Treasury Depart­
ment, shall be paid from and shall not ex­
ceed the appropriation of one per centum 
of the amount of legal tender notes, frac­
tional currency and securities issued during 
each fiscal year; provided, that nothing 
herein contained shall he construed to in­
crease or enlarge the appropriation con­
tained in the second section of the act en­
titled “An act to authorize the refunding 
of the national debt,” approved July four­
teenth, eighteen hundred and seventy.

vice and consent of the Senate, to restore 
Commodore Joseph F. Green to his original 
position *on the navy list, next below Rear- 
Admiral Boggs; to promote Commodore 
John De Camp to his original relative posi­
tion as a rear-admiral on the retired list; to 
promote Commodore Charles W. Pickering 
to the grade of commodore on the retired 
list, with the retired pay of his advanced 
rank; to advance Captain Egbert Thomp­
son in rank next below Captain Thomas G 
Corbin; to promote Cammander Samuel R 
Franklin to take rank next after Com 
maudor James S. Thornton; to restore Com 
rnamler Edward Y. McCauley to his ori 
ginal rank, next after Commander W. D 
Whiting; to restore Commanders John H 
Russell, A. W. Johnson, P. *C. Johnson, 
John Watters, A. E. K. Beiiham,Austin 
Pendergrast, and W. P. McCann, respect­
ively, to their original places on the navy 
list.

of tbe United States, and such demurrer 
shall be overruled by the court, the judg­
ment thereupon shall be respoudeat-ouster; 
and thereupon a trial may be ordered at the 
same term, or a continuance may be or­
dered as justice may require.
