TH E POLITICAL s> IT CATION.

Tlie Customhouse Party—-Republican H is ­
tory-A d ven tu res—A ttack and Vindica­
t io n -E v il  L eg islation .

Editor Republican:
While Liberal Republicans and Liberal 

Democrats contemplate w ith bitter disap­
pointment tbe surrender and defeat of the 
Liberal party  in this State, a large number 
of Republicans view the reckless, unprinci­
pled combination which to-day attem pts to 
monopolize, tbe name and fair fame of the 
grand old party of freedom with equal re­
gret aud dissatisfaction. The fusion of the 
Packard and Pinchback wings lately ef 
fected is considered by them as reprehensi­
ble as the Bourbon-Liberal transaction.. 
As a hearty and honorable affair it 
is a failure; as a reform movement 
it is uncertain; as a representative 
of correct Republican principles it can not 
be relied on. I t  originated in fraud, was 
perpetuated by unusual and im proper in­
fluences, and is tbe fruit of federal interfer­
ence and dictation. Tbe fusion of the two 
wings of tbe Republican party  was a poli­
tical trade, made in violation o f tbe tru s t 
and confidence of tbe Pinchback conven­
tion, £nd tbe principles which gave it ex­
istence. I t  benefited a few individuals* 
but it sacrificed the germ of a Repnb lican 
reform movement, which coaid have raised 
a standard honorable and glorious to the 
party.

Tbe Republican party  of L tuisiana has a 
history which can not be compared with 
tha t of any other party  in any other S tate 
of the Union. I t  began in days th a t truly 
tried men’s souls, when only a mere dozen 
could be induced to gather in Economy 
Hall, New Orleans. Its enemies were 
legion, its oppressions were great, but it 
grew up as seed upon thrifty  soil, and after 
many trials and tribulations became power­
ful, victorious, and assumed tbe govern 
ment of tbe State. There were many hope­
ful and throbbing hearts when Henry Clay 
Warmoth, a young, proud white m an, and 
Oscar J. Dunn, a noble, honest negro, took 
their oaths, on Ju ly  13, 1808, as Governor 
and Lieutenant Governor of Louisiana. A 
broad chasm bad been crossed. A govern' 
ment was inaugurated which promised 
equal rights, union and confidence among 
all classes of the distracted people. There 
were stormy days, and after, peaceful ones, 
but during all Warmoth and Dunn stood 
side by side, firm and faithful. Owing 

j,o the revolutionary period and tbe policy 
of the Democracy, negroes could not con­
fide in the wealthy and stable natives, but 
were forced to choose new comers, who 
were often mere adventurers as their lead­
ers and legislators. They acquired control 
of party  couucils and the legislative halls. 
Contrary to the remonstrance of the Gov­
ernor and the better elements of their 
party , made callous by the threats of mobs 
and the unscrupulous partisan  warfare 
waged against them by Democracy, laws 
were enacted by dishonest Republicans in 
league w ith dishonest Democrats tha t 
caused every Republican to look upon the 
legislative halls as a "reproach and disgrace 
to his party.

Unassisted by a single opposition news­
paper in the. city or country ; but, even in 
the face of their jeers and contempt, Gov­
ernor W armoth attem pted to stay the tide 
th a t was fast drifting the Republican party  
to destruction and imjiairing the fair fame 
of the State. He appealed to legislators, in 
caucus and on the floor in person, to vote 
down outrageous monopolies, but all to no 
purpose; lor, as he stated  to the citizens’ 
committee a t the time, his efforts were 
counteracted by Democratic money, lobby­
ists and corporations, and he wa3 not sus­
tained by the good citizens of the State, 
whose duty it was to give him their 
countenance and support. The Governor, 
finding his efforts about to fail, and 
anxious for both party  and the people’s sake 
to maintain a creditable administration, in­
vited the assistance of conservative men. 
Some were appointed to office to allay par­
tisan feeling; some because fit, capable Re­
publicans could not be found to till them. 
The men who were filling their pockets wifli 
bribes, the men who were interested in the 
success of monopolies, were sore a t the de­
feat of their schemes (the Governor’s vetoes 
fell upon friend and foe); and the men who 
were new in the arts of statesmanship, un­
able to comprehend the Governor’s posi­
tion, were instigated by defeated rings and 
monopolists to join them in common cause 
against him. The unscrupulous adven­
turers who found tha t they were unable to 
secure the co-operation of the Governor de- 
termined to ruin him.

