“All right, I'll t-ell you anything that I 
know about it.”

“What was Connors’ idea, in getting sis 
down there 1”

“It wasn't Connors brought you down, it 
was Baker.”

“ Fes, of course, Baker, but acting for 
Connors; he was the man.”

“Well, I suppose he wanted to get money 
out of you.”

“Don’t you think he would have given 
you to us?”

“Well, I don’t know about that. He 
wouldn’t have given me away in his own 
house, and that’s where I was. He might 
have given me away at my hole, buf that 
wouldn’t have been of any use to you, fip- 
could have got away from you.”

The George Cromwell, Captain Clapp, 
from New Y’ork, which arrived on Sunday, 
reports that on the twelfth instant, fifteen 
miles west of Sombrero lighthouse, she 
spoke the bark Annie Torrey, of •Richmond, 
which vessel was lying in a dead calm.

such principles of international law as are 
not inconsistent therewith as the arbitrators 
shall determine applicable to the case.

Whereas, The due diligence referred to 
iu the first and third of said rules should 
be exercised by neutral governments in 
exact propoition to the risks to which 
either one of rhe belligerents may be ex­
posed by the failure to fulfill the obliga­
tions of neutrality on their part.

Whereas, The circumstances out of 
whicli the facts, the subject matter of the 
present controversy arose, were of a nature 
io call for the excercise, on tho part of her 
majesty’s government, of all possible so­
licitude for the observance of all of the 
rights and duties involved in her majesty’s 
proclamation of neutrality, issued on the 
thirteenth day of May, in the year of our 
Lord one thousand eight hundred and 
sixty-one.

W hereas, The effects of a violation of neu­
trality committed by means of the con­
struction, equipment and armament of a 
vsssel, are not done away with by any com­
mission which the government of the bel­
ligerent power bent,fitted bv the violation 
ot neutrality may afterward grant, that 
vessel, and the ultimate steps by which tlie 
offense is completed, can not be admitted 
as a ground for the absolution of the of-, 
fender, nor tlie consummation of his fraud 
become means of establishing his innocence 

Whereas, The privilege of exterritoriality 
accorded to vessels of war is admitted in 
the law of nations, not as an absolute 
right, but as founded on a principle of 
courtesy and mutual deference, and there­
fore can never be appealed to for justifica­
tion of acts done in violation of neutrality.

Vvhereas, The absence of previous legis­
lative rule can not be regarded as a failure 
in the law of nations in a case in which the 
vessel carries its own condemnation.

CASE OF THE ALABAMA.

Whereas, In order to impart to supplies 
of coal a character inconsistent with the 
second rule proposing the use ot neutral 
ports and waters as a basis of operations, it 
istieeessary that such supplies be connected 
with special circumstances of time, person 
and place; and

Whereas, With respect to the vessel 
called the Alabama, it clearly results from 
all the facts relative to her construction in 
the port of Liverpool; her equipment and 
armament in the vicinity of Terceria. 
through the agency of other yessls dis­
patched from Great Britain for that 
purpose, that the British government failed 
to use due diligence in the performance of 
its neutral obligations, and, notwithstand­
ing official representations made by agents 
of the United States during the construc­
tion of the said ships, omitted to take effec­
tive measures ior its prevention, and that 
orders for her protection, which the Brilisli 
government did finally give, were issued so 
late that the executing of said orders was 
not, practicable.

YYhereas, After the escape of that vessel, 
the measures which were taken for her pur­
suit and arrest was so imperfect as to lead 
to no result, and therefore can not be con­
sidered as a sufficient, release for Great 
Britain from the responsibility sbe in­
curred.

Whereas, Despite the violations of neu­
trality the. s'committed, the same vessel was 
on severa1 iceasions freely admitted to the 
ports ot tfift colonies of Great Britain, in­
stead of luing proceeded against, as she 
ought to have been, m any and every port 
under British jurisdiction where she "might 
have been found.

Whereas, The government of England can 
no't justify itself lor its failure in the dili­
gence on the plea of the insufficiency of the 
legal means of action it possessed.

Four of the arbiti .tors for the reasons 
above assigned, and the fifth—Lord Chief 
Justice Cockhurne, for reasons separately 
assigned by him,—are of opinion that Great 
Britain basin this case failed by omission to 
fulfill the duties prescribed in'the first and 
third rules established by the treaty of 
Washington.

