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Governor Warmoth has found it neces- 
sarv to withdraw from the board of di­
rectors of the IS’ew Orleans Republican 
Printing Company, and leave the manage 
ment of the paper entirely to those who 
have controlled it heretofore. He finds it 
impossible to reconcile hi3 position as the 
leader of the fusion party with his con­
nection with a newspaper a majority of 
whose directors difl'er with him. upon im­
portant questions of policy. Captious 
and suspicious persons were continually 
raising doubts of his sincerity in his ef­
forts to achieve success for the fusion 
ticket so long as he was even nominally 
associated with the management of 
a paper which can not abandon its 
Republicanism, nor repose full trust 
and confidence in politicians with whom 
the Governor, from motives of the best 
good to the public interest, has allied 
iiimself. He still holds a one-fourth in­
terest in the capital stock of the company, 
Jrhieh fact alone entitles him to a voice in 
fthe board; biff he is so sincere in his de­
termination to render the beet assistance 
In his power to his new allies that he 
chooses to abandon his rights here that 
|ie may afford no reason for anyone to 
to suspect his motives in his political af­
filiations.

We can not but deeply regret this deci­
sion of the Governor, in thus terminating 
$  business connection which has been of 
the most friendly character frewr first to 
Hast. We have ever found him an able 
&nd intelligent adviser in the management 
(Df the R epublican, ready at all times to 
estate his'opinions, but to yield when he 
$vas unable to convince his colleagues that 
bis way was the best. The points of dif­
ference have, however, been few and un­
important, and even now, the cause of his 
isrithdrewal consists simply in the fact that 
Itie is willing to trust in the professions of 
fhe Democracy, and we are not.

He has used his best endeavors to im- 
K>ue the other directors with his own con­
fidence, but failing in that, and being un- 
Stble to recede from his other determina­
tion to support the McEnery ticket, he 
lias tendered his resignation to the board 
(pf directors, which has been accepted.

FUSION FOE THE GOOD OF THE CITY. 
Suppose we adroit that the Republican 

party, as such, is in the minority in the 
city'of New Orleans, does that fact neces­
sarily preclude it from winning a victory 
in the ensuing municipal election ?• Not 
by any means. The -minority always has 
the advantage, because it is freer from in­
trigue, more united, and possessed of a 
wider field of argument and activity. Its 
weakness relieves it in a great measure 
from the machinations of place-hunters, 
because the latter class generally dispose 
of their labors and contentions in the 
camp of fhe majority, where there is a 
prospect of success. The winning side 
catches all the demagogues, and this 
is a great advantage to the mi­
nority with the honest and thinking 
mass of the people. Then the weaker 
party is less distracted, because the pros­
pect of defeat reconciles defeated candi­
dates to abide by their overthrow with be­
coming grace. Then the minority is free 
to catch any and all classes of floating 
voters by offering them terms which the 
majority has no object in proposing. 
Then it can present all manner of argu­
ments as to what it will do that the major­
ity Las failed to do. The strong always 
labor under the charge that they have 
abused their strength, while the weak 
have the advantage of agreeing to do bet­
ter if they are only invested with the pow­
er. And as there is a large class that is 
willing to trade and another large class 
that is willing to trust, the majority is al­
ways in danger of losing its capital by 
defections that may be obtained from its 
ranks by cajolery or better wages. By 
better wages we mean better service in 
the public employment.

To begin again. Suppose the Repub­
lican party, being in the minority in the 
city, resorts to these remedies in order to 
overcome the majority, will the attempt 
be ^hopeless one? Suppose it rallies its 
own partisans by impressing upon them 
the necessity of voting in order to save the 
State, and at the same time reinforces 
itself with the disaffected fractions of all 
parties by offering them better terms than 
they can obtain in any other organization. 
That is, seeing that it can not carry the 
city by virtue of its own force, suppose it 
secures sympathy for its State ticket, uliich 
is the most important to succeed with, 
by offering to help others to wiu in the city, 
provided they help it to win in the gen­
eral elections? Is this plain? Suppose that 
the Republicans say to the Germans 
that if they will vote for Kellogg, or if they 
will refuse to vote for McEnery, they shall 
have a strong representation in the city 
government? Suppose it says to itself, 
since the city can not be carried for the 
Republicans, it shall be carried for the 
best men that can be nominated by the re­
spectable people outside of the Democratic 
party, would not such a saying go a great 
way to reconcile men to vote for Kellogg? 
Would it not help the Republican party 
without injuring a single Republican? If 
the city is to go for the Democracy, indi­
vidual Republicans can have no hope 
in that direction, unless they can secure 
an advantage -by helping to defeat 
their enemies in favor of parties who 
will at least sympathize with them. It 
would be better to have an independent 
government than a partisan, and if the 
Republicans can assist in giving the city 
a better set of officers tjiau the Democrats 
can, they can at least gain some credit and 
make some friends if they do not secure 
any positions for themselves. It would 
be a feather in the cap of the Grant party 
if it could'so control its forces as to win 
half a battle in this regard, by assisting 
the dissatisfied people in keeping the 
municipal government out of the hands of 
the hungry and selfish Democracy. They 
might even set up a claim to such a result 
as a Grant victory, for the men they helped 
would not make haste to deny it.

