Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

uepyesentatives of the United ' States of 
tin- V1 . Congress assembled, That 
States in courta of the United.,
o r ' t  w , fhlch ,clI;cuits there is a seaport* 
custom" f  wbl]c'k there is a collector of customs, or in which there is a

so appointed shall enter into bonds to the 
United States, conditioned for the faithful 
performance of the duties required in his 
office, for a sum, in the discretion of the 
circuit judge, ot not less than five thousand 
dollars, with two good and sufficient sec-uri 
ties therefor, to be approved by said judge; 
and shall take and subscribe the following 
oath before entering upon the duties of his 
office: “ I do solemnly swear (or affirm, as 
the case may be) that I will support the 
constitution of the United States; and tha t 
I will truly and faithfully discharge the 
duties of a shipping commissioner to the 
best of my ability, anil according to law. 
Said oath shall be indorsed on the commis­
sion or certificate of apnointment, and 
signed by him and certified by the officer 
before whom such oath or affirmation shall 
have been taken.

Sec. 3. That any shipping commissioner 
may engage a clerk or clerks to assist him 
m the transaction of the business of the 
shipping office, a t his own proper cost, and 
may. in,case of necessity, depute such clerk 
or clerks to -act for him in his official 
capacity; but the shipping commissioner 
shall be held responsible for the acts of 
every such eleik or deputy, and will he 
personally liable for any penalties such 
clerk or deputy may incur by tbe violation 
of any of the provisions of* this act; and 
all acts done by a clerk, as such deputy, 
shall be as valid and binding as if done by 
tbe shipping commissioner. Each shipping 
commissioner shall provide a seal with 
which he shall authenticate all his official 
acts, on which seal shall be engraved the 
arms of the United States and the name of 
the seaport, or district for which he is com­
missioned. Any instrument, either printed 
or written, purporting to be the official act 
of a shipping commissioner, and purport­
ing to be under the seal and signature of 
such shipping commissioner, shall he re­
ceived as prirna facie evidence of the offi­
cial character of such instrument, and of 
the tru th  of the facts therein set forth.

Sec. -1. That every shipping com­
missioner shall lease,, rent, or pro­
cure a t his own cost. suitable 
premises for the  transaction of business, 
and for the preservation of the books anil 
other documents connected therewith, and 
which premises shall be styled “ the skip­
ping-commissioner's office.” And the gen- | 
cral business of a shipping-commissioner 
shall be, first, to afford facilities ior en­
gaging seamen by keeping a register of 
their names and characters; secondly, fo 
superintend their engagement and dis­
charge, in manner hereinafter mentioned; 
thirdly, to provide means.for securing the 
presence on board a t the proper jimes ot 
men who pre so engaged; fourthly, to facili­
tate the making of apprenticeships to the 
sea service, and to perform such, other du­
ties relating co merchant seamen and mer* 
chant ships as are hereby or may hereafter, 
under the powers herein contained, be com­
mitted. to him.

Sec. 5. That such fees, not exceeding the 
sums specified in the table marked “ A” in 
the schedule hereto annexed, shall be pay­
able upon all engagements and discharges 
effected before shipping-commissioners as 
hereinafter mentioned, and such skipping- 
commissioners shall cause a scale of the 
fees payable to he prepared, and to be con­
spicuously placed in the shipping office; and 
the shipping commissioner may refuse to 
proceed with any engagement or discharge 
unless the fees payable thereon are first 
paid.

Sec. »X That every owner, consignee, 
gent, o r master of a  ship engaging or dis. 
barging any seamen or seaman in a  ship­

ping office, or before a shipping cominis, 
sioner, shall pay to the shipping commis­
sioner the whole of tbe fees -hereby made 
payable in respect of sueli engagement or 
discharge, and m ay. for the purpose o f in 

a rt reimbursing himself, deduct in respect 
of each such engagement o r discharge, from 
the wages of all persons (except appren­
tices) so engaged or discharged, and retain 
any sums not exceeding the sums specified 
in th a t behalf in the table marked “ B" in 
the schedule hereto annexed.
