of the Caloosahatchie river, the station at
Fort Myers, the points whega the lines of
telegraph crosses the Caloosuhatelis river,
the station at Pine island, and the stations,
ut Branoh river, Bartow, and Taskertown,
each forty ucres; such lands being public
tunds, and now actually uszed by the Iuter
uational Ocean Telegraph Company of thy
State of New York; provided, that whonever
any one of the smallest legal subdivisions
at any one of the stations desiznatad ix losy
than fortggaores, by reason of the land iying
adjacent to the Gulf of Mexico, or any bay
or river, the aaid company shall pre-empt
only such smallest practical subdivision
upon which the buildings and offices of tha
company ure locatad. >
