which may ¢ome into his or thisir hands,
or be placed in his or their custody
by reason of tho transaction by them of
money-order business, And ull the provi-
sions of law now in force respecting tho is.
sue and payment of money-orders, and the
disposal of money-order funds in the cus-
tody of postmusters, shall apply to all
monsy-orders issued under the authority
given by thia act, and to' all monoys re-
celved from the issue thereof.
