The P e o p le 's  P a r is h  C onvention.

This political body of ward delegates 
assembled in convention in Lyceum Hall, 
yesterday morning, second day. Although 
there was no particular amount of confu­
sion there was apparent a slight feeling of 
dissatisfaction or disagreement. Quite a 
number of lobby members attended, but a 
casual observer could not notice that they 
felt greatly interested as to who should, 
could or would be nominated.

Mr. W. C. Raymond presided and seemed 
familiar with his duties.

Nearly all the members were in their 
scats.
% Considerable time was wasted in correct­
ing the list of candidates, adding new 
names and erasing some.

The committee on platform lead a where­
as and appended resolutions, containing an 
assertion that most other political bodies 
nominated men who did cot really repre­
sent the people. They held that this con­
vention must select candidates solely with 
respect to capacity and integrity. The 
platform was adopted.

A committee of fifteen is invested with 
power to change the names, after the nomi­
nations are made, if it is necessary for fu­
sion or other purposes.

The grand business of the convention was 
then called—naming men for the several 
parochial offices.

Several names on the printed list for 
Mayor were dropped, leaving the real con­
test between Messrs. C. J.'Leeds, L. A. 
Wiltz and J. C. Denis.

After the election for Mayor had been an­
nounced, and the president stated that 
nominations for Administrator of Public 
Accounts was in order, Mr. Hill arose and 
made a short, pointed speech in favor of 
Mr. Garifer for that position. When he 
finished, the president called his attention 
to the fact that there was no question be­
fore the convention, at the same time advis­
ing members not to be influenced by Mr. 
Hill’s remarks.,

The first vote on the mayoralty resulted 
as follows: C. J. Leeds 43, L. A. Wiltz 24, 
J. C. Denis 10, T. R. Brady 6, J. C. Van 
.Winkle 4, aird T. S. Williams 1.

On the second vote Ml*. Leeds received 
b'2, and was proclaimed the nominee. Mr.

Captain W. C, Harrison 6, and F. E. Mey­
ers 2.

For Administrator of Assessments, on the 
first ballot Mr. P. Coyle got 37 votes,' If. F. 
Sturcken 26, John B. Leefe 8, John Fred­
rick 5, John A. Watkins 3, 1̂, B. Brady 3, 
and Charles Lauer 1.

On the second ballot Mr. Coyle was nomi­
nated, receiving 56 votes, "against 33 tor 
Sturcken.

For Administrator of Commerce, on the 
first ballet George G. Garner received 18, 
Alf Moulton 17, II. F. Sturcken 16, B. M. 
Turnbull 15, Leon Queyrouse 12, Charles 
E. Alter 5, T. Lilenthal 3, George A. Fos- 
dick 2 and T. L. Wibray 2.

Second ballot—Garner 28, Queyrouse 18, 
Sturcken 18, Moulton 17, Turnbull 9.

The convention then adjourned until 
seven o’clock in the evening.

EVENING SESSION.

At seven o'clock the convention reas­
sembled, Mr. Raymond in the chair.

Previous to proceeding to the selection of 
a candidate for criminal sheritf, Mr. Fore­
man moved that five minutes be allowed to 
delegates who might desire to explain their 
reasons for supporting any candidate pre­
sented for nomination.

Mr. SiDgleton opposed this as simply a 
plan for electioneering, which delegates 
could do just as well in a private way if 
they saw fit, without absorbing the time of 
the convention.

The motion was laid on the table and the 
voting was proceeded rvith.

For civil sheriff, on the first ballot. J. F. 
Dick received 38 votes, H. D. Ogden 22, 
Robert Lynne 16, Harry T. Hays 10 aDd O.

Washington, October 4.—The conscience 
fund received to-day $9000 from a person in 
Hamburg.

It has been decided that the watchmen 
employed by the government do not come 
within the eight hour law.

Tlie State Department has no official ad­
vices about the San Juan boundary.

The Secretaries of State and War and the 
Postmaster General were the only Cabinet 
officers at tlie meeting to-day. Only routine 
business was transacted.

The Star says the total amount of legal 
tenders outstanding amounts to $350.0000,- 
000. The law authorizes the issue of $400,- 
000,000, thus leaving $41,000,000 of reserve 
in the treasury, which the Secretary may 
issue at hi* discretion. It will thus be seen 
that the S. cretary is not at the mercy of the 
New York stock gamblers, as might be sup­
posed from the small currency balance 
which appeared in the daily cash statement. 
The Secretary does not anticipate an emer­
gency which will render it necessary for 
him io draw on this reserve, but should one 
arise he will do so to the fullest extent 
necessary.

President Grant Iras addressed a letter to 
manufacturers of Philadelphia in reply to 
an invitation to visit their establishments, 
saying he can not at present, hut at a later 
day, when the excitement of the political 
campaign has passed, he will take great 
pleasure in making them a visit. He closed 
as follows:

“I feel very great interest in the success 
of the manufacturing interest of the coun­
try and their developments, looking upon 
their growth as necessary to the solvency of 
the nation hv keeping down tlie balance of 
trade against us, and iu dignifying labor. 
You have my best wishes for the success in 
your respective interests and the interests 
of all manufacturers and p'mincers the 
land over, until our productimis by home 
labor for export, exclusive of promises to 
pay, equal our importation or exceed them.”

The YVqr Department has received a im­
port from Colonel McKenzie, commanding
