A limes reporter called upon Mr. J. E. 
■Conant, of the lirin ot J . Edwin Conant & 
■Co., ol No. £19 Broadway, to obtain what­
ever information he could give in regard to 
the Brunswick and Albany railroad of 
•Georgia, his firm having constructed the 
larger por tion of the railroad. Mr. Conant 
affirmed in the most positive manner tha t 
the recent statements of the Tribune in re ­
gard to the connection oiLMr. Henry Ciews 
with transactions in issuing bonds, enter­
ing into contracts, etc., were base fabrica­
tions, and-said tha t Mr. Clews had no con­
nection with the road or issue of bonds by 
railroads in Georgia upon which he ad- 
wanced money to be used for the purposes 
of construction, except in the wav of legiti- 

‘̂ m a te  banking operations; neither had he 
^ a n y  interest or connection with contractors, 
c or any profits, nor benefits in any way 

whatever, except in -the usual ,-md legiti­
mate line of his hanking business; in fact, 
when offered'as an inducement to him to 
ad vance upon the securities, that he should 
•have an interest in this contract to build 
the Brunswick and Albany, and also Car- 
terville and Van Nort roads, in both of 
which Mr. Conant was contractor, he per­
emptorily declined, and the dealings with 
him was on a purely hanking basis.

Mr. Co A n t  gave the following history of 
°  the road and his own connection with it, 

which completely exonerates Mr. Henry 
Clews from the charges which have been 
brought against him lor political purposes: 

“1 am a railroad contractor, and in the 
summer of l t e  was given a contract to 
build the Brunswick and Albany railroad 
of Georgia. At the time I found the board 
of railroad directors to consist of a number 
of respectable New York gentlemen, among 
whom were Jam es B. Taylor. D. It. Martin, 
O. D. F. Grant, Charles L. Frost, Henry S. 
AVells, Chauncey Vibbard, Judge Avery 
and Ex-Governor Mattison. I found on 
examination th a t the railroad had been 
built prior to the rebellion a distance of 
sixty miles. During the war the rails had 
been taken up, and a portion taken by the 
State of Georgia to repair its own road, and 
the balance of the iron was distributed 
among the other roads of the State. Upon 
the collapse of the rebellion the bond­
holders foreclosed the mortgage which they 
held, and took possession of the road 
to satisfy their bunds. They then formed 
a new company, and issued stock to secure 
their interests in the road. They also pro­
cured a renewal of their chartered rights 
from the Legislature. They then demand­
ed of the State compensation for the iron 
which it took during the rebellion, and in 
consideration of this claim the State guar­
anteed the firBt mortgage bonds of the com­
pany to the extent ot $15,000 a mile. Fifty 
miles of the road had to be built in one vear 
trom the passage of this act, which “was 
dated March 17, 1869, otherwise the indorse­
ment would not be good. A t the time I 
took the contract I did not know H. I. Kim­
ball nor Governor Bullock. I stipulated 
with the directors tha t I should have the 
placing of four persons in the board and the 
selection of the officers of the company 
during the pendency of my contract.

> Charles L. Frost was selected as president, 
Henry Clews as treasurer and Henry C. 
Mattison as secretary. Mr. Clews' duties as 
treasurer were to be merely nominal, as is 
usual with roads during construction, the 
requirements of him as such officer being 
only to sign the bonds and turn them over 
to the president and trustees ap­
pointed by the board as custodians. These 
men were selected to give character and re­
spectability to the enterprise, as well as for 
my own protection. The bonds and stock 
which I was to receive for building the 
road were put into the hands of the trus­
tees, and were to l*  handed over as fast as 
the road was completed in sections of ten 
miles. This was done in accordance with 
the act of the Legislature, which required 
the road to he completed in sections of ten 
miles before the bonds were indorsed. The 
officers of the company were required to 
execute those bonds and place them in the 
hands of the committee, to be ready for de­
livery as ther road was completed. Neither 
Mr. Frost, Mr. Clews, nor Mr. Mattison 
were ever interested with me in the con­
trac t to build this road. When Mr Clews 
commenced making advance* to me to car­
ry  on my work I ottered him a quarter in­
terest in the contract, which he declined,

