I we
Lnve not got men of the purest integrity in
our ranks, he said, then let us go into other
ranks to find them; bat let them be selected
rurtly on their merits, whether they be
slack or white, The wen we select must
stand on their own merits. There are
two or three thomsand colored men
and the samo number of white wen, who
were making this bitter fight tor integrity
and ngainst prejudice,  They all know
Greoley is a better Republican than Grant,
but there was something wore to be consid-
crod than that, They every day ran aeross
this sentiment: “We have bonght your
waster, and we don't care for you fellows.”
Now, we all know Warmoth started in good
faith in this good canse, and that he was
most grievously wropged. Had-he been
nominated on the ticket, victory woula
have been surely ours. As it is, victory ia
not so sure. In all the North the plan of
eompromise has been purely and sincerely
libernl.  With us it _has not heen so. Thus
Louisiana is in a worse condition than any
people in the whole pation. The speaker
vonchuded by demanding a fair, square and
honest show, ana, be ezid, if the other par-
ties, working for the same purpose with
us, do not aceept our terws, let the biawe
aud the resulis rest ufion themselves, .
No other buzinesg being before the conven-
tion, Judge A. B. Sloanaker was called upon
to address the body, He had vever been a
Demaerat and knew no white man’s party.

It is so ar-
raged that no party can swindle anothor—
that no man shall be connted out by any-
body.

4 portion of the library of
this paluce was destroyed in 1671, 200
year» ago, and again in 1761,  Those
who hsve scen this immense granitie-
looking pile conld with diffienlty believe
it possible to born, particularly the marble
mnusoleum beneath if, in which are stored
the porphyric coifing containing the re-
maing of all the sovereigns of Spain einee
Charles V., which the tirst dispatch, men-
tioning the lightning stroke, said there was
little prospect of saving. Yesterdny morn-
ing's dispateh reduces the estimute of duto-
uge to $125,000,

This palace and mauvsolenm of ¢he kings
of Spain is & very curions one, and since
the destruction of the great bavqueting
Lall of Tuwar or Tara (celebrated in poetry
by Moore), which was 900 feet square, and
which feasted 1000 gues:s daily und was
the great seat of the Irish kings to the time
of Niall, it s probably the largest intle
world, It is situated in a barren region in
the Goadaramn mountains of New Castile,
twenty-four wiles northwest from Madrid,
built in fulfillwent of a vow made by
Philip II, that he would build the most
mugnificent monastery in the world if St
Lawrence woulll give him victory over the
French in the battle of St. Quentin, 1557,
St. Lawrence saffered martyrdom by Leing
broiled on a_gridioron, and the King or-
dered his architects to build the gronnd
plan in the form of a gridiron.

On dimarrer to the memo-
rial the cqomission devided against the
cluims, holding, in leot, that the procla-
mation of blockade, the non-intercourse act
and the practice of the United States under
them were lawfol acts of war within the
law of nations, If this clnim econld bLave
been sustained the United States wounld be
made lable for an immense amount “of
property in the South, owned by aliens
at the outbreak of the war. .

Registrntion of Bradiaugh’s Journnl For-
bidden—Palnce of Escnriat—News from
South Americn

Loxnoy, October 7.—Ths Postmaster
General has izsued orders forbidding the
