was effected and the battle saved. By this1 
service he won the thanks of the W ar De 
partm ent and a captain's commis,-ion

Every ‘ person in the Trans-Mississippi 
Department is familiar with the remarkable 
organization of the field transportation 
departm ent, but it may not be generally 
kuown tiia t this organization was the ere­
ction of Captain Burke, sustained by Gen­
eral Kirby Smith; th a t General Smith 
eagerly embraced the plans subm itted by 
Captain Burke, and anticipated the depart­
ment a t Richmond in the formation of an 
organization fully competent to furnish an 
ample supply of field transportation.

I’olite, genial, and 
possessing good judgm ent and rare admin 
istrative ability, we have no doubt tha t the 
corporation now commanding his services 
has long sinco realized his value.

New Orleans and H e r R ailroads—New 
Orleans a  Coal and Iro n  Depot—The 
Cotton Trade o f Alabama—New Or- 
leans tbe Hub o f tbe Universe.

We reproduce from the Aberdeen, Missis­
sippi, Examiner an interesting article on 
New Orleans and her railroads. A glowing 
picture is presented of what New Orleans 
would he with a railroad through Aber­
deen, penetrating into Alabama, The Ex­
aminer says:

New Orleans is subscribing aid to another 
Texas railroad. We find the following in 
the  last issue of the Picayune: “The rail­
road committee appointed to canvass the 
c ity  for subscriptions have obtained $585,- 
000. This is enough to w arrant us saying 
tha t the railroad will be built.”

If New Orleans would employ this $585,- 
000 in the completion of the New Orleans 
aud Jackson railroad to this "point it would 
amount to $7500 a mile on seventy-eight 
lfliles of the road north of Kosciusko, and 
would compel McComb to complete tbe 
road, in accordance with his contract, and 
this city and county would conjointly cheer­
fully issue their bonds to the subscribers for 
$200,000 ot tha t amount, or pledge them­
selves to invest that sum in a narrow gauge 
road from here to the coal and iron regions 
of Alabama, thus providing tli'e main line 
with an enormous feeder, and making New 
Orleans a great coal and iron depot.

If  this road was completed to Aberdeen, 
New Orleans would receive from this depot 
alone a t least two-thirds of the cotton crop 
of Marion, Fayette, W alker aud Pickens 
counties, Alabama, aud almost all of the 
orop of Monroe, Itawam ba and Tishomiugo 
counties, Mississippi, besides a large por­
tion of the crop of Lee, Lowndes, Chicka­
saw, Prentiss and Colfax counties, and 
largely divide th a t portion of the crop of 
other counties now tributary to Mohile.-

lu  addition to this, she would control the 
grocery trade of the Vast and populous re­
gion named, besides competing with E ast­
ern and W estern cities in all other lines. 
Her hotels would always be crowded with 
our people, as they were tw enty years ago 
when she courted our patronage and ab­
sorbed our capital in her road bed below 
Canton. Our ladies would help to enrich 
her jewelry and millinery dealers; our 
planters would use her iron ties and agri­
cultural machinery; our people would liber­
ally subscribe to her papers; her great 
wholesale drug houses would receive the 
patronage th a t goes far toward supporting 
that line in Louisville, and we would re ­
lapse into the old habit of considering New 
Orleans the “Hub ot the Universe,” to 
which all Southerners were naturally  a t­
tracted, instead of, as now, an almost in­
accessible nlecca to which a pilgrimage is 
due, but which it  will not pay us to ‘‘visit 
on business,” and to which we can hardly 
aff ord to go for pleasure.

The extension of this road to Aberdeen— 
which would be immediately followed by 
its being completed through Alabama to the 
Tennessee river a t D ecatur—can be accom­
plished within a year by the investment of 
the $585,000 referred to, and would be a 
paying enterprise from the first, as it would 
penetrate a populous, productive and 
wealthy country, th a t it would build up in 
the interest of Neiv Orleans more rapidly 
than anv road can build up Texas.

New Orleans is starving over her “ South 
s ea ” schemes, while Cincinnati, Memphis, 
St. Louis, New York, Chicago and Mobile 
are laying traps to rob her of all her Mis­
sissippi valley trade.

If the subscription mentioned by the 
Picayune is bona fide le t it by all means bo 
diverted into a channel where it will at 
once redound to her benefit. Let her re­
sume her ancient sway over the immense 
territory that has boon wrested from her 
by pigmies th a t are only powerful while 
giants sleep. Let her complete this great 
road—her own road and our pet enter­
prise—while she has the money in hand, 
and become what she once waB and always 
should be—the entrepot of an empire.

Remember that sooner or la ter Texas will 
empty her wealth into her own ports and 
those of the Pacific coast, but that the trade 
of this territory m ust reach the sea either 
a t New Orleans or Savannah—the former if 
we consult our hearts, the latter if- the 
former refuses us the aid that her own best 
interests should move her to extend.
