Laws of the Unlted States Passed at the
Second Hession of the Forty=First

Oongress.
[GExErAL NATURE—NO. 131,

Auact tosmond the fifth section of an act
entitled “'An not making nppnz-ri»t_m.nn
for the legislative, sxceutive and judicial
expensed of the government for the year
enggng June thirtieth, eighteen hundred
and soventy-three, and for other par-
poses."

Be it ensoied by the Senste and House
of Repressntatives of the United Statee
of Americs in Congress assembled. Thst
the fifth section of (he st aporoved Moy
eighth, exgiteen hundred und Geventy-1wo,
making appropristions for the legielntive,
executive and }udiuinl expenses of the goy-
ernment for the vear ending June thirtieth,
cighteen hundrod and seventy-three, shall
not be beld to apply to materials, stores or
supplies sold to officors and soldiers of the
ariny or o exploring or survoyin expedi
tions authorized by law, and that said
spction shall not be held to repenl such part
of paragraph 1032, Revised Army Regula:
tions of eighteen hundred and sixty-three,
as provides thut expenses of sales of mili-
tary stores orsupplies regularly condemned
will bo paid from their grouuo .

An act for the reliof of Sural 8. Trapp,
axecutrix of Willinm Trapp, decoased.
" Be it enacted by the Senate'and House of
Ropresentatives of the United ‘States of
Americn In Congress assembled, That the
letters patent granted to Willism Trapp, a
citizen of the United States, dated the first
duy of October, eighteon hundred aud forty-
five, surrendered and reissued ou the tenth
day of March, eighteen hundred end forty-
nine, and extended by the Comwmissioner of
Patents for soven years from the first day
of Ootober, sighteen hundred and fifty nine,
and agein surrendered and reissued in two
sovernl divisions or Knmnta numbered,
rospectively, ninoteen bundred and forty-
six und nineteen hundred und forty-seven,
for new and useful improvemonts in barrel
machinery, be and the suwe is and are
bereby renewed, revived and extended for
the torm of seven years from and after the
pusage of this act; and she Commissioner
of Putents is hereby divected, upon the pre-
sentation of said patents or reissucs, num-
bored, respeotively, nineteen hondred and
forty-six and nineteen hundred and forty-
soven, or certified copies thereof, by making
a certificate npon suock patent or re-issue or
cortified copy thereof, or such extension,
tho lawful foes being firat paid therefor), in
he name of Saral 8. Trapp, sxecutrix of
eaid Williain Trap?,; and the Commissioner
of Patants is hereby directed to cause the
snme to be entered of record in the Patent
Office; and the said patents so renewed, o
vived and extended shall have the same ef-
foot in law as if origiually granted for terms
oxtending to the ead of the term to which
they are extended by thia act; provided,
boweyer, that sach renewal or extended
atents, respoctively, shall be open to legal
snquiry and decision in the sume munner sy
H‘mel under the general Taw regulating
the granting of patents; and provided fur-
ther, that no person, firm or corporation
shall be Tiable for any damage or royalty
for hving made, vended or usod sald im-
provewents in said patents specified prior
to the passuge of this act; and any such
person, firm or corporation im\'ing wude or
urohased and vaed said improvement sinee
he expiration of the'said patents shall be
entitled 1o use the sume without liabilicy
during the term of sald extension.

HRSE: JUDICIARY.

For defraying the expenses of the courts
of the United States, including the District
of Columbin; for jurors and witnesses, and
expenses of auits in which the United States
are concerned, of prosacutions for offenzes
committad agaiost the United States; for
the safe-keeping of prisoncrs; and for the
axpenses which may be incurred in the
entorcement of the act, relative to the
right of citizens to vote, of February twen-
ty-vighth, eighteen hundred and soventy-
one, or any acts amendntory thereof or

hundred thousand dollars; of which sum
two hundred thonsand dollarashall be avail-
able for the expenses incurred during th
{;reaen!, tiscul year, the said act being here-
vy supplomentad and amended so as to fur-
ther provide as follows: “That whenever, in
any county or parish, in any congressional
district, there shall be ten citizens thersof
of good stauding who, prior to any registra-
tion of voters for an election for Represent-
ative in Congress, or prior to any election
at which a Representative in Congress is to
be vated for, shall make known, in writing,
to the judgs of the cirouit court of the
United States for the district wherein such
county or parish ia situate, their desire to
have suid registration or election both
gusrded and sorutinized, it shall be the
duty of the said judge of the cireunit conrt,
within not less thaa ten dags prior to said
registration or election, as the case may be,
to open the said court at the anost con-
venient point in said distriet; and the said
court, when so opened by eaid judge, shall
proceed to appoint and commission, from
day to day, and from time to time, and un-
der the hand of the said judge, and under
the seal of said court, for sueh elpetion dis-
trict or voting precinet in said congres-
sional distriot, as shallin the manner herein,
preseribed, have been appiied for, and to
revoke, change or renew said appoint-
ment from time to time, two citizens, resi-
dents of said election district or voting
recinet in said county or parish, who shall
of different political parties, and able to
read and write the English language, and
who shull be known and designated as su-
pervisors of election; and the said court,
when opened by the said judge as required
herein, shall, therefrom and thereaftar and
up to_ and ingludiog the day following the
day of the election, be always open for the
transaction of business under this act; and
the powers and jurisdiction hereby granted
und conferred shall be exercised, as well in
vacation s term time; and a judge, sitting
at chambers, shall hayve the sume powers
nnd jurisdiction, including the power of
keeping order and of punishing any con-
tempt of his authority, a8 when sitting in
the court; proyided, that no compensation
shull be allowed to the supervisors hersin
authorized to bo appointed, except those
appointed in citios or towns or twenty thou-
sand or more inhsbitanta. And no person
son shall be appointed under this act as
supervisor of eloction who i3 not at the
time of his appointment a qualified voter
of the county, parish, election district, or
voting precinet tor which e is appointed,
And uo person shall be sppoiited deputy
marshnl under the act of which this is
amondatory, who is not a (uaslified voter at
the time of Lis appaintment, in the county,
parish, district or precinot in which his du-
ties are to be performed. And section thir-
teen of the act of which this is an amwend-
ment shall be construed to aunthorize and
reguire the cireuit courts of the United
States in eaid section mentionsd to name
and appoint, a5 soon as may be after the
passago of this net, the commissioners pro-
vided for in said section, in all cases in
which such appointments huve not alveady
been made in oonformity therewith, And
the third section of the act to whioch this is
an smendment shall be taken and construed
to authorize each of the judges of the cir-
enit courts of the United States to desig-
nate one or moro of the judges of the dis-
trict courts within his circnit to discharge
tho daties arising vnder this act or tho act
10 which this is an ameéndment. And the
words “any person” in section four of the
aot of May thicty-first, eighteen bundred
and geventy, shall bo lheld to include any
offioer or other person baving powers or
duties of an official cbaracter under this
act or the act to which this is an amend-
ment; provided, that nothing in this sec-
tion shull be so construed as to authorize
the appointment of any warshals or dep.
uty marshals io addition to those hereto-
fore suthorized by law; and provided fur-
ther, that the supervisors herein provided
tor shull hove no power or authority to
mako arresta or to perform other duties
than to be in the immediate presence of the
officars holding the election, and to witness
all their procesdings, including the count-
ing of the votes and {he making of a return
thercof.
