Thinking that a letter from this portion 

of Texas would interest some of your read 
ers, I take pleasure in writing it. t  left 
Hearne, Texas, a few days ago to visit this 
portion of the State. Taking the Galveston 
Houston and San Antonio railroad at Har­
risburg, I traveled some eighty-three miles 
before reaching this place." This road is 

. very good one, and it passes through some 
of the finest country I have ever seen, 
is an old settled place of about 4000 inhabi­
tants, situated on the Colorado river, some 
100 miles from its mouth, which is a beauti 
ful, clear stream, and large enough lor 
steamboat navigation. The town is built on 
one of the most lovely sites ever seen, the 
place being shaded by hundreds of giant 
live oak trees, which forcibly brings to 
mind the beautiful Teche country of Louis 
iana. This place has a trade of 100 miles 
around.

After witnessing the dullness along the 
line of the Texas Central railroad, it glad 
(tens the heart to behold the bustle and 
amount of business done here. Nearly 
every bale of cotton brought here is paid 
for in gold, and the competition among 
buyers is very great. Some buyers are 
here from New Orleans and Galveston. The 
number of bales already shipped from here 
this season will reach very high figures, and 
the business has not fairly commenced. A 
large amount of goodsj of all kinds is eold 
here. In fact, it is the liveliest place we 
have struck in Texas. It has also the neces­
sary outfit of a well regulated town, such 
as churches, schools, Masonic and Odd Fel­
low 8' lodges, newspaper, courthouse, tele­
graph office, etc.

The Colorado river has on each side lands 
that will compare with any in the world for 
productiveness, and all susceptible of culti­
vation. The timber along its banks, and 
for several miles back, is composed of cot­
tonwood, pecan and live oak, the iatter 
throwing their nuts to the ground in great 
abundance, making a great feasting ground 
for hogs. All the Colorado river lands need 
is for them to be settled up by an enter­
prising class of people, which would soon 
j ustify a line of boats to ply in its waters, 
thus creating an important stream and a 
profitable trade with various places. Back 
from tho river commences the broad-, rich 
prairies, the great stock region of Texas. 
Any ose admiring prairie lands to cultivate 
c m be suited in this section, as there are no 
better up lands anywhere; a bale of cotton 
nr thirty-live bushels of corn to the acre is 
an ordinary yield for most of them. From 
$1 to $15 is the price of land in this county, 
according to location and improvements. 
We think this county can boast over most 
portions of the State, as there has not been 
a failure in the cropsjby drought or woi ms 
for the last fourteen years. Two overflows 
by freshets is the only damage experienced 
along the river bottoms, which threw the 
planters back a great deal. Even these 
f reshets could be avoided by a system of 
leveeiDg, which nojdouht will be adopted as 
soon as the bottoms become inoro settled.

The health of this section is very good, 
compared with other sections of the State. 
The physicians tell us that they do not get 
enough to do to give them good exercise.

Altogether, this part of Texas, like other 
portions of the State, is a great country; 
but it needs settlers—good, honest, indus­
trious settlers. There is a mighty room for 
improvement. There have been and still 
are in circulation printed circulars and 
pamphlets in regard to certain portions of 
tho State, describing the beauties, re­
sources, advantages, etc. Those intending 
to emigrate to this State should not te led 
by these exaggerated reports. They are 
prepate 1 and circulated by land 
speculators, who stylo themselves “emi­
grant societies.” So much untruthfulness 
and so many false statements have misled 
many people, causing a general hatred to 
the whole State, that every one should come 
and see lor himself beiore making a final 
move. The few words of praise that I have 
written of this county are simply correct, 
having no interest in giving a false account.

Tho politics of this section are easy. The 
better portion of tho whites and blacks 
seem to 1 ft* ft perfect harmony, a few office- 
seekers alone causing some differences.

There is some talk of extending the Gal 
veston, Houston and San Antonio railroad 
to tho latter place, some 125 miles from 
here. In such an event it will be one of the 
most important roads in the State, penetrat­
ing through a very rich country, and the 
nearest point to Mexico. • D.

