lire, by which means the magnificent steam­
ers Thompson Dean, Magenta and four 
others were consumed; during the fire 
the robbery was effected by which 
$100,000 worth of diamonds and jewelry 
were obtained. After remaining quiet 
for a time, the spoils were divided, 
and he and Forrester came to this city, 
where a portion of the spoils were sold and 
the remainder sent East, one large stone 
being sold to Angelo Marrc, now on trial 
here for robbing the safe of the chief of 
police.

Lieu­
tenant Hall, of the Fifth cavalry, went to 
the ranehe, where lie found Mrs. Gerhart 
and children besieged by Indians 100 strong, 
armed with breach-loading guns. They re­
tired to the mountains and defied the troops.
A sergeant and five men were dispatched to 
warn the farmers of Sonata valley of the 
presence of hostile Indians near Hughes’ 
ranehe, but they attacked the party  and 
Sergeant Stewart, Corporal Matcoii and 
privates Edw ard Carr and John Walsh 
were killed.

Lieutenant H all received orders from 
General Howard not to fire on the Indians 
in the mountains, unless he found them en 
gaged in actual outrages. The same order 
was sent to all m ilitary posts south of the 
Gila river.

On the same day oi the murder of the 
soldiers, General Howard was in the 
Dragoon mountains with the noted Apache 
chief, Cochise, trying to induce him to go to 
the reservation. .

On the sixth of October, a hand of 
Apaches from the Santa Riilar mountains, 
w ith a herd of stolen cattle, attacked a 
party  of miners about th irty  miles from 
Tuacon, and robbed them of all their ani­
mals. Two of the miners are missing. The 
Indians were armed with the best kind of 
breech loading guns and fixed ammunition.
