The Mississippi Railrond Subsidy Act,

On the second instant the State Treas-
urer, in a note to the Attorney Geuers! of
Mississippi, asked: “Am I authorized to
receive the warrants issugd to the Ripley
railroad in payment of State dues?” The
Attorney Genoral replied the same day:
“You are not authorized to receive or recog:
nize for State dues ,or otherwise any war.
rants for railroed subsidy for the Ripley
railrond or any other, that subsidy being,
in my opinion, unconatitutional,”

Only one railrond company, says the
Juckson Clarion, was lucky enough to con-
stroct the required twenty-five miles of
road by the firet of September, g0 as to se-
enre the benefits of the law. Thiscompany
was  Colonel  Fulkner’s Ripley Railway
Company, With uncommon energy he
pushed his enterprise forward and roached
the winning post just in time. The road
was finished, and the cars casse thundering
into Ripley to the delight ot the villagers
und all the country round. The occasion
was duly celebratéd by a grand banguet.
The railroad commissioners, with Captain
Hardeo, State Engineer, at their head, ex-
amined the work and reported to the Gov-
ernor that the company had fully complied
with the conditious of the act,

Colonel Falkner came to receive the con-
gratuiations of the suthoritics, and, what
was more important still, the #4000 per
mile aubsidy to which his company had
entitled itself under its provisions, The
law (which the acting Governor, Powers,
helped to frame) was mandatory. It re-
quired him to notify the Auditor of the re-
port of the commissioners, and thereupon
the Auditor was required 1o issue Lia wir-
rant on the Trensurer for an amonnt equal
to $4000 per mile for the portion of the road
constructed.

Hers was & dilemma for the president of
the company, What was he to do! His
contractors and workmen, who had been
doing double duty onshort rations to secure
the subsidy, were behind him clamorous for
their pay, and needy. He couldn’t go back
without it. Their disappointment would
result in  dieastrona consequences.  Bat
here was the opinion of the law oflicer of
the administration frowning in his pathe-
way.

Tho law officer in guestion modified his
peremptory opinion, and withdrew his ob-
jeotions to the iasusnce of the warrants,
They were nocordingly issued, and the next
