" Lawn of the Unlted States Passed at the
Second Sesslon of the Forty-First

Congress.

[GexERAL NATURE—NO. 121.]

An act to amend the fifth section of an act
entitled “An acy mnking up]:rurrim.mn{-'
for the legislutive, exeontive ant fmiwinl
expenses of the government for t
ending June thirticth, eighteen bundred
and seventy-three, and for other pur-
poses.”

Be it enpeted by the Senate and Ilouse
of Representatives of the United States
of Americs in Congress assembled. That
the fifth section of the act aporoved May
eighth, exghteen hundred and seventy-two,
making appropriations for the legisintive,
executive and judicial expenses of the gov-
ernment for the year ending June thirtieth,
eighteen hundred and seventy-tiree, shall
ot be hold to apply to materigls, stores or
supplies sold to oificers and soliliers of the
army or (o exploring or surveying expedi
tions authorized by law, and that said
section shall not be held to repeal such part
of paragraph 1032, Revised Army Regpuls-
tions of eighteen hondred and sixty-three,
as provides that expenses of sales of mili-
tary stores orsupplies regularly condemned
will be puid frow their proceeds.

Be it enacted by the Senate and Houss of

Representatives of the United States of

Amgerica in Congress assembled, That the

latters patent granted to William Trapp, a

gitizen of the United States, dated the tirst

day of October, eightoen hundred and forty-
five, surrendered and reissued on the tenth
day of March, eighteen hundred and forty-
nine, and extended by the Commissioner of
Patenta for seven years {rom the first day
of October, eighteen hundred nnd fifty nine,
and agnin surrendered and reissued in two
soveral divisions or patents numbered,
respectively, nineteen hundred and forty-
six and nineteen hundred and forty-seven

cortified copy thereof, o1 such extension,

(the lawful fees lneinim‘sl paid therefor), in

the name of Sarah 8, Trapp, executrix of

sald Willinm Trapp ; snd the Commissioner
of Patents is hereby directed to cause the
gameo to be entered of record in the Patent

Oitioe ; and the eald patents so renewed, re-

vived nnd extended shall have the same ef-
feot in law asif originally granted for terms
extending to the end of the term to which
they are extended by this act; provided,
however, that such renewal or extended
atents, respeotively, shall be open to legal
nquiry and declgion in the sume manner us
if lssued under the general law regulating
the granting of patents; and provided fur-
ther, that no person, firm or corporation
shall be Hable for nny dumage or royalty
for hnving made, vended or used said in-
provements in #aid patents speciied prior
«to the passugo of this nev; and wny =delt
person, firm or corporation haying wade or
purchassd and used said improvement kioce
the expiration of the said patents shail be
entitled to uge the same without labilicy
wduring the term of said extension.
