[G e n e r a l  N a t u r e —No. 103.]
An act to establish a western judicial dis­

trict of North Carolina.
Bo it enacted by tho Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That that 
portion of the State of North Carolina com-
Erising the counties of Mecklenburg, Ca- 
arras, Stanly, Montgomery, Richmond, 

Davie, Davidson, Randolph, Guilford, 
Rockingham, Stokes, B'orsyth, Uniou, An­
son, Caswell, Person, Alamance, Orange, 
Chatham, Moore, Clay, Cherokee, Swain, 
Maeon, Jackson, Graham, Haywood, Tran­
sylvania, Henderson. Buncombe, Madison, 
Yancey, Mitchell, Watauga, Ashe, Alle­
ghany,'Caldwell, Burke, McDowell, Iiu- 
ftherford, Polk, Cleveland, Gaston, Lincoln, 
Catawba, Alexander, Wilkes, Surry, Iredell, 
Yadkin, and Rowan, and all territory em­
braced therein which may hereafter be 
erected into new counties, shall hereafter 
constitute a new judicial district to be 
called the western district of North Caro­
lina; and the circuit and district courts of 
the United States for said western district 
of North Carolina shall be held in the 
towns of Statesville, Asheville, and Greens­
boro’, within said distriet. .

Sec. 2. That two terms of the eirouit and 
district courts of the United States for said 
western district of North Carolina snarl be 
held at tho following times and places m 
each year, to wit: At Greensboro’, begin­
ning on the first Monday in April and in 
October; at Statesville, beginning on the 
third Monday in April and in October; at 
Asheville, beginning on the first Monday 
in May and in November.

Sec. 3. That the distriet of .North Caro­
lina shall hereafter consist of the counties 
not named in this act. and shall be called 
the eastern district of North Carolina, and 
the terms ot the circuit and district courts 

' therein shall be held at the times and places 
heretofore appointed and enacted.

S e c . 4. That the said circuit and distriet 
courts for either of said districts may, in 
their discretion, order special terms thereof 
for the trial of criminal and civil issues at 
such times and places as the court may des­

ignate in said districts,-and order a grand 
and a petit jury, or both, to attend the 
same, by an order to be entered of record 
thirty days before the day at which said 
special term shall be ’ ordered to convene; 
and said courts, respectively, at such spe­
cial terms shall have all the powers that 
they have at the regular terms appointed 
by law; provided, however, that no special 
term of said eirouit court for either district 
shall he appointed except by and with the 
concurrence and consent of the circuit 
judge.

Se c . 5. That all suits and other proceed­
ings of whatever name or nature, now 
pending iu the circuit or district court of 
the United States for the district of North 
Carolina, except as hereinafter provided, 
shall be tiled and disposed of in the circuit 
and district courts, respectively, for said 
eastern district, as the same would have 
been if this act had not been passed; and 
lor that purpose jurisdiction is reserved to 
the said courts in said eastern district, and 
the clerks of the circuit and district court3 
of the present district of North Carolina 
shall return the records and files of the 
said circuit and district courts at the places 
heretofore appointed, and to do and per­
form all tho duties appertaining to their 
said offices, respectively, within the east­
ern district, except as is hereinafter 
provided; and all process returnable to, or 
proceedings noticed for, any term of the 
present circuit or district court shall be 
deemed to be returnable to the next term 
of said courts, respectively, iu the said 
eastern district, as fixed by this act.

Sec. fi. That upon application of 
any party to any suit or proceed­
ings, civil or criminal, now pend­
ing in the present circuit or district 
court of the United States for the present 
district of North Carolina, which should 
have been commenced in the proper court 
for the western district of North Carolina 
if this act had been iu iorce at the time of 
its commencement, such suit or other pro­
ceedings shall be removed for further pro­
ceedings to tho proper court for said west­
ern district, and thereupon the clerk shall 
transmit the original papers, and copies of 
all orders made therein, to tho clerk of the 
court to which said suit o» proceedings 
shall be removed for trial or such othe 
proceedings therein as if the said suit or 
proceedings had originally been com­
menced therein; the district attorney of 
said western district to designate the court 
to which all suits and proceedings, and in­
dictments and criminal proceedings, where­
in the United States is plaintiff, shall he 
removed, and the plaintiff, or his attorney, 
in all other suits to designate the court to 
which they shall be transterred; but no 
suit, indictment, or criminal proceedings, 
where bail is required of a defendant, 
shall be transferred until proper bail is 
given for him to appear accordingly; 
provided, that all suits and other proceed­
ings, both criminal and civil, now pend 
ing in the Cape Fear district court of the 
United States, at Salisbury, with all the 
original papers therein, shall bo transferred 
for trial or such other proceedings as shall 
be meet and proper to a special term of the 
district court of the United States for said 
western district of North Carolina, to be 
held at Salisbury, beginning on the second 
Monday in August, A. D. eighteen hundred 
and seventy-two; and all said suits and 
proceedings not then finally disposed of 
shall, with the original papers therein, he 
transferred to the distriet courts of said 
western district at Greensboro’ or States­
ville, as the judge may order; and all 
necessary and proper process- shall 
issue and be marie returnable in said 
suits and proceedings to the next 
terms of said courts, respectively, for 
trial or such other proceedings therein as if 
the original proceedings had begun in said 
last named courts; and the clerk of said dis­
trict court at Greensboro’ shall act as clerk 
at said special court at Salisbury; and al! 
suits and other proceedings, both criminal 
and civil, pending at the late term of the 
United States district court tor the Cape 
Fear district, held at Marion, beginning on 
third Monday ot August, eighteen hundred 
and seventy-one, and not then finally dis­
posed of," shall, with the original papers 
therein, be transferred to a special term of 
the district court for said western district, 
to be held at Asheville, North Carolina, 
beginning on the third- Monday in 
August, eighteen hundred and sev­
enty-two, to be thou and there 
tried, or such other proceedings had 
therein as may be me.et and proper, accord­
ing to the practice of the court, and all such 
suits and proceedings as shall not then be 
finally disposed of shall be continued on the 
docket of said court, at Asherille, to tbr, 
next term thereof, and in the meantime ail 
necessary and proper process shall issue 
from said last named court and be return­
able thereto, and such proceedings had 
therein as if the original proceedings had 
begun in said court, and the clerk of said 
court at Asheville shall act as clerk of said 
special court at Asheville. .

