Local Intelligence,
F acts Concerning D rainage.—City 

Surveyor W. H. Bell favors us with the 
following interesting statements about work 
performed by the dredge boats during the 
last year:

Eight and a half miles of new canals 
excavated, averaging forty-five teet wide 
and ten feet deep.

Three and a half miles of old canals 
widened and deepened.

Three miles of protection ietces along 
Upperline canal, 100 feet base.

One thousand feet lake protection levee 
and canal.

Three miles of embankment through Or­
leans street from City Park toward the lake. 
In sixty days the dredge, boat-will have cut 
through Orleans street to the lake, thereby 
opening one of the finest avenues in the 
city.it being 250*feet in width under the 
ordinance lately passed by the City Council. 
Parties are now making arrangement* to 
build the railroad from Canal street through 
St. Patrick street to Orleans street, tkenee 
to the lake shore. A glance at the city map 
will show that the route is a central one, 
and, ia fact, the key stone outlet to the 
lake.

The completion of the upper line canal 
and also the Orleans street, canal will ena­
ble at least three dredge boats and their 
steam derricks to commence active opera­
tions at an early day in the third and 
fourth draining sections below Bayou St. 
John. There are at present, nine dredge 
boats and four steam derricks at work in 
the various sections. The cost of all the 
foregoing work up to the first day of this 
month has been $ 1952,830 ; the total cost of 
a thorough drainage system, including the 
lake levee and new drainage machinery, 
will not exceed &!? 000,000.

The present system of protection levees 
is insecure from the very fact- that they are 
located along the banks of the navigation 
canals between the canals and roadways, 
consequently they are oi small base, small 
top, and of very inferior -material to resist 
water pressure. Other reasons again pre­
sent themselves. Protection levees in the 
heart of a great city have.a tendency to de 
preqiato the value of property. By the 
system now being carried on the present 
length of levees will be reduced fully one- 
ihirdl ________

Muffu.vi. Gaslight Company in A lgiers. 
This company, or its immediate represent­
atives, yesterday broke ground in Algiers, 
as a commencement of work—a work which 
will eventuate in illuminating Algiers. Mr. 
C.-M. Soria is president, Mr. J. C. Dela- 
vigne secretary a'nd Mr. Will:am McCul­
loch superintendent—naniOB well known 
in this community. Messrs. Sloper and De 
Feriet are also connected with the enter­
prise, and others whose names are not in 
o u r  memory just now. At noon yesterday 
a party of gentlemen crossed the river to 
formally inaugurate the work. The ground 
is located on the square bounded by Valette, 
Homer, Newton and Chestnut streets, in 
the suburbs. There will he two retort- 
houses and other necessary buildings. 
The tank for holding the manu­
factured g»s will contain 30,0̂ 0 cubic feet. 
There will be live miles of pipe laid, eight, 
nix and four inch, and it is supposed that 
that amount will prove sufficient for Algiers 
until her inhabitants make a better showing 
than it did last census. These are state­
ments made to us by those gentlemen di­
rectly interested in the affair. Messers. De 
Feriet and McCulloch performed the teere- 
mouy of breaking ground, while, those pres­
ent stood around, wishing the enterprise 
everv success it deserved. The company 
has not put its stock on the market, hut in­
vites residents of Algiers to interest them­
selves in it financially, so that the institu­
tion may be in running order as - mn as 
possible.

A floating elevator is now in the course of 
construction in this city of double the ca­
pacity of any other floating elevator in the 
United States. It will be finished and in 
active operation in November, three or four 
weeks hence. It will be able to deliver to 
the receiving ships 10,000 bushels of grain 
an hour—100,000 daily.

Corn that has been stored in the elevator 
in this city four months is now in excellent 
condition for shipping. Grain men say that 
grain will not keep as well through the 
same months in any Northern or Western 
c i t y . ______ _

If there was a railroad track in this city 
connecting the Higby elevator with the 
Jackson and the New Orleans, Mobile and 
Texas railroads, 10,000 bushels of grain 
would be sent off daily from this city to 
Montgomery, Alabama. It now goes by 
another route.
