Provisions for those wha have been Re-
fused Registration.

The officers of the Repubiican elubs and
the excentive committees throughout the
State should at once prepare blanks in ac-
cordance with the following forms, to be
usidd in all cases where necessary.

‘We have reports from sevorsl of the eonn-
try parishes to the effect that the colored
poople encounter obstacles in getting their
registration papers. Oge day, the registrar
is absent and the office closed. Another,
and e i3 out of blan Again, there isa
rush of applicants, and business of
registration conducted so slowly that many
Lave to go away. As a rule, those thus seut
away are not white men. Under our State
laws, registration is absolutely necessary as
& prerequisite to voting; but, fortunately,
awple provision bas heen made in the laws
of Congress to protect the rights of all vie-
tims of any system of fuv 15m that way
be introduced iuto any State,

It is 1o be regretted that wny necessity Jor
an sppesl from our own In should be
even desed possible, A fair and impar-
tinl adwministration of our registration and
election statutes will seenre the rights of
every voter: but in the bands of men who
permit their partisan zeal to outweigh their
aworn obligations, these Jaws may be made
an engine of wrong and oppression, We
simply desire that every voter shall have a
fuir chunege, without restriction, hind rance,
or annoysnce of any sort, to vote {ur the
candidates of Ifis choice. Fo that end we
give the federal luw bearing on the subject,
thut onr clubs way be ready, in ocase of
