United States District Court.
By Judge Durell, sitting in chambers, the 

following decrees in bankruptcy were pro­
nounced:

J. M. White having prayed to be adjudged 
a bankrupt, it was decreed that lie tile the 
schedule within five days from the date of 
judgment. It appears a petition was filed 
against White on the thirteenth of March, 
1872. He was then decreed a bankrupt on 
the thirteenth of June. The decree was 
subsequently set aside, and the case rein­
stated for trial. Subsequently the bankrupt 
filed an answer admitting that he was a 
bankrupt.

The commercial firm of J. B. Vanhorn & 
Co. were adjudged bankrupts on the petition 
of Ilowe & Hubbell.

A rule is made absolute on Charles Leoz- 
ano, sheriff of Iberville, to show cause why 
he should not he punished for contempt of 
court, and it is returnable on the second ol 
.November,

The case of the United States vs. George 
Washington and others represents that the 
defendants banded and conspired together 
with Asa Fellman and others, to prevent 
and hinder Jacob Fellsher and others from 
exercising their constitutional right to labor 
for hire.

Asa Fellmah and others are charged, in 
another affidavit, with banding and con­
spiring together.

Richard Chamberlain is also charged with 
'the same offense.

All of the above difficulties took place on 
the steamer Lizzie, and will not lie tried 
until the return -of the steamer from Pen­
sacola.

Court.
The coni? room of United States Comrnis- 

sioner Weller was crowded by men and 
women interested in tbe case oi the men in 
the employ of the Portable Railroad Com­
pany who struck for higher wages on Mon­
day morning last, and >who, not content 
with threatening those who expressed a- 
willingness to work, actually assaulted 
severely injured one Lneir co-laborers, 
S tinger lilooilsell. The accused, four in 
'number—William Wheeler, Johrf White,
----  Hammersly and ----  Williams were
brought into court about one o’clock, and 
the examination commenced, District At­
torney J. W. Beckwith representing the 
government. A number of witnesses were 
examined, and a clear case of conspiracy 
was made out. It appears from the testi­
mony that the plea for striking had been 
previously arranged, and it was well un­
derstood that no one should *.be permitted 
to work for the company for less than f3 
per day.

In pursuance of this agreement they or­
dered Bloodsell, wlu« was the only man of 
the entire party with sufficient nerve to act 
independently of the strikers, to desist from 
working, and upon his refusing to comply, 
assaulted and beat him. They boldly as­
serted that any man who dared to go to 
work shopld die, and warned the fordlnan 
not to interfere, or he would get hi"?. 
Hearing that a party of men were still at 
work on Canal street, they marched in a 
body, with tbeir shovels and other arms, 
to that point, and made tbe men there knock 
off, reiterating their threats to kill any inati 
who worked for less than ¥3. They as­
saulted Bloodsell again at Canal street, and 
inflicted a dangerous wound on his head. 
The questions of District Attorney Beck­
with were pointed, and elicited the above 
facts in a few moments, one of the witnesses 
for the defense admitting incautiously that 
the men had determined that no one should 
work for less than the price agreed upon 
among themselves.

Commissioner Welle? listened attentively 
to the case, and when the examination of 
witnesses was concluded, said that this was 
unquestionably a clear case of conspiracy, 
and came under the law of the United 
States which guaranteed tc» every man the 
right to labor and to fix a price for his la­
bor. “This would be a free country, in­
deed,” he said satirically, “if a man could 
not be protected in the right to earn bread 
ior bis family.” lie wished tbe accused to 
understand, and all those in the sound of 
his voice to understand that this interfer- 
ence with the laborers who are willing to 
work would not be tolerated for a moment. 
That, while he recognized the right of la­
borers to demand what they pleased for 
their labor, he would punish, in every case, 
those who were proved to have interfered 
with men who were working • lor any price.

In default of $500 bail, three of the ac­
cused were sent to the Parish Prison tit 
await trial before the United States Dis­
trict Court.

To incorporate the Shreveport Bridge Com­
pany, and to authorize the company to 
issue its bonds and to build a road from 
Red river to and across Red Chute to the 
hills, in Bossier parish, aud to collect tolls 
thereon, and for other purposes.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State, 
of Louisiana in Gi-neral Assembly con­
vened, That Frank M. Smith. A. Ii. Leon­
ard, E. P. O'Key, Charles W. Keating, S. 
Peters, George W. Dillard, M. H. Crowell,

constituted a body corporate and politic, to

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Seiate 
and House of Representatives of the Stite , 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convene). ; 
That lor the purpose of enabling the polio : 
jury of the parish of Caddo to provide 
funds for the erection of a courthouse-, jail 
and other required public buildings, amt to 
pay the debt now due by tbe said parish, 
tiie police jury of the said parish be, and 
they are hereby authorized to issue the 
bonds of said parish, duly signed by the 
president and clerk of said police jury, and 
sealed with tbe seat of said parish, to 
the amount of one hundred and-fifty thou­
sand dollars, or so much thereof as may be 
necessary, payable to bearer, in twenty years 
from their date,and bearing eight per interest 
cent per annum, payable semi-annually; said 
bonds shall be in amounts ot not less than 
one hundred nor more than one thousand 
dollars, and may be sold under the direction 
and control of said police jury on tbe most 
advantageous terms, or exchanged for any 
of the debts or obligations of said parish; 
provided, that the ordinance of said police 
jury, making provision for the issue of 
bunds under this act. shall not Lave the 
effect of law unless it shall receive the 
unanimous vote of every member of eaid 
police jury of the said parish of Caddo;
