Sec. 3. That in the examinations or sur­
veys of all points mentioned in the. fore­
going section, tbe Secretary of War be di­
rected to ascertain, as far as practicable, 
the amount of tonnage of commercial busi­
ness during the previous year at each point, 
together with such other facts as bear upon 
tbe question of tbe contemplated improve­
ment, and that he communicate the same, 
together with his report of tbe examination 
or survey of such point, to Congress; pro­
vided, that so much of the amount here­
with appropriated for the survey of rivers 
and harbors as is requisite for contingen­
cies may be used for said purpose.

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That so 
much of the act entitled “An act to provide 
for the disposition of ufeless military reser­
vations,” approved February twenty-fourth, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one, as lo­
cates the military reservation of ForteWaI- 
la-Walla, in “Oregon,” is hereby amended 
so as to read “Washington Territory,” the 
actual location of said reservation.

An act in regard to the commencement of 

increased pay to promoted officers in the 
navy.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States 
of America in Congress assembled, That 
the clause in section seven of the act of July 
fifteenth, eighteen hundred and seventy, 

making appropriations for the naval ser­
vice for the year ending June thirtieth, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one, and for 
other purposes,” which enacts “ that here­
after the increased pay of a promoted officer 
shall commence from the date he is to take 
rank as given iu his commission,” be, and 
the same is hereby repealed; provided, that 
if such ofiicer shall have been promoted in 
course to fill a vacahey, and shall have 
been in the performance of the duties ot 
the higher grade from the date he is to take 
rank, he may be allowed the increased pay 
from that date.
