FEDER AL PROTECTION TO VOTERS.

Provisions for those w h o  have been  R e ­
fused R eg istra tion .

The officers of the Republican clubs and 
the executive committees throughout the 
State should at once prepare blanks in ac­
cordance with the following forms, to be 
used in all cases where necessary.

We have reports from seveialof the coun­
try parishes to the effect that the colored 
people encounter obstacles in getting their 
registration papers. One day, the registrar 
is absent and the office closed. Another, 
and he is out of blanks. Again, there is a 
rush of applicants, and the business of 
registration conducted so slowly that many 
have to go away. As a rule, those thus sent 
away are not white men. Under our State 
laws, registration is absolutely necessary as 
a prerequisite to voting) but, fortunately, 
ample provision has been made in the laws 
of Congress to protect the rights of all vic­
tims of any system of favoritism that may 
be introduced into any State.

It is to be regretted that any necessity for 
an appeal from our own laws should be 
even deemed possible. A fair and impar­
tial administration of our registration and 
election statutes will secure the rights of 
every voter; but in the hands of men who 
permit their partisan zeal to out weigh their 
sworn obligations, these laws may be made 
an engine of wrong and oppression. We 
simply desire that every voter shall have a 
fair chance, without restriction, hindrance, 
or annoyance of any sort, to vote for the 
candidates of his choice. To- that end we 
give the federal law bearing on the subject, 
that our clubs may he, ready, in case ol 
need, to protect their interests;
An ac t to enforce the lig h ts  o f  citizens of the

United States to  vote in the  several S tates «>f
the Union and for o ther purposes.

Sko. 3. And be it  fu rther enacted, Thaf when­
ever, by or under th e  au thority  of the constitution 
or laws of any State, or the laws of any Territory, 
any ac t is or shall Be required to (be) done by ahy 
citizen as a prerequisite to qualify or entitle him 
to  vote, th e  offer of any such citizen to perform 
the act required to be done as aforesaid shall, if 
i t  fail to  be carried into execution by reason of the 
wrongful ac t or omission aidn-x lid or of th e  person 
or officer charged w ith th e  du ty  of receiving or 
permi tting  such performance or offer to perform, 
or action thereon, he deemed and held as a  per­
formance in law of such act; and 1 he person so otter­
ing and failing as aforesaid, and being otherwise 
qualified, shall be entitled to vote in the sauce m an­
ner 51ml to the same ex ten t as if lie had in fact per­
formed such act; and any judge, inspector or 
o ther officer of election whose duty  it  is or 
shall be to receive, count, certify, register, 
report, or give effect to the  vote of any such citi­
zen, who shall wrongfully refu-e or omit to receive, 
count, certify, register, report o r  give effect to the 
vote of such citizen upon th e  presentation by him 
of his affidavit stating  such offer and the time and 
place thereof, and the name of th e  officer or person 
whose duty  it was to act thereon, and th a t he was 
wrongfully prevented by such person or officer 
from performing such act. shall, for every such 
offense, forfeit and pay th e  sum  of *500 to the per­
son aggrieved thereby, to be recovered- by an action 
on the case, w ith full costs, aud-such allowance for 
counsel Jees as the  court m ay deem just; and 
shall also for every such offense be guilty «f a  
misdemeanor, and shall, ouconviction thereof, be 
tlued not less tlian-*5i 0, or be imprisoned not less 
than  one m onth and no t more th an e n e  year, or 
both, a t the discret ion of the  court.

■Sue. 8. And ho it  fu rther enacted, That the  dis­
t r ic t courts ot th e  United States, within their re ­
spective districts, shall have, exclusively of the 
courts of the  several S tates, cognizance o f all 
crimes and offenses com m itted against the pro­
visions of this act, and also, concurrently  wiih 
the circuit courts of the United States.' of ail 
eauses, civil and criminal, arising under th is act, 
•-w ept as herein otherwise provided, and the ju ris ­
diction hereby conferred shall he exercised in con- 

ity w ith th e  laws ami practice governing 
United States courts; and all crimes and offenses 
com m itted against the provisions of this ac t may­
be prosecuted by tiie indictm ent of a grand ju ry , 
or In cases of crimes and offenses not infamous, the 
prosdcuiiou m y either by indictm ent or informa­
tion tiled by th e  d is tric t attorney in a co n n  having 
jurisdiction.

