The Louisiana State Lottery Company 
has filed a petition in this court praying for 
a w rit of injunction restraining Francis 
Masich from selling any lottery or combina­
tion tickets, devices, etc., within the limits 
of the State of Louisiana.

The company alleges th a t said Masich, 
since 1868, has constantly and repeatedly 
violated the franchises and privileges of 
petitioner by selling tickets of the Havana 
lottery, to the great injury and damage of 
said petitioner.

Judge Dibble ordered the w rit to issue 
upon plaintiff giving bond in the sum of 
$500.

A few days since Mr. Van Norden, presi­
dent of the Louisiana Savings Bank, pro­
posed to cash all the paper issued by the 
City Administrators, the school directors 
and the police board .'at par, and an ordi­
nance providing for the same was submitted 
to tbe Council. The ordinance passed a sec­
ond reading. At once thereafter the Caron­
delet street bears jum ped into tbe affair 
through Mr. A. Rosenberg, and through 
their efforts an injunction was obtained 
from tbe Eighth District Court.

L O S S  O F  T H E  S T E A M S H IP  V IC T O R .

S h ip  a n d  C a rg o  T o ta l  .L o s s —C r e w  a n d  
P a s s e n g e r s  a l i  S a v e d .

The steamship Victor, Captain Gates, 
from New York, sixteenth instant, for this 
port, was totally wrecked on the twenty- 
first instant at Jupiter inlet, east coast of 
Florida.

The steamship General Meade, Captain 
Sampson, from New York, nineteenth in­
stant, arrived last night w ith the passen­
gers from the Victor. The following is Cap­
tain Sampson’s report:

The steamship General Meade left New 
York October 19, with a full freight and 
passengers. Had fine weather until the 
twenty-second instant, when the wind blew 
a strong gale from southeast, w ith thick, 
rainy weather and a  rough sea. The ship 
rolled heavily and took a great deal of 
water on deck- The weather moderated on 
the tw enty third. On the twenty-fourth, 
a t 3 P. M.f when off' Jupiter inlet, was 
hailed by a  boat from shore, requesting us 

, to itop  and take on board the erew  and 
passengers ol tbe steamship Victor. Re­
ceived them ou board and proceeded on 
our voyage.

Captain Gates, of the Victor, reported 
tha t on Sunday, October 20. a t 8 I*. M., the 
ship was running along the shore, with a 
strong breeze from the eastw ard and her 
fore and aft sails set, when the shaft of her 
propeller suddenly broke off near the stern: 
entirely disabling the ship and causing her 
to take a large volume of water. The leak 
w*». partially stopped, the anchor le t go 
and seventy-live fathom* of chain payed 
out. without, however, bringing up the ship, 
she being thrown on the beach by the force 
of the wind and wave*.

The sea was «» heavy th a t act attem pt 
wa» made to land until daylight the next 
morning, when ali bands, except the cap ­
tain  and eight men, landed on the beach in 
safety. At 11 A- M., finding th a t the ship 
was beginning to break' up, and tbe sea in ­
creasing, Capt. Gates and the eight others- 
launched the only remaining boat, and suc­
ceeded in reaching the shore. Fortunately, 
no lives were lost. D uring the aftefnoon and 
evening of the twenty-first the wind and sea 
continued to increase, and a t 10 P. M. the 
ship w ent to pieces, and the fragm ents of 
the wreck and cargo- were scattered along 
the shore. Capt. Gate* reports the ship 
and cargo a total loss.

On Friday, twenty-fifth, a t 61*. M., when 
near Key W est,the General Meade spoke the 
steamship City of Austin, Capt. Eldridge, 
from Key West, bound to New York, and 
transferred the officer* and crew of the Vic­
tor to  her® The passengers came to this por^ 
on the General Meade.

POLITICAL NOTICES,

AT TE STIO *. VOTEttS®

Tlie Republican S tate Central Committee girea 
notice th a t as members of Congress are t* be voted 
for at the election to be held on MONDAY, Novem­
ber 4, 1372, tlie said election will be held under t lie 
provisionn of th e  acts of Congress approved May 31, 
1370, February 23,1371, and June 10, 1372, known as 
tbe enforcement act. 0

Under the  provisions of fhose laws, any citizen 
illegally refused registration may recover before 
tlie United States courts $500 from the reg istrar 
refusing him; and such officer is subject to a  tine 
not exceeding $500, and im prisonment fos three 
years, or both.

Any registrar who knowingly and willfully in* 
serfs fraudulent names on tlie re g isttr lint is sub­
je c t to the same penalty.

Any legal voter whose name refused by th e  re ­
g istrars can demand to vote on the day ot election, 
notw ithstanding such refusal, and the election 
officer refusing to receive his vote, after legal 
proof is ottered, shall forfeit to  him the sum of live 
hundred dollars, and shall also be fined not to ex ­
ceed live hundred dollars, or be imprisoned not ex ­
ceeding th ree years, or both.

Any election officer making a fa lse  tjount o r 
fraudulent return, shall be timid not exceeding five 
hundred dollars or be imprisoned not *xceeding 
th ree years, or both.

All persons hindering or obstructing  the regis­
tra tion  of lawful voters, or procuring fraudulent 
registration, or voting fraudulently, or procuring 
others to vote fraudulently, or procuring false 
counting or fraudulent re tu rn s  of election, are sub­
jec t to the same penalties.

These penalties can be enforced by sum m ary pro­
cess in the United S tates courts, ou information, 
by tbe United States d istrict attorney, th e  costs of 
prosecution being borne by the United States.
"It is the  intention of the State com m ittee to  

have these laws strictly  enforced.
All legally qualified voters, whose names are r e ­

fused or stricken out o f the  reg istry  list by the 
registrars, are invited to  com m unicate w ith  tlie 
executive committee.

All persons cognizant o f fraudulent nam es in ­
serted in the registry list are particu larly  request­
ed to furnish information of the  facto to  the same 
add i ess.

After the  election, inform ation ia solicited With 
regard to illegal vhting or fraudulent action on the 
p art of election officers.

It is especially im portant th a t  com m ittees of not 
less th an  ten • itizens should be formed in every 
election division to scrutinize th e  reg istry  lists, 
watch the polls on the day of election and keep an 
exact account *>f each person voting and th e ir  
color.

The S tate election Taw provides th a t  all votes 
c a s t a t a general election shall be upon one ballot, 
and shall be put in one ballot-box, in the  presence 
of the voter. The com m ittee ask tii be promptly 
informed of any infringement of these provisions.
