FEDER AL PROTKCTION TO VOTERS.

Provision-. for those w ho have been l i e .  
fused R eg istration .

The omeet's of the Republican clubs and 
the executive committees throughout the 
State should at once prepare blanks in ac­
cordance with the following forms, to be 
used in all cases where necessary.

We have reports from sevetai of the coun­
try parishes to the effect that the colored 
people encounter obstacles in getting their 
registration papers. One day, the registrar 
is absent and the office closed. Another, 
and he is out ot blanks. Again, there is a 
rush of applicants, and the business of 
registration conducted so slowly that many 
have to go away. As a rule, those thus sent 
away are not white men. Under our State 
laws, registration is absolutely necessary as 
a prerequisite to voting; hut, fortunately, 
ample provision has been made in the laws 
of Congress to prdjfect the rights of all vic­
tims of any system of favoritism that may 
be introduced into any State.

It is to be regretted that any necessity for 
an appeal from our own laws should be 
even deemed possible. A fair and impar­
tial administration of our registration and 
election statutes will secure the rights of 
every voter; but in the hands of inen who 
permit their partisan zeal to outweigh their 
sworn obligations, these laws may be made 
an engine of wrong and oppression. We 
simply desire that every voter shall have a 
fair chance, without restriction, hindrance, 
or annoyance of any sort, to vote for the 
candidates of his choice. To that end we 
give the federal law bearing on the subject, 
that our clubs may he ready, in case of 
need, to protect their interests:!
An ac t to enforce the rights of citizens of the 

United States to vote in the  several S tates of 
th e  Union and for o ther purposes.

Sec. 3. And be it  fu rth e r enacted, That when­
ever, by or under th e  au thority  of the  constitution 
or laws of any State, or the  laws of any Territori­
ally ac t is or shall be required to (he) done by any 
citizen as a prerequisite to qualify or en title him 
to Vote, the  offer of auy such citizen lo perform 
th e  ac t required to be done as aforesaid shall, if 
it fail to  be carried into execution by reason of t he 
wrongful act or omission aforesiid dr of the person 
or officer charged w ith th e  duty  of receiving oi 
perm itting such performance or offer to perform 
or action thereon, be deemed and held as a  per 
formanee in law of such act; and rtie person so offer 
lug and failing as aforesaid, and being otherwise 
qualified, shall he entitled to vote in the  same m an­
ner and to  tlie same extent as if he had in fact per­
formed such act; and any judge, inspector or 
o ther officer of election whose du ty  it  is or 
shall be to  receive, count, certify, register, 
report, or give effect to the vote of any such citi­
zen, who shall wrongfully refuse or omit to  receive, 
count, certify, register, report or give effect to the 
vote of such citizen upon the presentation by him 
of his affidavit s tating  such offer and the tim e and 
place thereof, and the name of theofficer or person 
whose duty it  w as to ac t thereon, and th a t he was 
wrongfully prevented by such person or officer 
from performing such ac t, shall, for every such 
offense, forfeit and pay the sum of $500 to the  per- 

n aggrieved thereby, to be recovered by an action 
i the  case, w ith full costs, and such allowance for 
-unsel tees as th e  court may deem just; and 

shall also for every such offense be guilty of a 
misdemeanor, and shall, on conviction thereof, be 
fined not iess th an  $5( 0, or.be imprisoned not less 
than  one m onth and not more than  one year, or 
both, a t the  discretion of the court.

kc. 8. And he i t  fu rth e r enacted, That the  dis­
tr ic t courts of th e  United States, within th e ir re­
spective districts, shall have, exclusively of the 
courts of the  several States, cognizance of all 
crimes and offenses com m itted against the  pro­
visions of th is act, and also, concurrently with 
the circuit courts of the  United States,' of all 
causes, civil and criminal, arising under th is act, 

-pt as herein otherwise provided, and the ju ris ­
diction hereby conferred shall be exercised in con­
formity w ith th e  laws a id  practice governing 
United* S tates courts; and all crimes and offenses 
committed against th e  provisions of this act may 
be prosecuted by the indictm ent of a grand ju ry , 
or In cases of crimes and offenses not infamous, the 
prosecution m .y  e ither by indictm ent or informa­
tion filed by the district attorney in a  court having 
Jurisdiction.

Nec. 23. And he it further enacted, That when­
ever any person shall he defeated or deprived of 
bis election to auy office, except elector of Presi­
dent or Vice P resident, Representative or Delegate 
in Congress,;or member of a S tate Legislature, by 
■eason of the  denial to any i itizen or citizens who 

shall offer to  vote, of the  righ t to vote, on account 
of race, color, or previous condition of servitude, 
his right to hold and enjoy such office, and th e  
emoluments thereof shall not he impaired by any 
such denial; and such person m ay bring an appro­
pria te suit or proceeding to recover possession of 
such office, and in  cases where it shall appear th a t 
the  sole question touching the title  to such office 
arises out of the  denial of the right to vote to citi­
zens who so offered to vote, on account of race, 
color or previous conditio: of servitude, such suit 
or proceeding may he institu ted  in th e  Circuit or 
D istrict Court of the United States of the circuit or 
d istrict in which such person resides. And said 
c ircu it or d istrict court shall have, concurrently 
with the State courts, jurisdiction thereof so far as 
to  determ ine th e  rights of th e  parties to such office 
by reason of the  denial of th e 'r ig h t guaranteed  by 
the fifteenth artic le of am and incut to the  constitu ­
tion of the United States, and secured by this act.

PLATFORM OF TH E REPUBLICAN  
PA R ISH  CONVENTION.

Adopted in C onvention O ctober 1 7 , JS 72
!. That the delegates of the several ward 

clubs of the Republican party of the parish 
of Orleans, Louisiana, in convention 
sembled, do congratulate our fellow citizens 
upon the evident prosperity of tlie country 
and of the Republican party, through whose 
stability the best interests of all the people 
in the land will be established upon a firi 
basis.

2. We piace onr full faith in the national 
administration of General U. S. Grant, 
President of ’the United States, and the 
great party that placed the same in power, 
believing that they understand that govern­
ments are formed for the express purpose 
of elevating mankind. We heartily indorse 
the principles embodied in the Philadelphia 
convention.

3. We are in favor of granting immediate 
relief trom ruinous and reckless expendi­
ture and intolerable taxation. We recom­
mend the nomination of such persons only 
as are pledged to retrenchment, and a com­
plete revision of our system of taxation to 
one of justice and equality.

Education; being the true 
foundation of all greatness, we are in favor 
of fostering the public schools to the fullest 
extent, so that the children of rich and poor 
alike may share the same results.

5. We. are in favor of* tlie payment of all 
lust obligations of our State and city gov­
ernments, and of a yearly reduction of the 
debt so as carefully to avoid burdening the 
people with excessive taxation,and may thus 
maintain the credit of the State and city. 
We desire that every part of our State and 
city may be traversed by railroads, securing 
to "the people easy and cheap communication 
with every part of the country. Enterprise 
and capital should, by liberai and prudent 
legislation, be invited to accomplish such 
works of internal improvement as our State ■ 
and city require.

6. That the Republican party of the State 
of Louisiana welcome to our shores all per­
sons of every nation, clime, race or color 
voluntarily seeking a home in our midst, 
and that all the rights we as citizens de 
maud f«r ourselves we freely accord to 
them.
