Laws of the United States* Passed a t the 
Second Session of the Forty-First 
Congress.

[Gexmral Nature—Ho. 137.]
An* act relative to retired officers of the 

army.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That all 
officers of the United States army who may 
hereafter be retired shall be retired upon 
the actual rank held by them at the date of 
retirement, and the thirty-second section of 
the act to increase and fix t̂he military 
peace establishment of the United States, 
approved July twenty-eighth, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty-six, is hereby repealed. 

Approved June 10, 187g.

[Genf.p.ai. Nature—No. 138. J 
An act to prevent and punish the obstruc­

tion of the administration of justice in 
the courts of the United States.
Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Congress assembled. That if 
any person or persons shall corruptly, or by 
threats or force, or by threatening letters, 
or any threatening communications, en­
deavor to influence, intimidate, or impede 
any grand or petit jury or juror of any court 
of the United States, in the discharge of his 
or their duty, or shall corruptly, or by 
threats or force, or hy threatening letters, 
or any threatening communications, influ­
ence, obstruct or impede, or endeavor to in­
fluence, obstruct, or impede the duo admin­
istration of justice therein, such person or 
persons so offending shall be liable to 
prosecution therefor by indictment, and 
shall, on conviction thereof, be pun­
ished by fine not exceeding one 
thousand dollars, or by imprisonment not 
exceeding one year, or by both, according 
to the aggravation of the offense. And if any 
person or persons shall attempt to influence 
the action or decision of any grand or petit 
juror uron any issue or matter pending be­
fore such juror, or before the jury of which 
he is a member, or pertaining to his or 
their duties, by writing or sending to him 
any letter or letters, or any communication 
in print or writing in relation to such issue 
or matter, without the order previously 
obtained of the court before which the said 
juror is summoned, such person or persons 
so offending shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor, and shall be liable to prose­
cution therefor by indictment or informa­
tion, and shall, on conviction thereof, be 
punished by fine not exceeding one thou­
sand dollars, or hy imprisonment not ex­
ceeding six months, or by both such fine_ 
and imprisonment, according to the aggra-’ 
vation of the offense.

An act to extend the provisions of an act 

entitled "An act for the final adjustment 
of private land-claims in the States of 
Florida, Louisiana, and Missouri, and for 
other purposes.”
Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
provisions of the act entitled "An act for 
the final adjustment of private land-claims 
in the States of Florida, Louisiana, and 
Missouri, and for other purposes,” approved 
June twenty-second, eighteen hundred and 
sixty, be, aiid the same are hereby, extend­
ed, and the same shall continue in force for 
a period of three years from and alter the 
passage of this act.

Sec. 2. That all persons claiming land as 
specified in the first section of said act may 
have their claims confirmed, in accordance 
with the forms and in the manner pre­
scribed. in said act, in all cases where it 
shall be satisfactorily proved that the 
claimants, and those from whom they derive 
title, have held continuous possession of the 
land claimed from the date of the cession to 
the United States of the territory out of 
which the States of Florida, Louisiana and 
Missouri were formed.

[General Nature—N o . 110.]
An act to authorize the construction of a 

bridge across the Mississippi river at or 
near the city ot Red Wing, in the State 
of Minnesota, and to establish it as a post 
road.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That it 
shall be lawful for any person or persons, 
company or corporation, being first thereto 
authorized by the legislatures of Minnesota 
and Wisconsin respectively, to build a 
bridge across the Mississippi river, at or 
near the city of Red Wing, in the State of 
Minnesota, and to lay on or over said bridge 
railway tracks for the more perfect connec­
tion of any railroads that are, or shall be, 
constructed to the said river at or opposite 

d condi-said point, under the limitations and 
tions hereinafter provided; that said bridge 
shall not interfere with the free navigation 
of said river beyond what is necessary in 
order to carry into effect the rights and 
privileges hereby granted; and in case-of 
any litigation arising from any obstruction, 
or alleged obstruction, to the free naviga­
tion ot said river, the cause may ho tried 
before the district court of the United 
States ot any State in which any portion of 
said obstruction or bridge touches.

