J. P. Harrison vs. New Orleans, Jackson 

and Great Northern Railroad Company.— 
From the record* ia this case the faclsnre 
as follows:

In 1808 the plaintiff tua<le a written con­
tract with the company, whereby the iatter 
agreed to furnish transportation to the city 
for a period of five years of all brick which 
should be manufactured by Harrison at 
some point on the line of the road, in the 
State of Louisiana.

In pursuance of this agreement Harrison 
entered into contracts with parties in New 
Orleans for-the delivery of large quantities 
of brick, from time to time, during the 
above period of three years; ar.d. further­
more, established brickyards on the line of 
the road, about fifty miles from the city. 
For about two months the company fulfilled 
its obligations, but thereafter, for three 
years, failed to furnish either the required 
or regular transportation to plaintiff, owing, 
it is alleged, to an extraordinary pressure 
of business, in  consequence thereof Har­
rison was unable to fill his contracts ac­
cording to agreement, his stock accumu­
lated on his hands, sales were lost, and 
eventually he was compelled at the end of 
three years to cease further manufacture, 
owing to the lack of means for disposing of 
his brick, as above set forth.

lie then instituted suit in the Seventh 
District Court, setting forth the facts here­
in related, ami claiming $1(10,000 as actual 
and consequential damages arising from 
loss of trade and of profits which would 
have accrued had he been able to pursue 
his business to its full extent.

The case was tried during the last term, 
and decided by Judge Coliens, who has 
rendered a Ic-ngthy written opinion, award­
ing Harrison $33,000 as actual damages, 
but ignoring his claim for consequential 
damages, on the ground that his supposed 
loss through the stoppage of business could 
not be estimated fairly nor based upon any 
calculation.

Eighth District Court.

T he W re c k  o f  Die V ic to r.
Tiie New York World of Saturday con­

tains the following report, which presents 
some additional details:

The officers and crew of the steamer 
Victor, which sailed from this city to New 
Orleans October 16, and was wrecked off 
the Florida coast on the twenty-ninth, ar­
rived in the City of Austin yesterday. The 
disaster was fortunately not accompanied 
by loss of life, but the sufferers tell a pitiful 
story of hardships which required robust 
constitutions to survive. The vessel had 
passed Cape Ilatteras on the eighteenth, 
auu on the twenty-ninth Cape Canavaral. 
The wind at that time was blowing hard 
from tiie east, but no one suspected any 
reason for disaster, when, about eight iu 
.’ue evening, two hours after making Jupiter 
Ligiit. the shaft broke off' as if severed by 
some sudden blow even with the stuffing- 
box. and the vessel began filling rapidly.

The pumps were immediately manned 
an<l sails set, but notwithstanding all their 
efforts there, was soon three l'eet of water 
in the hold. They succeeded finally in 
stopping the part of the leak which was in 
sight, but the vessel then struck bottom, 
and continued bumping about in a heavy 
sea til! completely filled with water. The 
rest of the night was spent in making prep­
arations for getting to shore. At daybreak 
the vessel broke in two amidships, but they 
succeeded in lowering a boat and running a 
line to the shore. The morning was spent 
iu landing the women and children, and by 
two in tiie afternoon all were salely on 
shore, with no loss of life, although three 
boats swamped ia making the pass­
age from the wreck to the shore. Their 
troubles had not begun, however. 
Their refuge was a barren strip of 
sand, and almost their sole dependence 
for provisions was the wreck they had 
abandoned. This a boat’s crew succeeded 
in visiting that afternoon and brought otf 
some ship’s stores, but the vessel broke up 
in the night, and by morning nothing but 
her chimneys and "cylinders could be seen 
off shore. The night was one of fearful 
suffering. The only protection from the 
gale was a few pieces of canvas under 
which the women and children huddled in 
vain re rch for warmth. The storm, in­
stead of abating, increased in violence till 
tiie twenty-third, when it moderated. On 
the afternoon of the twenty-fourth the 
steamer General Meade took them off, and 
the next day they fell in wfith the City of 
Austin, which brought the officers and crew 
to this port, tiie passengers proceeding to 
New Orleans. The vessel amt cargo are a 
total loss.

