To ihe City Council of New Orleans:

A d m in istr a to r s—The vote on the: loan 
ordinance at the last meeting of the Coun­
cil seemed to cast ujion wo the responsibili­
ty of deciding whether the ordinance should 
go into effect or not. in declaring the: ordi­
nance adopted I stated that i would give 
wy reasons for my decision, whatever it 
wight he, at the next meeting, and tjbat I 
should decide as soon as possible to prevent 
the scandal which might arise from specu­
lations in city paper during a delay. I 
was therefore much gratified, immediately 
after the adjournment, by a visit frojn the 
large number of very intelligent' and 
respectable citizens who bad attended tbe 
meeting of the Council and remonstrated 
against the passage ot the ordinance. They 
wished me to veto the ordinance, and pre­
sented the following specific objections to 
it, enforcing those objections by argument 

at considerable length;
1. That :t was improper for the Council 

to adopt so important a measure so near the 
end of its official term of office.

That the action was hasty.
•i. That it was illegal.
1. That it converted non-interest bearing 

obligations into an interest bearing debt.
That the terms arc too onerous and that 

better could be obtained; that proposals 
ought to be advertised forso that all parties 
might have a lair chance at the loan. !

That the securities given the bank are 
too much for the amount loaned.

J . Thai the bank La* been purchasing a 
Jarge amount of city obligations whiijli are 
ti* be taken up under the ordinance, and 
that it'will make a large sunt of monjey by 
the operation.

tf. That the ordinance allows the bajnk to 
decide to which city creditors the $125)000 
cash per month shall be paid.

IE Tllat it does great injustice to kilder* 
ot bond certificates in postponing for 4 year 
•he cop version of the certificates intjo the 
gold interest bearing bonds by allowing the 
bank a year to negotiate the sale Of the 
bonds.

•0. That the bank is a new* institution, 
with a small capital, and that it dbei not. 
therelore, afford guarantees for the sjafety 
of so large an amount ot collateral securi­
ties as the city places iu its hands.

1 r. That the proposed loan will be inade­
quate to place the city on a cash basis!

These arc all the objections those gientle* 
men had to suggest. They embrace cub. 
stantially all that I have heard urged or 
that I have been able to find, either against 
the adoption of the ordinance by the present 
Council or against the measure itself.!

Before proceeding to discuss the merits 
or demerits of the measure, let U3 seei what 
it is. It ha* been misrepresented to the 
public. .Several’of the gentlemen remon­
strants admitted that they had hot re 
ordinance, arid their remarks abc

regard to its provisions.

be obtained from other parties upon the 
same terms, and these are all that the city 
can offer to others. This bank is enabled 
to make the terms as easy as thev are by 
other advantages which cost the city 
nothing, but which are valuable to the 
bank, viz.: the extension of the bank's term 
as fiscal agent and negotiation of the loan. 
The former the bank already has for two 
years by law and the latter for six months 
by an existing contract. ■ Until-the expir­
ation of these periods the agency could not 
he taken from the bank or given to 
another. The fiscal agent exists by law of 
the legislature and pays nothing to the city 
for its position, and it matters little to the 
city what bank holds it so long as the hank 
selected performs its functions and the city’s 
funds are safe in its keeping. It is but just 
that the bank shcyihl have an extension of 
time as negotiator of the loan, so as to reap 
the benefit of tbe city's credit, which it is 
belie ved will be greatly enhanced by its res­
toration to a cash basis by means of this loan 
nowT made to the city. Although it is as­
serted that a loan might be obtained upon 
better terms, no one except this bank has 
made any proposal, though everybody has 
known tbe extreme wants of the city for 
months past.

Tfie next objections, that the ordinance 
did not specify who should decide to whom 
the monthly cash payments should he 
made, and the complaint of the injustice 
done the holders of convertible certificates 
by the postponement of their conversion a 
year, seemed well founded. I called upon 
tho hank for a reply to these objections, and 
tbe answer of Mr. Van Worden, hereto ap 
pended, removes the objections and sets 
those matters right.

The objection that the hank is a new and 
weak bank would be important if it were 
borrowing from the city instead of lending. 
It is sufficiently strong, so far as the city is 
concerned, if it furnishes the money as it 
stipulates to do. And there is no danger of 
embezzlement of the securities placed in its 
hands. It can not run away with the mar­
kets, and the bonds are not w-ortk as much 
as the amount o? money loaned on them.

The last objection to be considered is that 
the loan is inadequate to place the city on 
a cash paying basis. I believe that it is 
adequate, if the ordinance be carried into 
full effect. It pays off $ 150,000 of the 
$800,000 of city obligations now outstand­
ing, leaving only $350,000 receivable I'oi 
taxes. I have no means of knowing how 
many police and school warrants there are 
out. They arc estimated at $350,000. I 
believe they are less. Add for police and 
school warrants and certificates on existing 
contracts, etc., allowed to be issued by ex­
ception in the ordinace, $150,000 a month 
for four-months, $600,000. Add also the, 
amount out as before stated, $350,000, and 
we have a total of $1,300,000.

Taxes and licenses, iu the meantime, pro- 
duce at least $2,000,000. The $125,000 cash 
per month is running into debt so much, 
and it is amply sufficient to meet necessary 
expense* not otherwise provided for until 
next year’s tax is due and collectible. 
Meantime, the outstanding appropriation 
certificates, police and school warrants not 
provided for by tbe loan and those to be 
issued under the exception in the ordi­
nance, will necessarily be raised nearly or 
quite to par.

I approved of the ordinance and signed 
and promulgated it because it affords way: 
and means to nut the city on a cash payin; 
basis; because the interest paid for tbe 
money is low. the securities required rea­
sonable and sa fe ; because it save* the city 
$40,600 to $50,009 a month, which it i

The first objection of the remonstrants to 
this movement is one of propriety or taste, 
and as such it can not be discussed: 1 ut it 
may be| examined as a question of official 
right or duty. If the measure be a bad one 
it should not be adopted at all; if a (good 
one, and, in the judgment of the Council, 
promotive of the best interests of thejeity, 
and within the scope of their powers.ithey 
should jadopt it, though at the last hojir of 
their official existence. They should sict iu 
such a Imattcr as though they were to have 
the enre ol' the city's interests and to be re­
sponsible for its governmental welfare in­
definitely. In this objection, and in the 
allegation of haste there is the covert 
implication that the Couucil desires some 
individual advantage by tho transaction, 
and that their successors will be more-com­
petent than they are to judge, of tbe njeees- 
sity or (expediency of the measur? in |ues- 
tion.

Tho ordinance was before the public and 
under consideration by the Council a week 
before it was adopted.

_ Some time after the close of the last ses­

sion of the Legislature I was waited upon 
by Dr. J. J. Hayes, who presented to me a 
slip, on which was printed what purported 
to be a law, giving to him the exclusive 
privilege, as before recited, a note attached 
to the act stating it to have become a law 
by the failure of the Governor to return it 
to the Legislature within the period pre­
scribed by the constitution, the doctor taking 
the opportunity to urge upon me immediate 
compliance with its pro\idons.
