W a sh in g t o n , November 12.—The Presi­
dent has pardoned Appleton A. M. Smith, 
who was taken to Fort Warren in 1861, it 
being alleged tbat, as a ship agent in N 
York, he had aided in fitting out vessels en­
gaged in the slave trade. From the fort he 
was transferred to the Boston jail, and 
while legal proceeding were pen «ling! 
escaped, and ever since has been a fugitive' 
About a year ago a paper was signed bv a 
large number of gentleman, asking the 
President to pardon him, accompanied by 
documents tending to show his innocence of 
the charge.

The presence of auriferous metal in Vir­
ginia, in the neighborhood of the Potomac, 
Rappahannock and other streams, as well as 
the foot hills of the Blue Ridge, has Ion 
been known, but the location of a promi­
nent quartz mine and reef has not been 
thoroughly demonstrated until lately. For 
a year past, parties of experience have been 
engaged in developing a mine near Kel­
ley’s Ford, five miles from Rappahannock 
station, in the neighborhood of the well- 
known placer deposits. They have found a 
series of gold bearing veins, located on a 
mound three quarters of a mile from the 
river.

The surface of the rock of decomposed 
quaitz bears a strict re:emblance to one 
taken out in the richest districts of Cali­
fornia. A shaft, eighty feet deep, cuts 
three veins at the depth of fifteen, forty- 
five and 'seventy-five feet, yielding rock 
worth from $60 to $100 per ton. The 
deposit seems to be a basin of veins, show­
ing free gold with carbonates, and not 
sulphates. Three tunnels are now being 
worked through rich rock, and everything 
gives evidence of permanency.

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue 
estimates the receipts of the bureau lor the 
present fiscal year at $105,000,000, or $30,- 
000,000 less than last year, with a natural 
increase annually of three per cent. The 
receipts of the first qnartcr were larger 
than those subsequently collected, being 
accumulations on account ot past indebted­
ness and other causes. So far as the bureau 
is aware, both the tobacco and tlie spirits 
interests are satisfied writh the law of Con­
gress, and therefore there is no reason to 
believe that any modification of it will be 
recommended, unless in the manner of ad­
ministration and reorganization of the dis­
tricts in order to render the system more 
compact and to reduce expenses, nor is it 
probable the tariff act will undergo any 
material changes.

Official Statement of Boston Banks—No 
Feeling of Despondency—Fort Hill for 
Shoe and Leather Dealers—Relief 
Pouring In—Insurance Companies Will 
Pay in Full—Search for Missing Fire­
men—Incendiaries « t W ork—Opening 
Passages Through the Streets—Losses 
by Insurance Companies—Word* and 
Deeds of Sympathy.

B o sto n , November I?.—The following 
official statement in regard to Boston banks 
was forwarded to-day to Secretary Bout- 
well, at Washington:

Seven banks were burned by the fire. 
All have recovered their cash assets, and 
will immediately resume business. J have

to-day. They all agree that their total 
loss will not exceed half of their surplus of 
$12,000,000. An excellent feeling prevails.

All quiet to-night. A strong military 
patrol guards all the approaches to the 
burnt district. The city is stiil m darkness, 
the gas not having been let on. Weather 
thick and rain falling.

The only bank that failed to- settle at the 
clearing house to-day was the Freeman’s 
The bonus, gold ana money of this bank 
were found in the safe all right, but the 
notes were destroyed. This caused tempo­
rary suspension. The bank resumed busi­
ness at noon to day.

There is no feeling of despondency iu this 
city, but a disposition is everywhere mani­
fested by business men to meet their re­
verses manfully and confront them.

At a meeting of the Shoo and Leather 
Association to-day, John Cummings pre­
sided. A committee was appointed to 
secure from the city government the Fort 
Hill property, now vacant of buildings, on 
which to erect warehouses and resume 
business.
i At a meeting of the Board of Relief 

Governor Parham of Maine was present, 
and tendered the sympathy of that State, 
ivith offers of assistance from the citizens. 
Numerous other cheering reports were 
made.

