The returning board met again yesterday, 
pursuant to adjournment. Present, Gov­
ernor Warmoth, General Herron and Sena­
tor Lynch. Lieutenant Governor Pinch- 
back. also a member of the board, but a 
candidate for member of Congre-j from t 
State at Urge, was also present, as was 
C'hiet Justice Ludeling, and several others. 
The oath of office was administered to 
Messrs. Warmoth, Lynch and Herron by 
the Chief Justioe. A motion was then sub­
mitted to the effect that Mr. Pinchback was 
disqualified in consequence of his being a 
candidate. The latter consulted with Judge 
Ludeling upon the matter, who gave it as 
his opinion that candidacy operated as a 
disqualification. Thereupon Mr. Pinchback 
signified his acquiescence and determina 
tion not to act as a member, and retired 
from the board. A formal motion was then 
made by Mr. Lynch that Messrs. Anderson 
and Pinchback be both declared disquali­
fied, which was carried.
• General Herron then moved that James 

Longstreet and Jacob Hawkins be elected 
to fill the vacancies. This motion the chair­
man of the board. Governor YYTarmoth, de­
clined to put. Instead, however, he asked 
a bystander to call in Colonel Jack Whar­
ton, but simultaneously General Herron put 
the motion himself, and lie and Senator 
Lynch voted for it.

By thi3 time Colonel Wharton entered 
the room, and presented a commission 
signed by the Governor appointing him 
Secretary of State in place of Herron, of 
which the following is a copy:

this my order removing F. J. Herron from the office 
ot Secretary of S tate, and do hereby appoint Jacob 
W harton to discharge the duties of said office.

While tbis proceeding wus taking place. 
General Herron moved that the boaid ad­
journ until the next day at twelve o'clock, 
which motion was carried in the same man­
ner that the preceding one had been. Her­
ron then left the room, and was shortly 
afterward followed by Lynch, who tool: 
with him the minutes. Governor Warmoth 
andrCblonel Wharton then proceeded to fill 
the two vacancies by appointing Messrs. F. 
H. Hatch and Durant DuPonte to be mem­
bers. They were sworn in by Judge Cooley. 
What transpired subsequently at that place 
wo are not informed, as our reporter fol­
lowed the retiring members, who, with 
Messrs. Hawkins and Longstreet, imme­
diately proceeded to organize in another 
place, where the two latter were sworn in 
by Chief Justice. Ludeling, and a formal or­
ganization wa» effected. Thus in a very 
short time there were two returning boards, 
duly organized according to their respective 
theories, and a fair case was presented for 
an appeal to the court of prerogative writs.

A petition raa prepared at once, reciting 
the materia! fasts in the case, and praying 
for an injunction restraining Messrs. Whar­
ton. DaPonto and Hatch from attempting 
o exercise the functions of members of the 

board, or in any manner interfering with 
Messrs. Herron, Hawkins and Longstreet. 
General Badger. Chief of Police, was also 
injoined from interfering with his officers. 
Judge Dibble was soon found and the order 
promptly signed.

The case turns upon the point whether 
the Governor is authorized to remove the 
Secretary of State upon the certificate of 
the Auditor that hi* accounts as tax col­
lector are unsettled—that there remain* 

small balance against him. Wo 
have never hearu that any gudi* 
cial demand has ever been made upon 
Herron to pay the $1100 alleged to be 
due. Perhaps be has » legal defease, or 
thinks betas, in which case he is entitled 
to a trial and an opportunity to pay, if be 
really owes anything. But we think it has 
not been established that he is a defaulter 
at all. And it i» not the province of the 
Auditor or the Governor to pronounce 
judgment apd enforce a penalty upon any 
person for at, alleged offense, especially 
where a doubt may exist a* to any culpa­
bility at all.

There was some comment last evening 
upon the character of the appointees. Many 
contended that in ease it became the duty 
of the Governor to reconstruct the return­
ing board, he- should have selected non­
partisan*—gentlemen like L. F. Genere*, 
J. H. Oglesby. Alfred Moulton, B. r . 
Eschleman. Thomas A Adam*, or men of 
that class, who »r« not committed by their 
persona! association* to any of the candi­
dates. and who are not in politic*.

The statement of the Tuna, in its article*
