H. Benners did combine; conspire and con­
federate together with three or more f**- 
aons, whose names are unknown to this 
affiant, to print and circulate to the voters 
in this State previous to and on the day of 
a general election held throughout the State 
of Louisiana, tickets which had been de­
vised, concerted and planned to deceive 
and impose upon the ignorant and illiter­
ate voters, and caused many of them 
to vote for, at said election, candi­
dates for electors of President and 
Vice President of the United States 
against their will and contrary to their de­
sire and intention, Aud this affiant further 
states that on Tuesday, the filth, Wednes­
day. the sixth, and Thursday, the seventh 
instant, at the city aforesaid, the said Ben­
ners did fraudulently and illegally conspire, 
combine and confederate with various per­
sons, to this affiaut unknown, to devise and 
print, and did print, 5000 counterfeits in the 
similitude of the Republican ticket, which 
h id  been printed, voted by the Republican 
voters of this State; and did fraudulently 
aud designedly deliver said ticket to persons 
unknown, to be used in stalling the ballot- 
boxes now in process of being counted at 
the Mechanics’ Institute, contrary to pro-

isions of act of Congress, in such cases 
made and provided.

The day »as particularly bright, and as 

the sun shone through the finely stained 
glass windows on the vast audience there 
was presented a beautiful sight. Hundreds 
of intelligent people bad gathered there to 
witness the solemn ceremony of eonsecrat* 
ing a temple devoted to the service ot God. 
Scores of Christians evert- present, not cut 
of idle curiosity, but for instruction in the 
manners of God’s chosen people within a 
sanctuary.

At two o'cioekfilae? evening the temple 
doors were put asunder, and the partici­
pants entered with willing hearts. Before 
three o’clock nearly every seat was occu­
pied.

A devout prayer was uttered by Rev. I.

Thine, O Lord ’ is the greatness, and the 
power, and the glory, ami the victory, and 
the majesty; for all that is in the heaven 
and in the earth is thine; thine.

Powers and Uotiei « f United States Su­
pervisors- Oiiinion of United States 
District Attorney Beckwith.

The following communication from Hon. 
J. R. Beckwith. United States attorney 
for the district of Louisiana, was directed 
to the United States supervisor of elec­
tion for the parish of St. Tammany, in rela­
tion to the powers and duties of United 
States eapervisors, and is published for the 
information of similar officers throughout 
the State, and their attention is particularly 
directed to it:

New Orleans. November 5, 1872. j
Sir—The act of the supervisor of election 

in his refusal to allow the United States su­
pervisors of election to be present at the 
canvass of the entire vote cast at the elec­
tion yesterday, and his attempt to limit 
your authority to a detached canvass ol the 
vote for electors and Representatives in 
Congress, subjects him to the severe penal­
ties provided by the acts of Congress ap­
proved May tii, 1870, and February 28, 
1871. Your attention is called to the fifth, 
sixth and seventh sections of the latter act. 
If the* supervisor (State) refuses to allow 
you to be present at the canvass of the votes 
which he may undertake when his pretended 
canvass for electors and Representatives 
in Congress is completed, secure a warrant 
front the United States commissioner iu 
your parish for Lis immediate arrest tinder 
the tenth section of the act Of 187], and if 
you are unable to arrest the supervisor, re­
port at once at this office the fact, together 
with the names of all persons who aided 
the supervisor in resisting process, and a 
warrant will issue from the court here, with 
troops enough to arrest all parties. If, after 
once being arrested and released on 
bail, or otherwise, the State supervisor 
again refuses to allow you to he present at 
the canvas?, he is guilty of a new offense, 
for which he should be re-arrested, i shall 
present indictments to the grand jury 
against all supervisors who see fit to act as 
you report the supervisor of your parish to 
have done, when, 1 trust, the punishment 
they will receive at the hands of the court 
will prevent a repetition of the; crime at 
future elections.