From tha t your may he dated those in­
sidious attacks upon the Republican execu­
tive which finally resulted in the rupture 
between Warmoth and Dunn, and the di­
vision of the Republican party. To say 
th a t the Governor did not make mistakes, 
we can not; but we can say tha t in the main 
his obstacles were great, his position ardu­
ous, and it is a marvel th a t he governed so 
well during this eventful period.

I t  is satisfactory evidence th a t the peo­
ple sustained the course of the Governor in 
1870, th a t a constitutional amendment was 
adopted by a large m ajority having refer­
ence to his eligibility for the second term. 
Owing, in a great degree, to W armoth’s 
personal influence, the Republicans ^Soiled 
a majority of 23,000 tha t campaign and the 
Legislature was again secured. The adven­
turous clement which trailed a t the skirts of 
the party, aud the number of ignorant or 
incompetent men in the Legislature was in­
creased, and the enemies of the Governor, 
gore with defeat, were eager to grasp the 
opportunity for revenge and protit. They 
had worked upon the ambition of Lieuten­
ant Governor Dunn and his natural solici­
tude for his race, by announcing him as a 
oundidate for the United States Senator- 
ship, and laying undue stress upon the con­
servative policy o f the Governor. Issue ' 
wa6 made with the Governor on the Sen­
atorial succession which resulted in the 
election of J . R. W est, the administration 
candidate.

Jam es F. Casey, a defeated aspirant, lob' 
byist, stockholder in a swindling monopoly, 
brother in law of President G rant and 
United States collector ot customs for the 
port of New Orleans: S. B. Packard, presi­
dent State Central Executive Committee 
of the  Republican party , a disappointed 
monopolist and United States marshal; 
Charles W. Lowell, prime mover of the fa­
mous Ship Island canal swindle and post­
master of New Orleans, and ether em­
ployee of the Customhouse, entered into 
alliance, offensive and defensive, w ith Lieu­
tenant Governor Dunn and his friends for

the purpose of destroying the influence of 
Governor Warmoth and to prevent his re- 
election if possible. In the Senate it  was 
purposed to remove all friends of Warmoth 
from the head of committees. The Gover­
nor's friends defeated this by electing 
them. The friends of Dunn raised the 
cry th a t W armoth was not the friend 
of the negro, because he had caused the 
privileges of the Lieutenant Governor to 
be curtailed. Acting in concert with rings 
in the Legislature and out, the Custom­
house leaders secured the removal of the 
administration Speaker oi the House, Mor- 
tirae*r Carr, and the election of George W. 
Carter. Mr. Carter, a bold, adventurous 
man, em bittered against the Governor for 
personal reasons, became immediately the 
head of a powerful combination, composed 
of Republicans and Democrats, and the 
most shameless legislation ensued th a t was 
ever witnessed in Louisiana. The Governor 
vetoed one bill after another, only to have 
them passed by a two-thirds vote and be. 
come laws to the contrary notwithstanding. 
Thousands of dollars in fraudulent legisla­
tive warrants were thrown upon the market: 
and over $750,000 were expended by the 
House.

The interference of federal officials pro­
duced the revolution in the House; the plea 
of race protection used placed colored men 
beyond the control of white Republicans 
who could have advised them, and placed 
them in a combination, in unison with 
Democrats, which exulted iu shame, and 
knew no ends hut sqlfish ones.

The Customhouse officials who now rule 
the Republican party  ruled it then, and I 
have detailed their reform, record in the 
Legislature of 1871. Is th a t record to he 
sustaine’d by upholding the men who are 
culpable and guilty ? They tell you tha t 
free speech, Republican rule depends upon 
their success. Can good ends he accom­
plished through guilty agencies ? If  tha t 
were all to he said against them, the true 
Republican would be justified in rebelling 
from their lead, and joining hands with 
new elements in  a new party, which might 
not be Republican in name, but could be so 
in principle. W ith dishonesty on one side 
and Democracy on the other, can not Re­
publicans occupy middle ground.