CASE OF THE FLORIDA.
And whereas. With respect to the Flor­

ida, it results from all t'he facts that the 
English authorities failed to take measures 
adequate to prevent violation of neutrality,

incurred in the pursuit of the cruisers.- 
it is not, in the judgment of the tribunal, 
proper.y distinguishable fpoin the expenses 
ol war, therefore the court is of the opinion, 
hv a majority ol three to two, that there is 
no ground ior awarding any sum by way of 
indemnity under this head. J

Whereas, Prospective injuries can net 
properly be made a subject for compensa­
tion, inasmuch as they depend in a nature 
on the future, and contain contingencies, 
the tribunal is unanimously of opinion that 
there i3 no ground for award under this 
head.

Whereas, In order to arrive at an equit­
able compensation for damages sustained, 
it is necessary to set aside all doubtful 
claims for the same losses, and all claims 
for gross freight so far as it exceeds net 
freight; and

Whereas, It is just and reasonable to 
aliaw interest at a reasonable rate.

1 VLereas. In accordance, with the spirit 
and letter of the treaty of Washington it in 
preferable to adopt the form of adjudica­
tion of a sum in gross, rather than refer the 
subject ot compensation for further discus­
sion and deliberation to the board of as­
sessors provided in article ten of the treaty 
of \\ ashington, the tribunal of arbitration 
using the authority conferred on its mem­
bers by article seven of the treaty, by a 
majority of four voices, awards to the 
k'r'rAA States of America the sum of 
^ 1.1.00(1,000 m gold as the indemnity to be 
Raid by Great Britain to the use of the 
American government for satisfaction of 
all claims referred to the consideration of 
tho arbitrating tribunal Conformably to 
provisions contained iu article seven of the 
treaty, and in accordance with the terms, 
ol article eleven of the treaty, the tribunal 
declares that all claims which have been 
referred to it tor adjudication are hereby 
perfectly and finally settled.

I he court furthermore declares that eacli 
and every one of the said claims, whether 
the same may or may not have been pre­
sented to notice or laid before tribunal, 
shall hereafter be considered and treated 
as settled and barred.

In testimony whereof, the present deci­
sion and award has been made in duplicate 
and signed by the arbitrators who have 
given assent thereto; the whole being in 
exact conformity with the provisions of tho 
treaty of Washington. Made and concluded 
at the Hotel de Ville, Geneva, Switzerland, 
September 14, in the year of our Lord 1872.

L’o c k b u r n ’M O p in io n —D e c is io n  o f  th e  
A la b a m a  C la im s .

G eneva , September 16.—The opinion of 
Sir Alexander Coekburn, the British arbi­
trator, dissenting from the opinion of the 
other members of the Alabama claims arbi­
tration tribunal, has not yet been published.

Count Selopis, Jacob Staempf -and 
Charles Francis Adams, were the three 
arbitrators who voted to allow damages.in 
the case of the. Shanandoah.

Sir Alexander Cockburn and Mr. Evarts 
left Geneva on Saturday.

G e n e v a , September 14.—The decision of 
the Alabama claims arbitration tribunal, in 
award of the settlement of the cases be­
tween Great Britain and the United States, 
delivered to-day in the council room in this 
city, begins with a recital of the informal 
technical language of the terms of the 
treaty of Washington, and recites the 
names and titles of the arbitrators and 
agents appointed;, sets forth the facts of tlie 
assemblage of the court in Geneva, the ex­
change and verification of the powers of its 
members, and the presention of the national 
English and American cases by the agents 
and counsel. Having concluded this legal 
and judicial preface, tile court's decision 
continues to declare verbatim as follows: 

TENT OF THE DECISION.

The tribunal having fully taken into con 
sideration the treaty, the eases, the counter’ 
cases, documents, evidence, arguments and 
all communications which have been made, 
and having impartially and carefully exam­
ined the same, has arrived at a decision, and 
presents as follows its award and the basis 
of the award;

W’hereas, Having regard to the sixth 
and seventh articles of the treaty of Wash­
ington, the arbitrators are bound by the

notwithstanding the representations of the 
agents of the United ■ States to tho effect 
that her majesty’s government failed to use 
due diligence to fulfill it duties of neutral­
ity. It likewise results from tho facts 
which have been presented relai. vo to the 
stay t f the Oreto at Nassau, New Provi­
dence. to her issue thence, her en­
listment of men, her supplies and her 
armament with the co-operation of 
the British vessel Prince Alfred, 
Green Bay, that there was negligence ou 
the part of the British colonial authorities.