This result is within the range of pos­
sible consummation. The Democrats seem 
to be bent on controlling political matters, 
and this determination is provoking an in­
tense hostility on the part of the genuine 
reformers, honest Germans and conserva­
tive citizens generally. As good govern' 
ment is what we. all aim at, and as the 
Presidency has but little to do with the 
local administration of New Orleans, sup­
pose the Grantites enter the field, since 
they have no show of success, as the aiders 
and abetters of the men who profess greater 
opposition to Bourbonism than to any 
other evil. It will make them friends and

always some great work with historic 
parallels to be achieved. Either the chains 
which some tyrant has forged upon th.e 
people are to be loosed, the South is to be 
rescued ftom some fancied invader, or the 
redemption of a ruined people is to be 
achieved by knightly deeds on. the part of 
the leaders and immense sacrifices on the 
part of all others. A thin gauze of hero­
ism is thrown over the contests between 
ambitious and impecunious men for the 
public offices. Possibly Such gammon 
may have more or less effect upon unthink 
jng people who are too deeply absorbed in 
private affairs to look deeply into the 
strategy of politicians, and herein these 
false headlights find their profit. But 
when men who have been engaged in this 
sort of business ail their lives, and who 
have assisted each other from time to time 
in the invention of creeds and battle cries, 
clothed in sentimentalily, to gull and 
catch the public ear, meet together and 
begin to play the hackneyed phrases off 
upon each other, trouble arises. Every 
member of the conference committee 
knew the value of the current professions 
of devotion to the interests of the public. 
Each knows what all the others mean 
when they mouth “reform,” “retrench­
ment,” “economy,” and just how far these 
modern “redeemers” can be depended 
upon for any good whatever, once they 
get into power. And as the public inter­
ests had nothing to do with bringing them 
together, so patriotic invocations to har­
mony for the public good failed to have 
the &ast effect.

The result of all this is that the Ger­
mans, finding nothing assuring for them 
in the fusion movement on account of the 
selfishness of the Democrats, now openly 
talk of joining with'the Republicans in 
the city and parish elections, for the pur­
pose of defeating their late allies.

The German Gazette takes a calm survey 
of the situation, and comes to the conclu­
sion that the Liberals have no interests in 
common with the Democrats in the selec­
tion of city candidates. The Gazette de­
mands, in the name of the people, that 
there shall be a good ticket presented, and 
is convinced that more in that way can be 
expected from the Republicans than from 
the Democrats.

We are unable to see in this resolution 
of the Gazette any want of consistency or 
breach of good faith. So far as the State 
ticket is concerned, all those who have 
agreed to support it will probably stand 
by it; yet the Liberals may well, aud prob­
ably will decline to agree to the one-sided 
proposition of the Democracy about the 
city tickets, or carry the fusion any further 
than where it has been left by the State 
committees. That may be all well enough 
and very satisfactory, but it does not follow 
that the Liberal Democrats and Repub. 
lieans and the German element will let 
this one-sided business go on further. 
Having been ignored, or nearly so, on the 
State ticket, they are quite- right in their 
demands for -compensation in municipal 
offices, and if the Democrats refuse to give 
it to them they should look elsewhere for 
it. If the latter are strong enough to 
“ save the city” in their own way, unaided 
by the Liberals, there can be no objection 
in the world to their doing so; but if they 
look elsewhere for assistance they must 
make corresponding concessions.

NEW COMBINATIONS FOR CITY OFFICE3.

The refusal of the Democrats in the late 
conference committee to agree to any 
terms for the municipal and parochial 
tickets which did not exclude the Liberals 
and Republicans from all substantial bene­
fits of the coalition, has evidently aroused 
the suspicions of the Germans. They can 
not, apparently, see the Democratic lead­
ers parcel out ameug themselves the de­
sirable offices without a feeling of deep 
concern and dissatisfaction.

WAYS THAT ARE DARE.

The complaint recently made 
the conference committees for 
away to the professional reporter the right 
to publish the proceedings of the confer­
ence in any paper he saw fit, is of some 
little interest to the public. There is 
something more in this case than llie or­
dinary and highly praiseworthy ambition 
on the part of publishers to serve their read­
ers with early news. In this instance, as in 
too many others of the kind of late, commit- 

-tees who have been intrusted with impor­
tant matters, involving the interests of the 
public, sat in secret conclave with closed 
doors, and all newspaper reporters were 
carefully excluded from the room. While 
the conference committee of the late Lib­
eral convention were negotiating with the 
Democratic-Reform and Republican State 
Committees, .our reporters were refused 
admission to the meetings, and could learu 
nothing of what had been done or pro­
posed to be done except from such mem­
bers of the committee as were their per­
sonal friends and under the seal of secrecy.

The R epublican, the Times aud the 
Picayune waula have-gladly sent their re­
porters to the meetings of these commit­
tees and spread the whole proceedings be­
fore the public the next morning, but they 
could not do this on account of the unnec_ 
essary socrecy imposed upon everybody. 
Aud so of the last conference, reporters 
were not permitted to enter the room 
while the committees were in session—■ 
were not permitted to have copies of the 
correspondence, nor to give their readers 
any insight into the dark doings which re­
sulted, as might have been expected, in 
failure and disappointment. After the 
deliberations were over, and their purport 
had leaked out pretty well, so that the tale 
become stale, the Times was graciously 
permitted to purchase from one of the un­
attached reporters an account of the 
whole transaction.

It is no stretch of the imagination to say 
that there are. in New Orleans alone exam­
ples of wretchedness, misery and want 
that would appal the sensibilities of