0 giving as his reason th a t it would make 
him liable for tlfe debts of the contractors, 
and consequently did not wish to be 
interested in such contracts. Although 
I commenced the work in August, when 
everything had to be sent trom 
New York to Georgia, and labor was scarce 
and difficult to get, I prosecuted the work 
with such vigor that a t the middle of March 
I had sixty miles of the road fiuished. 
During this time I was continually har- 
rassed by the Georgia Central railroad in­
terest, which was and is antagonistic to 
th a t of the Brunswick and Albany railroad. 
About, this time I made the acquaintance of 
Mr. II. 1. Kimball, brother of the Demo- 

®* cratic candidate for Governor of Maine who 
was recently defeated, and as he had a 
great deal of influence in Georgia, I ar­
ranged for him to take an interest in the 
contract which I held; he was to furnish 
$1 (JO,000. which he failed to do, and on the 
seventeenth day of November following, 
when wo had 100 miles of the road com­
pleted, 1 and my partner {Mr. William L. 
Avery) sold out our interest to this Mr. H.
I. Kimball, he agreeing to pay the debts of 
the concern up to that time, which he did; 
after I withdrew Mr. Clews declined ad­
vancing any more money, and Mr. Kimball 
employed as the financial agent of the com­
pany Mr. S. H. Kneeland, who negotiated 
all the loans and transacted all the business 
a t this end for the company and himself as 
contractor.

Up to this date no bonds were indorsed 
by the State onlv as the road was built, in 
accordance with the law. Every bond 
which I received had the indorsement of 
N. L. Angier, Treasurer of the State, who 
satisfied himself tha t the work was fully 
and properly completed before he gave the 
indorsement. These bonds were negotiated 
by a New York. German banking house, 
through their connections in Frankfort and 
Berlin, and there is not the slightest doubt 
that the the State is in duty and honor 
bound to pay these honest obligations.

Some misunderstanding has arisen be­
tween Mr. Kimball, Governor Bullock and 
N. L. Angier, and after I left the indorse­
ments were, by act of Legislature, vested 
in the Governor instead of the State Treas-

An act was also passed a t th a t time to ex- 
change the second mortgage bonds, which I 
received as part payment onjiiy  contract, 
.or State bonds. In other words, the State 
purchased the^ second mortgage bonds of 
the road a t eighty cents, giving its own 
bond* in exchange a t par. This act of the 
Legislature was between the State and the 
contractors, and not the company. The 
State now holds these second mortgage 
bonds for the distance of complete roael. 
Mr. Kimball got the benefit of this act after 
I left the road as the contractor.

I wish this to be distinctly understood: 
That Mr. Clews bad no interest in my con­
tract, nor in the obtaining of it; and I know 
that he had none with the parties who suc­
ceeded me, as Mr. Kimball complained to 
me tha t Mr. Clews would not make the ad­
vances ■which ho had asked, wished and 
needed. I am a Democrat and a strong 
one, but I can not bear to see a man whom 
} kuow as thoroughly as Mr. Clews to be an 
nonest man assailed through partisan mal­
ice. I feel it  ju s t to Mr. Clews to add from 
my personal experience of the cautious 
manner in which he conducts his business 
and from my knowledge of all these Georgia 
aflairs about bonds, that 1 know the charges 
in the Tribune, and those made bv Georgia 
politicians and papers about his connection 
•with such irregularities, are utterly untrue 
and without foundation, and regret to see 
political use made of such groundless cal­
umnies.

The .substance* of this statem ent was in 
my affidavit to  tho Georgia bond commit­
tee, which affidavit the said committee 
omitted in their report to the Georgia Legis­
lature, I suppose, because i t  was favorable 
to Mr. Clews.