PUBLISHED BY AUTHORITY.

N o. 07.
A N  A C T

To authorize the North Louisiana and 
Texas Railroad Company to substitute 
stock of said company instead of second 
mortgage, in favor of the State, and to 
release the said company from other lia­
bilities to the State.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General' Assembly con­
vened, That in lieu of the second mortgage 
required by the eleventh section of the 
charter of the North Louisiana and Texas 
Railroad.Company, to be given to secure 
the State for the ultimate payment of the 
bonds of the State, issued in conformity to 
said charter, or act No. 108 of the session 
acts of the General Assembly of 1868, the 
said North Louisiana and Texas Railroad 
Company may give stock of said company 
to the State" to an amount equal to the 
aggregate sum of the State bonds 
issued or to be issued under said charter, 
or act No. 108 of 1868, to wit: eleven thou­
sand two hundred and twenty shares or 
eleven hundred and twenty-two thousand 
dollars of the sixty thousand shares, or 
six millions of dollars of the capital stock 
of said company, and in consideration of the 
issue and delivery of said stock by said 
company to the State the said North Louis- 
ana and Texas Railroad Company shall be 

relieved from all liability on the aforesaid 
bonds of the State, and that ou the de­
livery of the stock aforesaid the remainder 
of the whole number of bonds authorized 
to be issued by the aforesaid charter and 
act No. 108, to "wit: five hundred and sev­
enty-six bonds of one thousand dollars each, 
shall be immediately issued and delivered 
to the president of said company by the 
Governor of the State.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
within sixty days after the passage of this 
act the president and directors of the said 
North Louisiana and Texas Railroad Com 
pany shall, at a meeting held for that pur­
pose, adopt all the provisions of this act, a 
copy of which resolution or resolutions of 
adoption shall be delivered to the Governor 
of the State within ninety days after the 
passage of this act, who shall file the same 
in the office of the Secretary of State, and 
it shall be the duty of the Governor of this 
State, as soon as the president, of said rail 
road company shall tender to him the cer­
tificate or certificates of stock, according to 
the provisions of this act, to cause to be 
prepared, signed and executed, according 
to the twelfth section of the charter of said 
act No. 108 of 1868, the said five hundred 
and seventy six thousand dollars of said 
bonds yet to he issued, and deliver the 
same to the president of said railroad com­
pany, which shall be, with the bonds al­
ready issued, payment in full lor said stock.

Sec . 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the Governor shall have the right to ap 
point annually, on behalf of the State, one 
of the nine directors now authorized to he 
elected by the stockholders to reprensent 
the interests of the State in said company, 
the stockholders electing tho other eight 
directors.

Sec . 4. Be it further enacted, etc,, That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.

River Railroad Company, Livingston par­
ish, State of Louisiana.

ordinances and resolutions for the construc­
tion within one year from the adjudication 
of the contract, of a shell road extending 
along the Metairie ridge in eaid parish of 
Jefferson, from the New Orleans canal west 

far as the Labarre road, and 
at the option of said police jury 
along the Labarre road to the river Missis­
sippi; said road shall be in all respects a 
first-class sbeil road, and shall be built in 
accordance with the specifications to be fur­
nished by the surveyor of the parish; and 
it shall be the duty of the police jury to 
cause the surveyor of said parish, orofsome 
other, in case there be no such officer, to 
furnish the necessary plans, lines, grades, 
levels, curves, etc., and to take the general 
superintendence, in accordance with the 
specifications furnished, and the cost ot this 
shall be assumed by the contractors.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, ete., That 
the cost of the construction of said shell 
road shall he borne in equal proportions, 
one-half each by the front proprietors bor­
dering on said road, pro rata, and the said 
police jury of the left bank, parish of Jef­
ferson, and -tho proportion of the front pro­
prietors shall remain a lien and privilege 
superior to all other liens and privileges 
upon the property fronting on said road in 
favor of the contractors thereof, until fully 
paid, by recording the bills for the same, 
duly certified by the surveyor of said par­
ish, in the office of the recorder of said 
parish.