S e c . 7. That the passage of this act shall 
not have the effect to destroy or impair the 
lien of any judgment or decree rendered 
bv the circuit or district eourt of the 
United States for the present district of 
North Carolina prior to this act taking ef­
fect; and final process on any judgment or 
decreo entered in the circuit or district 
court of the United States for the district of 
North Carolina, or which shall he entered 
therein prior to this act taking effect, and 
all other process for the enforcement of any 
order of eaid courts, respectively, in any 
cause or proceedings now pending therein, 
except causes or proceedings removed as 
herein provided, shall be issued from and 
be returnable to the proper court for the 
eastern district of North Carolina, and may 
be directed to and executed by the marshal 
of the United States for the said eastern 
district, in any part of the Stats of North 
Carolina.

Se c . 8. That there shall be appointed a 
district judge for the said western district 
ofNorth Carolina, who shall receive an an 
nnal salary of three thousand five hundred 
dollars: and there shall also be appointed a 
district attorney of the United States- for 
the said western district of North Carolina, 
who shall receive such fees and compensa­
tion, and exercise such powers and perform 
such duties, as are fixed and enjoined by­
law.

Sec. 3. That the circuit and district 
judges shall appoint three clerks, each of 
whom shall bo clerks both of tho circuit 
and districts courts for said western dis­
trict of North Carolina, one. of whom shall, 
reside and keep his office at Statesville, and 
one shall reside and keep his office at Ashe­
ville, and the third of whom shall reside 
and keep his office at Greensboro’, who 
shall receive the fees and compensation 
for sevices performed by them now fixed 
by law.
"Sec. 10. That either of tho clerks of the 

district and circuit courts for said western 
district of North Carolina is hereby author­
ized, under the direction of tho district 
judge of said western district, to make a 
transcript from any of the reoords, files, or 
papers of the district and circuit oourts of 
the United State, remaining in the office of 
the clerks of said eastern district, of all 
matters and proceedings which relate to or 
concern liens upon or titles to real estate sit­
uate iu said western district, and for that 
purpose shall have access to said reoords in 
the office of the said clerks in said eastern 
district, and such transcripts, when so made 
by either ot said clerks, shall be certified 
to to be true and correct by the clerks 
making the same, and the same, when so 
made and certified, shall be evidence in all 
oourts and places equally with said orig­
inals.

An act for the relief of Sarah S. Trapp,

executrix of William Trapp, deceased.
Be it enacted by the Senate and nouse ol 

Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
letters patent granted to \Y iliiam Lrapp, a 
citizen of the United States, dated the first 
day of October, eighteen hundred and forty- 
five, surrendered and reissued on the tenth 
day of March, eighteen hundred%nd forty- 
nineT and extended by the Commissioner of 
Patents for seven years from the first day- 
of October, eighteen hundred and titty nine, 
and again surrendered and reissued in two 
several divisions or patents numbered, 
respectively, nineteen hundred and forty- 
six aneWiineteen hundred and forty-seven, 
lor new and useful improvements in barrel 
machinery, be and the same is and. are 
hereby renewed, revived and̂  extended for 
the term of seven years from and after the 
pasaze of this act; and tho Commissioner 
of Patents is hereby directed, upon the pre­
sentation o f said patents or reissues, num­

bered, respectively, nineteen hundred and 
forty-six and nineteen hundred and forty- 
seven, or certified copies thereof, by making 
a certificate upon such patent or re-issue or 
certified copy thereof, ot snch extension, 
(the lawful fees being first paid therefor), in 
the name of Sarah S. Trapp, executrix .of 
said William Trapp ; and the Commissioner 
of Patents is hereby directed to cause the 
same to be entered "of record iu the Patent 
Office ; and the said patents so renewed, re­
vived and extended shall have the same ef­
fect in law as if originally granted for terms 
extending to the end of the term to which 
they are extended by this act; provided, 
however, that such renewal or extended 
patents, respectively, shall be open to legal 
inquiry and decision in the same manner as 
if issued under the general law regulating 
the granting of patents] and provided fur­
ther, that no person, firm or corporation 
shall he liable for any damage or royalty 
for having made, vended or used said im­
provements in eaid patents specified prior 
to the passage of: this act; and any such 
person, firm or corporation having made or 
purchased and used said improvement since 
the expiration of the said patents shall be 
entitled to use the same without liability 
during the term of said extension.