Skc. 23. And Ne it  fu rth e r enacted, That when­
ever any person shall lje defeated or deprived of 
his election to any office, excep t elector of Presi­
dent or Vice President, Representative or Delegate 
in  Congress, or member of a S tate Legislature, by 
reason of the denial to any 1 ifizen or citizens who 
shall offer to vote, of the right to vote, on account 
of race, color, o r previous condition of servitude, 
his righ t to hold and enjoy such office, and the 
emoluments thereof shall no t be impaired by any 
sucli denial; and sueli person may bring an appro­
p ria te  su it or proceeding to recover possession of 
such office, and ill eases where it shall app* ar th a t 
the solo queatiou touching the title  to such office 
arises out of the  denial of the right to vote to  t i*i- 
zens who so offered to vote, on account o t race, 
color or previous condition u i  servitude, such suit 
or proceeding m ay be institu ted  in the Circuit or 
District Court o f  the United States of the circuit or 
d istrict in which such person resides. And said 
circu it o r d istric t court shall have, concurrently 
w ith the State courts, jurisdiction thereof so far as 
to  determ ine th e  righ ts of the parties to such attic; 
by reason of the denial of the l ight guaranteed In 
the fifteenth artic le of amendment to the  constitu 
lion o f  the United States, and secured hr th is  act. 

Approved May 31,1370.

PLATFORM OF TIIE REPUBLICAN  
PA R ISH  CONVENTION.

Adopted in Convention O ctober IT, 1 8 7 2 .
1. That the delegates of the several ward 

clubs of the Republican party of the parish 
of Orleans, Louisiana, in convention as­
sembled, do congratulate our fellow citizens 
upon the evident prosperity of tho country 
and of the Republican party, through whose 
stability the best interests of all the people 
in the land will be established upon a firm 
basis:

2. We place our full faith in the national 
administration of General U. S. Grant, 
President of the United States, and the 
great party that placed the same in power, 
believing that they understand that govern­
ments are formed for the express purposo 
of elevating mankind. We heartily indorse 
the principles embodied in the Philadelphia 
convention.

3. We are in favor of granting immediate 
relief from ruinous and reckless expendi­
ture and intolerable taxation. We recom­
mend the nomination of such persons only 
as are pledged to retrenchment, and a com­
plete revision of our system of taxation to 
one of justice and equality.

4. As security we demand that our public 
officials be required to render a precise ex­
hibit of all receipts and disbursements, so 
that the people may ascertain at all times 
what disposition is made of the-public funds 
in their control. We consider the spirit 
manifested by our public servants to hide 
from the people the financial condition of 
our State and city an insult to our intelli­
gence, and an evidence of guilt on the part 
of the officials. Education being the true 
foundation of all greatness, we are in favor 
of fostering the public schools to the fullest 
extent, so that the children of rich ami poor 
alike may share the same results.

5. We are in favor of the payment of all 
inst obligations of our State and city gov­
ernments, and of a yearly reduction of the 
debt so as carefully to avoid burdening the 
people with excessive taxation,and may tb us 
maintain the credit of the State and city. 
We desire that every part of our State and 
city may bo traversed by railroads, securing 
to the people easy and cheap communication 
with every part of the country. Enterprise 
and capital should, by liberal and prudent 
legislation, be invited to accomplish such 
works of internal improvement *»s our State 
and city require.

6. That the Republican party of the State 
of Louisiana welcome to our shores all per­
son# of every nation, clime, race or color 
voluntarily seeking a home in our midst, 
and that all the rights we ns citizens de 
mantl for ourselves we freely accord to. 
them. We admit of no distinction between 
citizens of native and foreign birth, and 
pledge ourselves to a full protection of all 
alike.

7. We recommend a reduction o? the 
enormous wharfage tax, a reduction of fifty 
per cent of the tax imposed upon persons 
occupying stalls in our public markets, and 
particularly recommend the revoking of all 
license taxes imposed upon retail grocery 
stores where liquor is not sold, and upon ail 
mechanical trades.

8. We believe that the present condition 
of our city imperatively’demands that our 
candidates for office shall be chosen solely 
for their capacity and fitness, irrespective 
of their political affiliations, and shat, by 
making our nominations upon this basis, we 
shall secure the support of citizens who do- 
rice a faithful and honest administration of 
the city government.

9. We pledge ourselves to maintain and 
advocate the paying of tiie police force and 
employes of the city of New Orleans in > 
United States currency.