Sec. 2. That any bridge built under the 
provisions of this act may, at the option of 
the company building the same, be built as 
a drawbridge, with a pivot or other form of 
draw, or with unbroken or continuous 
spans; provided, that if tho said bridge 
shall be made with unbroken aud continu­
ous spans, it shall not be of less elevation, 
in any case, than fifty feet above extreme 
high water mark, as understood at the 
point of" location, to the bottom chord of 
the bridge; nor shall the spans of said 
bridge be less than two hundred arid fifty 
feet in length, and the piers of said bridge 
shall be parallel with the current of the 
river, and the main span shall be over the 
main channel of the river, and not less 
than three hundred feet in length: and 
provided also, that if any bridge built 
under this act shall be constructed as a 
drawbridge, she same shall be constructed 
as a pivot drawbridge, with a draw over 
the main channel of the river at an acces­
sible and navigable point, and with spans 
of not less than one hundred and sixty feet 
in length in the clear on each side of the 
central or pivot pier of the draw; and the 
next adjoining spans to the draw shall not 
be less than two hundred and fifty feet: and 
said spans shall-not be less than thirty feet 
above low water mark, and not less than 
ten feet above extreme high water mark, 
measuring to the bottom chord of the 
bridge; and the piers of said bridge shall be 
parallel with the current of the river: and 
provided also, that said draw shall be 
opened promptly, upon reasonable signal, 
for the passage of boats; and in no case 
shall unnecessary delay occur iu opening 
the said draw during or after the passage of 
trains.

Sec. 3. That any bridge constructed un­
der this ac t, and according to its limitations, 
shall be a lawful structure, and shall be 
known and recognized as a pogt route, up­
on which, also, no higher charge shall be 
made for the transmission over the same of 
the mails, the troops, and the munitions of 
war of the United States than the rate per 
mile paid for their transportation over the 
railroads or public highways leading to the 
said bridge, and the United States shall 
have the right of way for postal telegraph 
purposes across said bridge.

Sec. 4. That all railway companies desir­
ing to use the said bridge shall have and be 
entitled to equal rights and privileges in 
the passage of the same, and in the use of 
the machinery and fixtures thereof, and of 
all the approaches thereto, under and upon 
such terms and conditions as shall be pre­
scribed by the Secretary of War, upon 
hearing the allegations and proofs of the 
parties in case they shall not agree.

Sec. 5. That the plan and specifications, 
with "the necessary drawings of said bridge, 
shall be submitted to the Secretary of War 
for his approval, and until he approve the 
plan and location of said bridge it shall not 
be built or commenced; ana should any

change be made in the plan of said bridge 
during the progress of the work thereon, 
such changes shall be subject to the ap­
proval of the Secretary of War; and alL 
changes in the construction of said bridge 
that may he directed by Congress shall bo 
made at the cost and expense ot the owners 
thereof.

Sec. 6. yhat the right to alter or amend 
this act, so as to prevent or remove all ma­
terial obstructions to the navigation of said 
river by the construction of bridges, is 
hereby expressly reserved.

An act to authorize the sale certain pub­

lic property.w
Be it enacted by the Senate and IIouso 

ot Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That tho 
Secretary of War ho, and he is hereby au- 
thorized'and directed to sell, in whole or in 
such subdivisions as sh&ll, in his opinion, 
secure the greatest amount of money, either 
by public auction or by inviting proposals 
for the purchase thereof, and in either case 
to the highest bidder, all the lands and 
tenements belonging to the United States, 
at Rome, New York; Vergennes. Vermont; 
Fayetteville, Nortli Carolina; Mount Ver­
non, Alabama, and Chattahoochee, Florida, 
notv or heretofore used for arsenal purposes, 
and known, respectively, as Rome arsenal, 
Champlain arsenal, North Carolina arsenal, 
Mount Vernon arsenal, and Apalachicola 
arsenal; also the captured lands aud 
tenements belonging to the United States 
at Shreveport, Louisiana; Marshall amt 
Jefferson, Texas; and in Marion and 
Davis counties, Texas; and a tract of forty 
acres of land, more or less, situated about two 
and one-hall miles from the present United 
States arsenal at Augusta, Georgia, which, 
comprises the site of the old United States 
arsenal and any adjoining land purchased 
by the so-called “Confederate States,-’ 
which fell to the United States as captured 
property, and which has not hitherto been, 
sola, and all the material and buildings of 
the powder-works erected by the so-called 
"confederate” government thereon; pro-0 
vided, that no sale shall be made under this 
act until the time, terms, place, aud mode 
thereof shall have been published in one of 
the principal newspapers in the city of 
Washington, in two of the principal papers 
printed at the capital of the State, and one 
paper printed in the county in which tho 
arsenal or lands to be sold are situated, for- 
the space of sixty days prior to the sale. If 
no newspaper is printed in the county 
where the property to be sold is situated, 
then the notice shall be published in a 
newspaper printed in any adjoining-county.