The following is the captain's official re­
port of the loss of the steamship Victor;

The steamship Victor, G. Gates, master, 
left New’ York on Wednesday, October 11, 
for New Orleans; ou Friday, at 8 A. SI.* 
passed Cape Ilatteras; Sunday, strong 
breezes from east northeast? at 12 M. passed 
Cape Canaveral; at 6 P. M. made Jupiter 
light: at 8; 10 the light bearing west, broke 
the shaft even with the stuffing box; the, 
ship commenced to fill rapidly; ship head­
ing oil southeast under fore and alt sails; 
deepened the water from thirteen to four­
teen fathoms; at this time the* ship had 
three feet of water in her. with every avail, 
able pump at work; about this time (nine 
o'clock) ••succeeded in stopping most of the 
leak that was in sight: let go the port anchor 
in eight fathoms of water, and payed out to 

ity fathoms without bringing tier up, 
wiit-u she struck bottom, unshackled the 
chains to seventy-five fathoms and set the 
head sails, and she continued to pound un­
til she was full oi' water, the sea making a 
clean breach over her. The balance of rhe 

was spent in making every prepara­
tion for getting on shore. At daylight she 
was broken in two amidships: got a boat 
down under her lee and succeeded iu get­
ting a line on shore, there being two men 
on the Leach from the lighthouse. We first 

the women and children on shore and 
then the men; at ‘2 P. M. all hands were 
safe on -bore, after swamping three boats 
in the breakers. At five o'clock, the water

Friday at half-past six, twelve mil*?s east of 
Key West foil in with steamship City of 
Austin, Captain Thomas Eldriiige, who very 
kindly took myself, officers and crew on 
board »nd brought us to this port.

The passengers proceeded to New Orleans 
on the Genera! Meade. And now, in behalf 
of mdseif, officers and crew. I wish to return 
mv sincere thanks to Captain Eldridge and 
officers ot the steamship City of Austin, aud 
Captain Sampson aud officers of the steam­
ship General Meade, who did everything in 
their power to make us as comfortable as 
possible.

There will doubtless be rich developments 
at the trial.

Chaliis has been promised all the aid he 
desires, and it is the general opinion that 
they can not escape. Their counsel has ad­
vised them to plead guilty on the charge of 
sending obscene matter through the mails, 
as punishment for this offense will he much 
lighter than tor criminal libel and attempted 
blackmail in case of Chaliis. The publica­
tion o f the Beecher slander has caused great 
indignation against them, and removed all 
sympathy, except of a few free lovers and 
some of their personal friends.

The party who printed their paper will 
probably turn State’s evidence.

W a sh in g to n , November 6.—Those who 

have conversed with the President and his 
more intimate friends in Washington dur­
ing the past month will remember that they 
uniformly predicted such a result of the 
presidential election as has just occurred. 
They seemed to possess data from gentle­
men in different parts of the country which 
justified them in their hopes and prospects 
now fully realized.

The President To-day received calls of 
congratulation, in addition to numerous 
telegrams of greeting, and also announcing 
results. He expressed thanks to ids guests 
for these manifestations of friendship, and, 
apart fr om the political principles involved, 
said he was gratified that the people had 
vindicated his private character, which had 
been assailed during the canvass.

That there will be at least one change in 
the Cabinet at the commencement of the 
next presidential term there is no question. 
It is known that Secretary Fish has repeat­
edly expressed his wish to he relieved from 
the position of Secretary of State. This de­
sire will be gratified at the end of the pres­
ent term. There is a probability of a 
change of Attorney General. Judge Wil­
liams recently remarked to some friends 
that, although he Could have been elected 
Senator front Oregon, he declined being a 
candidate in order that he might remain in 
his present office.

There is good reason for stating that any 
remarks with regard to other members of 
the Cabinet would be mere speculation, 
but if may be said -that the commissions.of 
all of them will expire on the close of the 
present term, thus necessitating new com­
missions to those, serving as Cabinet offi­
cers after the fourth of March next.

It is too early to anticipate the President’s 
action in the future reforms and measures 
of the administration, further than his inti­
mation to-day that he will so shape his offi­
cial conduct as to meet the expectations of 
the country and to unite the people in tho 
strongest bonds of peace, while by all means 
in his power promoting their Welfare at 
home and abroad.

most remarkable in the history of the coun­
try."

The Tribune gives Grant 232 electoral 
votes at the lowest, and seventy-eight lor 
Greeley, with the rest doubtful. There is 
scarcely a parallel, it says, in the complete­
ness of the rout and triumph.

It argues that Liberalism could not with­
stand the enormous outlays of money ex­
pended by the Republicans in tbe canvass. 
General Grant now has four years more 
power, with heavy congressional majori­
ties, and in whatever reform lie may seek 
to effect, he will have the aid of tiie Tri- 
banc.

The Wnrhl places Grant's popular ma­
jority at 300.000. It says the defeat is due 
to the Democracy surrendering to Greeley; 
that the demoralization consequent upon 
New York ring speculations ot a year or 
two ago disheartened the party and caused 
the nomination at Baltimore; that the party 
had not recovered in time from the Tam­
many taint to do anything until too late.

The Times gives Grant 300 electoral 
votes, Greeley only 43, with the balance 
doubtful.

The Tribune, commenting on the result, 
says : “ The Liberal Republican strength in 
North Carolina, Vermont and Maine was 
nearly neutralized by the Democrats who 
would not eat ‘ crow ’ when they got five to 
to twenty dollars for not eating it.”