Naylor A Co. of Liverpool sent in a 
cheek for $5090 through their Boston house. 
Jordan, Marsh & Co, donated $10,000 
through Chief Damerelt for the benefit of 
the firemen.

It is understood that Postmaster Burt is 
endeavoring to make some arrangement 
with the trustees of the old South Church 
to allow it to be temporarily used as a post- 
office until the office on Devonshire street 
is completed. Many dry goods houses that 
burned out have already opened in new 
quarters.

The Boston mutual insurance companies 
will ali pay in full, and the average pay­
ments will reach fifty per cent, as previously 
announced.

A considerable quantity of rain fell last 
nigbtand to-day.

The night passed yff quietly, and the the­
atres were all closed. Strong military 
patrols were continued to-day.

Fears are entertained that six persons 
lost their lives by the falling walls ot Weeks 
&, Potter’s drug store, Sunday morning, 
four of them being firemen. Assistant Fore­
man William Terry and D. C. Cochrane, of 
Hook and Ladder Company No. 4 are be­
lieved to be two of the number, as they 
have been missing since. Search will be 
made for the bodies to day.

The iact that incendiaries are about is 
manifested by an attempt made last night 
to fire the stable of North & Fisher, on 
Dudley street, Boston Highlands. The slabs 
were taken off in the rear of the stable and 
hay stuffed between them and the ceiling 
set on tire. Fortunately the fire was dis­
covered before it made much headway, and 
was extinguished.

Another incendiary fired the rear of a 
dwelling house on Conant street. It was 
tiiso put out witn little damage.

Last evening several men and boys were 
discovered piling wood against a wooden 
house i n Heirce street, and had kindled a 
fire wh- n the police arrived and arrested sev­
eral of 1 he ruffians. Two-thirds of the num­
ber am the ringleaders escaped, but they 
are wei known to the police.

At n n to-day all the barrooms were 
closed by order of the mayor, and the mili­
tary guard is forming a cordon about the 
burnt district, and no person is allowed to 
pass without a military permit. The mili­
tary rule is a precautionary measure, by re­
quest of tbe may r,

The work of • oening passages through 
the streets of the burnt district, was renewed 
with vigor to-day. At least 1000 laborers 

ave been engaged; nearly all the fire en- 
ines have been withdrawn, except those 

employed in cm ling tho ruins, beneath 
which iron safes are buried, which are be- 

dug out, all over the region swept by 
he flames. The sales of the Hope Insurance 

Company and hob s of Simmons estate, have 
been opened and t->eir contents found' in 
good condition.

Exploring parties are at work in various 
localities clearing away the ruins and 
searching for bodies of missing firemen.

The members of Hook and Ladder Com­
pany No. 4 are looking for the body of their 
assistant foreman, who disappeared Sun­
day morning, and a gang of men are also at 
work among the ruins of Weeks & Potter’s 
store, iu search of bodies supposed to be 
there.

The insurance companies, at a meeting 
to-day, appointed a committee to wait on 
the Governor and request him to call an ex­
tra session of the Legislature, with a view 
of preserving their charters and keeping 
the business at home.

A meeting of the citizens of Boston at 
Tremont Temple is called for noon to 
morrow.

Tables relating to insurance give the 
number ot companies doing business in 
Boston at ninety-five. The total capital of 
these companies is $38,025,000. The com- 

anies having small amounts at risk and 
ast admitted will pay their policies in full. 

The Boston companies will pay twenty to 
100 per cent, or an average of fifty per cent 
of the amount of their risks.

B osto n , November 11, Midnight.—Steam 
engines are busy to-night playing on the 
debris. All tlie streets leading thereto are 
strictly guarded. Although the city is 
dark and gloomy, there being no gas, large 
crowds hover in the vicinity of the ruins.

N e w  Y'o r k , November 12.—Papers here 
take a more cheerful view as to tho result, 
financially and otherwise, of tlie Boston 
fire. In the shoe and leather trade there is 
a prevailing impression that no harmful re­
sults to the trade can follow, as prices were 
at a very low point before the fire. 8evera_ 
Boston men are already here, who have 
bought new.stocks. and~will rebuild imme­
diately.