AUDITOR GRAHAM IM PRISONED.

Cnusunl P roceedings in the Eighth D is­
trict Court—An H onest Officer Im pris­
oned for R efusin g to D eplete the S tate  
Treasury — ‘‘M orally R ight, but L e ­
gally  W ron g .”

The case of the State of Louisiana ex rel. 
the hoard of State assessors of the city of 
New Orleans vs. James Graham, Auditor, 
which has created considerable excitement 
and comment lately, came up yesterday in 
the Eighth D istrict Court on a rule for con­
tem pt for refusing to execute the judgm ent 
in tha t case.- -
’ The facts of the case, the amount of the 
claim, the persistent endeavors of the re ­
lators to compel the payment of their claim, 
and particularly the singular connection of 
certain high legal officials therewith, had 
become partially known aud had drawn a 
small crowd to the courtroom to see the de- 
noument. The proceedings were carried on 
very quietly, and occupied but a few mo­
ments, hut the proceedings of those few 
moments were so strange th a t the effect 
was felt long after the court had proceeded 
with other business.

Immediately upon the opening of tho 
court, Judge Cooley, presiding in tho ab­
sence of Judge Dibble, called up this case 
ou tho rule for contempt, whereupon Joseph 
P. Hornor, attorney for Mr. Graham, read 
the following answer to the rule as his rea­
son why he should not be punished:

Now, into this honorable court comes 
James Graham, Auditor of Public Accounts 
of the State of Louisiana, respondent here­
in, and lor answer to the rule herein taken

.upon him on the -----  day of ——-  , 1872,
to show cause why he should not he pun­
ished lor contempt of this honorable court 
in refusing to issue the warrants called for 
by the relators, with respect, shows under 
oath—

1. That on the tw entieth of June, 1872, 
the respondent obtained from this honor­
able court a suspensive appeal from the 
final judgm ent herein rendered to the Su­
preme Couit of Louisiana, and tha t the 
transcript of appeal has been duly filed in 
tho said Supreme Court on the twenty- 
fourth of June, 1872; th a t said appeal stayed 
execution of said judgm ent, and divested 
this honorable court of all jurisdiction over 
this case until tho same should he passed 
upon by the Supreme Court; tha t respond­
ent is advised and believes that this hon­
orable court can no't legallv take any fur­
the r steps in this case; that the Supremo 
Court alone is vested w ith jurisdiction to 
dismiss respondent’s appeal, ami to decide 
whether or not respondent’s appeal is still 
pending in said Supreme Court.

2. That respondent is advised and be­
lieves tha t the Attorney General has no 
power to consent to dismiss respondent’s 
appeal in this case, and tha t such consent 
is an absolute nullity, and amounts to noth­
ing until passed upon by the Supreme 
Court,

3. That respondent believes the claim of 
relators in this case to be unfounded, ficti­
tious and fraudulent; and, with th a t belief, 
respondent can not conscientiously, in ac­
cordance with his oath of office, even allow 
himself to be compelled to participate in 
what he believes would be a robbery ot the 
State treasury until the Supreme Court has 
passed upon the matter.

That, with all due respect to the court, for 
the reasons above set lorth, your respondent 
has refused to issue the warrants claimed 
by relator, and shall persist in such refusal 
until the Supreme Court shall have passed 
upon this case, with the full belief th a t he 
is only performing his official duty in the 
premises.

After the reading of the answer to the 
rule as above, counsel for plaintff, El Fil- 
luel, Esq., said:

“This seems to he an aggravation of the 
offense.”

Judge Cooley remarked: It looks tha t 
way To me. The facts upon which the an- 
6wgr is predicated are questions that have 
already been passed upou. I t has already ' 
been decided tha t this appeal, which the 
Auditor sets up as an excuse, was w ith­
drawn by coneentof the appellant.