Whereas, Notwithstanding the violation 
of neutrality which Great Britain commit­
ted in the case of the Oreto, the same vessel, 
at a later (late called the Florida, was on 
several occasions freely admitted to British 
ports; and,

Whereas, The judicial acquittal of the 
Oreto at Nassau, New Providence, can 
not relieve Great Britain from the re­
sponsibility incurred under the prin 
tuples pf international law, nor can the 
fact of the entry of the Florida into the 
Confederate port of Mobile and her stay 
there during a period of four months, ex- 
tingu'sh the responsibility incurred by 
Great Britain.

For these reasons the tribunal of arbi­
tration by a majority of four voices to 
one, is of the opinion that Great Britain 
has iu this case failed J by her omis- 
siou to fulfill the duties prescribed in the 
first, second and third rules established in 
article six of the treaty of Washington.

CASE OF THE SHENANDOAH. 

Whereas, With respect to the case of the 
Shenandoah, it results from the facts 
placed before the court that in the depart­
ure from the port of London of the Sea 
King and her subsequent transformation 
into a cruiser, near Madeira, the English 
government is not chargeable with any 
failure down to that date in duo diligence 
to fulfill the duties of neutrality; but where­
as, it results from the facts connected with 
tho stay of the Shenandoah at Melbourne, 
and especially by the augmentation which 
England admits has been clandestinely ef­
fected in her force of men by enlistments in 
that port, that there was negligence on the 
part of tho British authorities at that place.

For these reasous the tribunal of arbitra­
tion is unanimously of opinion that England 
has not failed by the act of omission to 
fulfill the duties prescribed by the rules of 
the treaty ot Washington, or in the observ­
ance of the principles of international law 
with respect to the Shenandoah during a 
period of t me anterior to her entry into 
the port of Melbourne, and by a majority 
oi three to two votes the tribunal decides 
that Great Britain has failed in her duties 
as prescribed in the second and third rules 
of the treaty in the case of tlie same vessel, 
the Shennandoah, from and after her entry 
into Hobson’s bay, and therefore respon­
sible for the acts of that vessel after her 
departure from Melbourne, ou the eight­
eenth day of February, 1865. The ten3ers 
to the Alabama and Florida, and other ves­
sels, as relates to the eases of the Tusca­
loosa, the Clarence and Taeony, the aiders 
or tenders to the Alabama and Florida, the 
court is unanimously ot the opinion that 
these accessories must follow the lot of 
their principles, and sumit to the same 
decisions.

So far as relates to the ease of the pri­
vateer Retribution, the tribunal, by a ma­
jority of three to two voices, is of the opin­
ion that England has not failed to fulfill her 
duties under the three rules.

So far as relates to the Georgia, Sumter, 
Nashville, Tallahassee and Chickamauga, 
the court is unanimously of the opinio'n that 
Great Britain has not failed to fulfill the du­
ties prescribed under the three rales of the 
treaty, or by international law.

The court" is of opinion that the Sallie 
Jeff Davis, Music, Boston and Joy arc ex­

Senator Sumner arrived here to-day. He 
declares positively that he declines the gu­
bernatorial nomination, of the Liberals and 
Democrats of Massachusetts.

’lhe King, in his speech on the opening of 
the Cortes, declared that the government 
was determined to subdue the rebellion in 
Cuba, and would send to that island all the 
additional troops required.

Senators and deputies of ministerial ma- 
jority in the national Cortes, iff joint caucus 
yesterday, resolved to support Rivero for 
president of tlie Cortes, and Figuerola ior 
president, of the Senate. Senor Zorrilla, 
Prime Minister, was present, and fliade a 
loyal and patriotic speech.

He assured his friends that tho govern­
ment would be administered not for a party, 
but for the whole country. As for tho King, 
he would stand by him to the last, and die 
on the steps of the palace if necessary in 
defence of his dynasty.