Sec. 3. Be ’t further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of said police jury of 
the left bank, parish of Jefferson, within 
ten days from the passage of this act, to ad­
vertise for ten days in tho official papers ol 
the parishes of Jefferson and Orleans for 
proposals, to be sealed and directed to said 
police jury, and to be opened by them in 
open and public meeting of said police jury

sum shall not be appropriated to any other 
purpose.

Sec . 5. Be it further enacted, etc.," That 
upon the completion of said shell road, and 
said completion having been duly certified 
to, according to the provisions of this act, 
it shall he the duty of said police jury of 
the left bank, parish of Jefferson, to at 
once pay to the builders of said road, or 
otherwise settle with them, as both parties 
to tho contract may agree, the proportion 
of the police jury being one-halt the total 
cost thereof; and should there not be suffi­
cient funds in the treasury, the police jury

To incorporate, the Louisiana Working­
men’s Homestead Association.

Received in the office of Secretary of 
State August 6, 1872.

The foregoing act having been presented 
to the Governor of the State of Louisiana 
for his approval, and not having been 
returned by him to the house of the General 
Assembly in which it originated within the 
time prescribed by the constitution .of the 
State of Louisiana, has become a law with­
out his approval._________________

Section  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That Alfred Jones, William H. Green, 
Green Curtis, L. Knight, William Wallace, 
L. Kenner, S. Haywood, Charles Vigers, 
John L. Brower, James Lewis, Thomas Isa­
belle, and all others who may associate 
with them from time to time, are hereby 
created a body corporate, under the name 
and title of the Louisiana Workingmen’a 
Homestead Association. The domicile of 
said body shall be in the city of New Or­
leans, and shall enjoy under tins title per­
petual succession, and be as such capable 
to sue and be sued, to plead and be im­
pleaded, to acquire and possess real and 
personal property, and to dispose of the 
same: to make and adopt such constitution 
and by-laws not inconsistent with the laws 
of this State and of the United States; to 
alter and amend or modify the same at 
pleasure.

Sec. ’2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the object of this association shall be to se­
cure by purchase or donation, land or lots 
of ground in this State, and the same shall 
be distributed in the following manner: 
In shares of one hundred dollars each, to 
be paid in five installments of twenty dol­
lars on each share.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
no member of this association shall hold 
more than five shares, and each member, on 
each and every share of stock held by him, 
shall pay to the treasurer the sum of twenty 
dollars on each and every share held by 
such member. Any member desiring more 
shares within the number limited than he 
at first held, shall pay a sum in addition 
equal to the amount already paid by mem­
bers holding the number of shares desired 
by him, with the interest which has accrued 
thereon up to the time of his application, so 
as to make his entire payments pro rata 
with the others.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the officers of the association shall consist 
of a president, vice president, secretary and 
treasurer, with five other persons, wiio to­
gether shall constitute a board of directors, 
six of whom shall constitute a quorum; and 
the above named persons shall be chosen 
annually by ballot. The said officers and 
board of directors to he possessed of all 
powers and duties incident to like officers 
in similar corporations. The president of 
said association shall be the president of the 
board of directors, and as such shall have 
the right to sue and be sued in behalf of said 
association. The board of directors shall 
have the right to fix such compensation as 
they may deem necessary for such officers, 
subject to the approval of the association 
at a stated meeting duly convened for that 
purpose.

Sec . 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this association shall meet quarterly, on the 
first Mondays of January, April, July and 
October of each year, and oftenor if called 
together by the board, and notice of such 
quarterly or special meeting shall be pub­
lished three days in a paper having the 
largest circulation in the city of New Or­
leans.

Sec . 6. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
when land has been acquired and it is pro­
posed to distribute the same, the board of 
directors shall cause the same to be equally 
divided among the members of the associa­
tion, and shall lay the plan of distribution 
thereof before a quarterly or special meet­
ing, duly announced, in order that the plan 
may he ratified and carried into effect, or 
such other substituted as may seem best to 
the association.