The Horse .’ laLady—The Eric Uanel stiff 
I ho New Orleans Grain Trade,

The horse malady, which commenced in 
Canada, is becoming widespread in its ex­
tent through New York and other States 
North, East and West. It takes from ac­
tive employment nearly all the horses 
ivbere the malady exists.

Our dispatches this morning announce its 
appearance in Lewiston and Augusta, 
Maine, in St. Loui-, and elsewhere. It has 
spread to every stable in New York city, 
stage and car lines continue to reduce their 
trips, and the effect upon business has ad­
vanced the cost of drawing and cartage to 
war prices. In some parts of Pennsylvania 
the express companies have discontinued 
business.

The transportation of grain through the 
Erie canal, if the horse disease continues 
with the same Violence that so far has 
marked its progress, must be seriously in­
terrupted, if not entirely suspended. The 
railroads at this season of the year are 
clogged with freight, and wall be utterly 
unable to transport the grain that has hith­
erto found its way to market through the 
Erie canal, and the result will be shipments 
to New Orleans by the great rail and water 
route of the Mississippi radley.

What New Orleans needs in this emer­
gency is tonnage. Give us that, and %ve 
can handle all the grain that the natural 
course of trade and the extraordinary horse 
malady, which must obstruct business on 
the Erie canal, may send to this grand de­
pot for ocean shipments, either to Europe 
or our own seaboard cities. The grain 
trade will gradually change its course, and 
New Orleans will become the great grain 
market of the world.

The horse disease has now spread to every 
stable in the city, and symptoms of the 
contagion are visible in almost every horse 
on the street. Stage and street car lines 
•continue to lessen their trips at about eight 
o'clock. Last eveniug there w-as not a 
Broadway stage between the Battery and 
the City Hall.

This morning that thoroughfare seems to 
be almost without vehicles. Altogether it 
is calculated that about 18,000 horses are 
now affected. Animals attacked <j,ay before 
yesterday generally exhibited the worst 
features, and it seems evident that, dating 
cases from Monday.or Sunday, the crisis 
can yet hardly be said to have arrived.

The continued working of afflicted horses 
is beginning to tell in the rapid increase 
of dangerous cases. Not many deaths haY’e 
been reported as yet, but it is known that 
deaths are occurring. It is the opinion of 
“the veterinary surgeons that the distemper 
may not prove fatal, but that horses will 
suffer some time from Yveakness.

The sanitary committee reported to the 
board of health yesterday that the disease, 
though general, is not fatal or contagious.

The course of it seems to be, say an ani­
mal taking the disease on Friday appears 
sick, Saturday worse, and on Sunday the 
malady attains its climax; on Monday the 
horse improves, and on Tuesday is almost 
fit for work.

The effect on business has aot yet been 
very severely lelt, but already the cost of 
draying and cartage, in some instances, has 
risen to war prices.

C orky ' , Pa., October 25.—The horse 
malady prevails here, and express com­
panies have discontinued business.

Rochester, N. Y., October 25.—The horse 
disease shows no abatement. The weather 
is rainy and damp, and reports from various 
stables show that the horses are much 
worse than they were yesterday.

Railroad depots 
and steamship wharves are surrounded 
with Height-, lacking the means of trans­
portation by horses.

Very few 
horst s in Brooklyn escape the contagion. 
Orocers, bakers, butchers, milkmen and ic© 
men are unable to supply their customers.’

I he epidemic is making rapid strides ii* 
Jersey City, and a majority of the horses 
owned by private persons as well as public 
corporations are affected. Manufacturing 
and express companies are the greatest su? 
ferers.

In the depots of the Erie. Morris and 
Essex and Pennsylvania railroads a great 
amount of freight is awaiting transporta­
tion, and “the wharves of the large steam- 
ship lines are crowded with bales and boxes 
which can not be removed.

Boston, October 25.—Tho horse disease 
has acquired greater prevalence here to­
day, and the business streets, except for 
the crowd of pedestrians, wear a Sabbath 
day appearance. In many instances oxen 
are substituted lor horses in hauling heavy 
freight. The large express companies, 
having several horses, continue to do neces­
sary busiliess, but many smaller ones are 
compelled to suspend. A total suspensions 
of street railway travel is threatened.

Philadelphia, October 25.—No horse 
disease has as yet appeared in this city.