Sec. 2. That tho terms of payment tor the 
property above directed to be sold shall bo 
in ail cases not less than one-fourth cash, 
and the remainder on a credit of one, two 
and three years, with interest at six per 
centum per annum, secured by land and 
surety from the purchaser or purchasers; 
and the Secrrtary of War is empowered 
and required, on receiving the purchase 
money in full, to oxecute all necessary 
deeds of said property to the purchaser or 
purchasers thereof on behalf of the United 
States.

Sec. 3. That the proceeds of said sale«.., 
alter paying the necessary expenses thereof.0 
shall, upon receipt of the same, be paid by 
the Secretary of War into the treasury.

An act for the restoration to marked *)/ 

■certain lands in Michigan.
Bo it enacted by tho Senate and House *‘i* 

Representatives of tho United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That aft 
the lands remaining undisposed of in thea 
reservation made for the Ottawa and Chijv; 
pewa Indians of Michigan, by the treaty o!s 
.July thirtv-first, Eighteen hundred anit 
fifty-five, shall be restored to market by- 
proper notice, under direction of the Secre­
tary of the Interior as hereinafter provided.

Sec. 2. That said unoccupied lands shal? 
be open to homestead entry for six months 
from the passage of this act by Indians only 
of said tribes who have not made sea 
lections or purchases under said treaty, in­
cluding such members of said tribes as haves 
become oi age since the expiration of th-o 
ten years named in the treaty; and any In-, 
dian so entitled shall he permitted to make- 
his homestead entry at the local office with­
in tho six months aforesaid of not exceed­
ing one hundred and sixty acres, or onto 
quarter section of minimum, or eighty acres 
of double minimum laud, on making proper 
proof of-liis right under such rules as may* 
be prescribed by the Secretary of the In­
terior; provided, that the (collector of cus­
toms for the district in which said land is 
situated is hereby* authorized, and it is 
made his -duty to seleet for such minor 
children as would be entitled under this 
law as heirs of any Indian.

Sec. 3. That ali actual, permanent bona 
fide settlers oil any of said lands who set­
tled prior to the first day of January, eight­
een hundred aud seventy-two, sliali bo en­
titled to enter either under the homestead 
laws or to pay for at the minimum or the 
double minimum price, as the eaee may be, 
not exceeding one hundred and sixty acres 
to'the former or eighty acres of tho latter 
class of land on making proof of his settle., 
ment and continued residence before tho 
expiration of six months from the passage 
of this act.

Sec._4. That all selections by Indium? 
heretofore made and regularly reported
and recognized as valid and proper -by the 
Secretary of the Interior and Commissioner 
of Indian Affairs, shall be patented to the 
respective Indians making the same; aud 
all sales heretofore made and reported 
where the same are regular and not in cone 
llict with such selections, or with any other 
valid adverse right, except the •United 
States, are hereby confirmed, and patents 
shall i;ssue thereon as in other cases accord­
ing fio law.

Sec. 5. That immediately after the siao 
piration of said six months, the Secretary 
shall proceed to restore the remaining lands 
to market by public notice of not less than 
thirty days, and after such restoration they 
shall be subject to the general laws governs 
ing the disposition ol the public lands of' 
tho United States; provided, that none of 
the lands herein mentioned shall be subject 
to or taken under any grant of lands for 
public works or improvements, or by any 
railroad company.

An act to refund duties paid on goedss 

wares and merchandise remaining in 
bead or store on tho first day of August,, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That when­
ever it shall he shown to the satisfaction of 
the Secretary of the Treasury that parties 
are entitled -to refund of duties paid on 
goods, wares, and merchandise remaining 
in public stores or bonded warehouses on 
the first day of August, eighteen hundred 
and seventy-two, under the provisions of 
the eighth section of the act approved June 
six, eighteen hundred and seventy-two, en­
titled “An act to reduce duties on imports 
and to reduce interna; taxes, and for other 
purposes,” it shall be the duty of tho Sec­
retary of the Treasury to draw his warrant 
upon the Treasurer, directing said Treas­
urer to refund the same c.ut of any money 
in the treasury not otherwise appropriated.

[General Nature—No. 144.]
An act to repeal so much of section six of an 

a c t  entitled "An act making appropria­
tions for the support of the army for the 
year ending June thirtieth, eighteen hun­
dred and seventy, and for other purposes,’’ 
approved March third, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-nine, as prohibits promotions in 
the Engineer department of the army.
Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That so 
much of section six of an act entitled "An 
act making appropriations for the support; 
of the army for the year ending June thir 
tieth, eighteen hundred and seventy, aud 
for other purposes,” approved March third, 
eighteen hundred aud sixty-nine, as prohib­
its promotions and new appointments iu the 
Engineer department be. and the same Is 
hereby repealed; provided, that nothing 
herein contained shall authorize promotion 
in said department above the grade of col­
onel.