In tbe wool trade it is stated none of th: 
New York houses are disastrously affected 
The actual sufferers will be the public at 
large, as all kinds of woolen goods will be 
advanced in price, it is expected, from 
thirty to forty per eent. Several New York 
firms are congratulating themselves upon 
the necessary deflection of the wool trade 
from Boston to New York.

Several New York detectives have gone 
to Boston to aid the authorities there iu ar­
resting New York thieves.

The Bulletin says of the wool market, 
that dealers here recently sold heavily to 
Boston merchants, but tb.e wool is still 
mostly held here, or is in transit, thus escap­
ing destruction.

Only a small amount of Boston?paper on 
account of wool transactions is held here, 
and no fears are entertained that other than 
an extension of time will be necessary on 
maturing bills. A partial suspension of the 
wool trade for a week is expected until in­
surance balances are perfected, when the 
market will be more active than before the 
lire. In the dry goods trade, the same paper 
says, there is much confusion and uncer­
tainty, owing to the non-reception of letters 
from Boston, bnt no great uneasiness is 
manifested. In the hide and leather trade 
there is an entire absence of any panicky 
feeling, and the general impression is that 
tho market will simply remain steady.

In the boot and shoe trade no crisis is an­
ticipated, the sentiment being that all 
Boston dealers are Btiil in good standing 
and only an extension of time will be neces­
sary. Boston, buyers who appeared here 
yesterday, were cheerfully given all the 
credit they asked for.

B osto n” November 12, 3 A. M.—The 
streets are dow  perfectly quiet. Two h u n ­
dred anil fifty mounted soldiers patrol the 
streets, and no one not having official au­
thority from the commandant is permitted 
to pass the lines of infantry. One man who 
attempted to enter a store on Winter street, 
who refused to leave after being repeatedly 
ordered awav. started to run when about 
to be arj-este'd, and was shot by one of the 
guards.

Extensive lines of hose are stretched all 
over the ruins, and engines are stationed at 
almost every hydrant, ready at a moment’s

At points where persons are known t& 
ha\e been buried in the ruins, they are be­
ing cooled with water preparatory to dig­
ging out the corpses of the victims.

FOREIGN.
Narrow Escape of tlie Helvetia—London 

Press Oil llie Boston Fire—Expressions 
of .Sympathy—National Assembly—New 
Political Combination—Elections for 
Grand Council—Tiic Government Sits- 
taineil.

London, November 12.—The steamship 
Helvetia, which sailed from New Yoik 
October 23, for London, encountered sever© 
weather when nearing tho English coast, 
on Friday last, and while off Portland her 
machinery broke. She succeeded, however, 
in reaching tho Isle of Wight, when she 
became unmanageable and drifted rapidly 
toward tho French coast.

As Cherbourg came in sight tho anxiety 
of the officers became very great; they were 
unable to regain control over the steamer’s 
m ivements, and were in danger of being 
driven on shore. When within a few miles 
of Cherbourg they threw up rockets ami 
made other signals of distress, but they 
were not noticed on shore.

Fortunately tho wind changed, and the 
steamer began to run before it down the 
channel. The steamer Ethel came to her 
assistance, and, while trying to give her a 
tow, ran into a boat which had been 
launched by the Helvetia. The boat was 
crushed to pieces, one man killed and two- 
injured. The Helvetia was finally towed 
into Falmouth, arriving there to-day.

The Norwegian bark Dagmar, which 
sailed from Nesv Y'ork for Queenstown, for 
orders, October 19, was abandoned at sea 
on tbe eighth instant, in a sinking condi­
tion. The crew was rescued by the crew ol 
the steamship Idaho, after much difficulty, 
by means ol' life boats, and landed them at 
Queenstown last evening.

Ail the London morning papers express* 
the deepest sympathy for the sufferers by 
the conflagration in Boston. They attribute 
the great disaster to tlie bad management 
of the fire department, police and municipal 
authorities of that city.