I find mvself in a very awkward position. 
That is the honest tru th  about it. I be­
lieve, as much as the Auditor believes, tha t 
the ju Igment in this ease should not have 
been rendered.* My own impression is, tha t 
it is incorrect. But there is a judgment, 
and I conscientiously believe that judgm ent 
is exigible now; and that the appeal taken 
by the Auditor, James Graham, represent­
ing the State of Louisiana, was legally 
withdrawn ijom the Supreme Court by the 
Attorney General by consent between him­
self, as appellant, and the appellee. There­
fore, there is nothing now pending before 
the Supreme Court upon which the Supreme 
Couft can act.

I see no reason, legally speaking, why 
the judgm ent should not be executed. Of 
course, officers are often called upon to do 
things which they do not approve o f .  I am 
now called upon t« send a man to prison 
for refusing to do what he believes is

wrong, i  believe tha t tne Auditor is 
morally right, but legally he is wrong, and 
of course he has to bear the consequences. 
The order will be entered according to the 
prayer. Let the rule be made absolute, and 
le t the Auditor be confined in prison until 
he execute the order of the court.

And all was over. Honest James Gra­
ham was condemned to the Parish Prison 
for an indefinite time, until he was willing 
to assist in depleting the State treasury.

The case is so plain- th a t we can not pass 
the opportunity of laying the facts before 
the public, tha t they may see for them­
selves.

The assessors, by section forty-nine of 
act No. 42 of 1871, are allowed the commis­
sion of five per cent cn the total amount of 
the tax  levied on the assessment rolls. The 
to tal amount of their rolls for 1871 was 
$158,214,364, and their commissions on the 
tax  on this was $114,978 65, which they 
were paid, the rolls delivered to the Auditor 
and became the property of the State, and 
receipts given by the assessors.

Subsequent to this, in January, 1872. the 
Auditor, in accordance with section eight 
of act No. 42 of 1871, levied a tax  of six 
mills to pay the in terest on the public debt. 
Iu March, 1872, the assessors, except one, 
were removed by the Governor, and in May 
last this claim of $47,464 30 was made by 
the old board of assessors, being the com­
mission of five per oent on the tax to be de 
rived from the levy of six mills made by 
the Auditor.

The claim was refused, not only on ac­
count of the alleged illegality on its face, 
but on the further ground tha t the appro­
priation was exhausted, and because such 
refusal was w arranted by the decision of 
the Supreme Court in the case of the State 
ex rel. Golding vs. Graham, decided in De­
cember, 1871, a case precisely like the pres­
ent one, where the Supreme Court called 
the claim “a preposterous, frivolous and 
vexatious one, and regret their inability to 
make the relators pay'dam ages.”

Upon the refusal of Mr. Graham to w ar­
ran t for the present claim, a mandamus was 
brought iu the Eighth D istrict Court. I t  
was defended by the Attorney General and 
taken under advisement. Judgm ent was 
rendered by Judge Dibble on the seven­
teenth June, 1872, in favor of plaintiff's- 
An appeal to the Supreme Court was taken 
by Messrs. Iloruor and Benedict, attorneys 
for Graham, a few days after; they acting 
under an appointment of the Attorney Gen 
eral given them before his departure from 
the city, and also under an appointment by 
the Governor to act during the absence of 
the Attorney General. The appeal was 
taken up and filed in the Supreme Court on 
the twenty-fourth of June. In Ju ly  a rule 
was taken to set aside the appeal. I t  was 
tried before Judge Emerson, and the appeal 
declared void,, notw ithstanding the above 
authorities. No action was taken under 
this judgment, the relator evidently consid­
ering it of no effeet.

But now comes another part of the story. 
On the fifteenth day of August the Attor­
ney General* signs a w ritten consent to 
withdraw the appeal in the Supreme Court, 
without notifying the Auditor, the effect of 
which, if legal, would be to  compel the 
payment of this entire claim . A rule was 
then taken to compel the execution of the 
judgment. I t  was tried  before Judge 
Cooley a few days since, and the judgm ent 
ordered to he executed. W e published a t 
the time tho  answer to the rule and the 
Judge’s opinion.

Considering the importance of tho case, 
the imprisonment of a high constitutional 
officer, and the action of the A ttorney Gen­
eral, there is a sufficient w arrant for laying 
these facts before the public.

ACADEMY OF MUSIC.

•‘L ’ArticIe F orty-seven ” —Mips H aw thorne  
as Cora.

I t  is rarely th a t the French drama pre­
sents any striking peculiarity which, aside 
from prevailing mercurial characteristics, 
attracts attention and commands respect. 
Tho character of the plays wo get from 
Franco are light, laughable and frivolous. 
In one or two exceptional points, however, 
“L’ArticIe Forty-seven” is different. I t  
lias one powerfully developed character, 
which is delineated by Miss Hawthorne 
(the leading lad,y oCtbe Academy) with ab­
sorbing interest. I t  is the role of Cora, a 
creole nondescript embellished witii French 
exaggerations. Nevertheless it is a dramatic 
character, and develops opportunities for 
splendid acting, which Miss Hawthorne 
perceives with nice discrimination and in­
finite tact.

Evidently the writer had seen enough of 
the quadroon element ot Louisiana females 
to appreciate their passionate attachments 
and deep guile when stim ulated by a sense 
of revenge. As in the natural elements, the 
most beautiful calm is often the precursor 
of the hurricane. There is no apparent 
plot in the piece, but a curiously contrived 
episode for the development of strange 
phases ot character. In Bhort, the plottings 
of a scorned woman for revenge, with such 
fictitious surroundings as will make it  ap­
preciable to the public taste. It is in the 
development of the darker shades of char 
aoter that Cora is presented as a type. The 
quick contradictions aud apparent incon­
sistencies of love and revenge constitute its 
interest. These Miss Hawthorne depicts 
with a power of analysis tha t deserved and 
received the marked appreciation of the 
audience.

Indeed, we hesitate to express as fully as 
wo might our sense of this lady’s excel­
lence. I t  showed not only dram atic power, 
but a discrimination th a t relieved the char­
acter of any approach to exaggeration. 
Iler parting interview with Dwhatriil was 
especially lino. Tho subtle approaches of 
insanity  was foreshadowed with singular 
felicity of act and expression, and finally, 
when her denunciation of the convict awoke 
the fierce passions of her nature, love, hate, 
revenge, the failing sense, the maniacal ter­
ror, were developed with a  power and in­
tensity which won from the audience a 
recognition well deserved -by the accom­
plished artist. I t  was, indeed, a triumph 
she should feel proud of.

Settlin g  w ith  Governm ent M echanics— 
The F igh t H our L aw —G overnor Lind­
say a t W ashington—M exican Commis­
sioner Guzmun—H is R eprehensible  
Conduct.

W ashington, September 13.—Congress, 
a t the late session, passed an act providing 
for the settlem ent of all accounts for ser­
vices of laborers, workmen and mechanics 
employed by or on behalf of the govern­
ment between June 25, 1868, the date of the 
eight hour act, aud May 19,1869, the date of 
the proclamation of the President concern­
ing their pay, the settlem ent to be made 
without reduction on account of the reduc­
tion of hours of labor when it shall be made 
to appear such was the sole cause of the re­
duction of wages.

To-day, in response to an inquiry in be­
half of the laborers, workmen and mecha­
nics in the Washington navy yardf and the 
principle will apply to other navy yards. 
Commissioner Case, acting Secretary of the 
Navy, says: “Applications for the amounts 
due therein should be made to the fourth 
auditor of the treasury. The settlement of 
ihe  accounts of workmen under other 
branches will be by the respective auditors 
having them in charge.

Governor Lindsay, of Alabama, is here.
I t  has transpired th a t on the occasion 

of the presentation of the credentials 
of M. Mariscal, the Mexican minister, 
about three weeks ago, the President, 
in accepting them, informed the Mex­
ican minister tha t the conduct of 
Senor Guzman, recently appointed com­
missioner on the part of the Mexican re­
public before the American and Mexican 
jo in t claims commission,* had been in the 
highest degree offensive to the United 
States on account of his official course.

I t  is understood th a t ou the receipt of 
this information the Mexican government 
will recal! Mr. Guzman and appoint a new 
commissioner who will be more in accord 
with the spirit of the treaty.

Major A. K. Arnold, of the Sixth Cavalry, 
has been assigned to tho charge of the dis­
bursing office a t New Orleans, instead of 
that at Natchez, Mississippi, and Major John 
K. Mezener, of the Fourth Cavalry, has 
been relieved from duty at the New Orleans 
disbursing office.

It is reported th a t the authorities have 
evidence which fully establishes the con­
nection of Billy Forrester with the Nathan 
murder. I t  is said th a t on the night of the 
murder of Mr. Nathan a  promt,cent sport­
ing man saw an individual in the vicinity 
of Nathan’s house whose movements looked 
very suspicious. He watched him, and 
presently two men came down the steps of 
the Nathan mansion who were joined by 
the mysterious man, the three going toward 
North river. Early on the same morning 
three men entered a saloon on Eighth 
street aud left a bundle, which proved to 
he a bloody shirt.

Ou investigation, it was found tha t a 
woman up town had washed this shirt, 
which was a peculiar one, for a man now in 
the Connecticut State Prison, who was a 
pal of Forrester's.

The sporting man above referred to iden­
tified the picture of Forrester as the man 
he saw in the vicinity of Nathan’s house.

Wednesday next, George Ellis, now con­
fined in tlie State prison, will be brought 
here and will testify that the “dog” which 
was used in murdering Nathan, was stolen 
from Sehenck’s house by Forrester and him­
self, and that both used it iu various bur­
glaries.

Mr. Levison was to-day arrested on a 
Hamburg steamer, and committed for ex­
amination, in Hoboken, charged with being 
concerned in tho kidnapping of General 
Viele’s child.

The numerous excavations in tho upper 
part of the city have resulted in prevalence 
of fevers, and many are dying iu tha t sec­
tion.

J . C. A. Thompson, a well known news­
paper correspondent, was run over and 
killed a t Harlem Bridge Yesterday.

A ratification meeting of Liberal ami 
Democrats was held here last night.

UTAH.

The M ountain M eadow  M nsaacrc—Emi­
grants Murdered by Mormon T roops.
Sai.t Lake C it y , September 13.—An affi­

davit has been made by one of the most 
guilty among the participators in the Moun­
tain Meadow massacre, showing conclu­
sively tha t the terrible slaughter was the 
act of the Mormon authorities. I t  will he 
remembered th a t a large company of emi­
grants on their way to California are 
known to have been all killed, with the ex­
ception of the young children. W hen this 
massacre was discovered the Mormons set 
afloat tho story tha t they had perished by 
the hands of the Indians.

From time to time circumstantial evi­
dence has appeared indicating th a t they 
were murdered in cold blood by the Mor­
mons in revenge for previous outrages upon 
tho latter perpetrated iu Illinois and Mis­
souri. A competent witness now states un­
der oath tha t the Mormon militia attacked 
the emigrants, arid, after a fight of several 
days without result, sent in a flag of truce 
ottering them protection if 'they would lay 
down their arms.

These terms being complied with, the en­
tire party of men and women were butch­
ered by their captors. The deponent, Philip 
Clignon Smith, who was a t the time a Mor­
mon bishop of Cigar City, was a  re­
cruit in the Mormon militia, and was told 
by Lieutenant Colonel Haight th a t he 
(Haight) had orders from headquarters to 
kill all the emigrants. He heard the orders 
passed down the Mormon line to shoot the 
emigrant jtrisoners, and witnessed the en­
tire massacre. He took charge of the chil­
dren, the only members of the party  saved.

The shooting l'orco was under command 
of Major John G. Lee, who made a speech 
to his men shortly before the massacre, 
stating th a t his orders from headquarters 
were to kill the entire company of emi­
grants except the small children.

FOREIGN,

The Em perors’ Advice to the Pope—H en ri 
R ochefort Very 111—A P arliam entary  
Election—G reat Excitem ent—The Pope  
W ill Not L eave R om e—H urricane in 
ihe W est Indies—G reat Loss of L ife .  

London. September 13.—A special dis­
patch to the Daily News from Home says: 
The Emperors of Germany, Austria und 
Russia, a t the conference in Berlin, re­
solved to advise the Pope to abandon the 
Jesuits, and agreed to use their good offices 
with the Italian government lor the pro­
tection of foreign religious corporations iu 
Italy.

A Parliamentary election is in progress 
to-day a t Preston, and is attended with 
great Excitement. As the candidates rode 
to the polls their supporters dotached tho 
horses from their carriages and drew them 
through tho streets. The contest is very 
close; berth sides claim success. Under tlie 
new ballot act the process of voting and of 
counting tho ballots is slow, and tho result 
is not yet known.

The Itio Janeiro papers are filled w ith de­
scriptions of tho riotous scenes which oc­
curred during the recent elections for Con­
gress. An electoral meeting in one of tho 
churches was broken up by the police, who 
charged upon tho assemblage with their 
swords, and dispersed it. Tho president of 
the meeting and several other citizens were 
wounded. The conduetof tho police in this 
and other cases is severely condemned by 
the press, and caused groat indignation iu 
the city.

General Mitre, Argontine envoy, was pre­
paring a basis for a treaty  of scttlemefii 
all differences between Brazil and the Con­
federation.

The Norwegian hark Byfoget, Christian­
sen, master, from Pernambuco, lor the Bal­
tic, has arrived a t Stavanger, Norway, dis­
abled, nearly all her crew having died on 
the voyage. The cause of m ortality is not 
explained in the brief dispatch which an ­
nounces her arrival.

P a k is , September 13.—Henri Rochefort, 
who has behn exiled to the Island of New 
Caledonia, is dangcously ill. I t  is feared 
he can not live.

President Thiers has been informed by 
M. Bourgoiny tha t the Pope has abandoned 
all idea of leaving Rome.

Tho proprietors of several collieries in the 
department of Pas de-Calais have executed 
their first contract for furnishing coal to 
England. The quantity sent is two hun­
dred and fifty thousand tons.

Geneva, September 13.—The gentlemen 
of the court of arbitration returned to 
Geneva to-day. They express themselves 
highly gratified a t their reception a t Inter- 
lacken. The dinner given in their honor by 
the Swiss government last night was a t­
tended by the President of the repub­
lic, members of tho Federal Council 
and tho entire diplomatic body of 
Berne. In speeches exchanged on 
the occasion there was a marked tone 
of satisfaction a t the happy conclusion of 
the work of arbitration and the achieve­
ment of a result which the speakers said 
was bound to have such a powerful influ­
ence for good, not only on the two countries 
more immediately concerned,' bu t ou all 
civilized nations.

This feeling was mors fairly and definitely 
expressed than a t the dinner at Geneva on 
Saturday night, when an uncertainty may 
have still existed regarding tlie form of the 
decision and the unanimity of the court on 
tho main points a t issue. I t  was evident 
last night that all uncertainty had been 
dispelled.

Geneva, September 12.—Sir Alexander 
Cockburn, the British.member of the board 
of arbitration, will deliver an elaborate 
opinion on the points wherein he differs 
from the decision of the court. His secre­
taries are now engaged in the work of 
copying the opinions.

Berne, September 13.—Yesterday, shortly 
after the reception o f the gentlemen con­
nected with the Geneva tribunal by Presi­
dent Bruner and the members of the Fed­
eral Council, the entire party, accompanied 
by several members of the diplomatic corps 
in Berne, including General DeKoeder, Ger­
man minister, took the railroad tra in  for 
the town of Thun, where they embarked on 
a steamboat and crossed the lake of th a t 
name to the village of Interlaeken. After 
viewing the objects of interest a t tha t place, 
they lunched a t the Victoria Hotel, and re­
turned to Berne in the afternoon.

The weather during the day was splen­
did. Berne and Interlaeken as well as in­
termediate places through which the party  
passed were profusely decorated with flags 
in honor of the distinguished visitors. Tho 
excursionists numbered about thirty. At a 
banquet in this city last evening, given by 
tho Sw%s Federal Council in honor of the 
arbitrators, sixty persons were present. All 
the English gentlemen connected with the 
court were absent except Lord Tenterden.

The President of the Federal Council made 
tbe principal speech of the evening. He 
expressed the pleasure felt by the govern­
ment a t the selection of a town in Switzer­
land for the meeting of the tribunal.

Count Schlopis, president of the court, re­
plied. He returned thanks on behalf of 
himself and his colleagues for the hospitali­
ties they had received from the Swiss gov­
ernm ent and people.
