gtant:

D e a r  S ir —Know ing that you fee! a self- 
interest in the welfare of our school, as one 
of the public institutions of Louisiana. I 
will tell you and others of our leading citi­
zens that the university is in bad condition 
and needs 4ill the personal assistance you 
can render it.

It is useless to go into details to explain 
why the school is not prosperous, or to at­
tempt to say how it can be made so. Every 
intelligent Louisianian, and particularly an 
old cadet like yourself, must know its his­
tory and its wants—what it is and what it 
aims to be. It is enough to say that the 
State and our people, on account of the 
poverty of both, have not been able to 
maintain tbe university as wa» intended; 
that tho institution is* now so much 
burdened with debt that it is almost 
impossible to preserve its present very efti- 
eient organization, its large and able faculty 
and fine facilities generally for instruction, 
unless help comes from some quarter, and 
th a t very soon. The only assistance we 
can reasonably expect u  that which is 
easiest given and most desired—private 
patronage. The University has a large1 
number of State students.' They were in­
tended as its main stay for a number of 
years, but the inability of the State to de­
fray their expenses mokes them a burden, 
o f which the institution must soon he re­
lieved, or it will be ruined.

Even the temporary suspension of tin* 
University would be » great misfortune; it 
would check the progress of education in 
Louisiana for years to come. But why 
admit the possibility of even temporary 
suspension. If we all but half do our duty 
to tho school, it will ever prosper. If every 
intelligent man in Louisiana would but 
£ive the institution a serious thought now 
and then, and say a word occasionally in 
its behalf, its troubles of every naturo 
would soon bo over. It would then soon 
Appear that Louisiana has a good school 
o f her own, and that it is the interest, as 
Well as the duty of every man in the State 
*.<* uphold it—patronize it.

Tho melancholy suicide of the late Jus­

tice Wiiles has given occasion for much 
writing on the above subject, snd the wri­
ters, one and all, seem to take it for granted 
that excessive mental labor was the indi 
rect cause of the sad occurrence. The 
“ mental" aspect of the case is doubtless 
well worthy of our most careful attention, 
but wo. arc by no means satisfied that the 
judge's mental aberration was the result 
simply of overwork. The followin 
facts are, we think, important; Jus- 

1 tics Wiiles was fifty eight years o ld ; 
j ho was liable to gout; he had been 
| troubled with symptoms referable to his 
j heart and ho was accustomed to spend a 

great part of the time in tho stifling almos 
Knowing this much, 

what ought we to infer was the condition of 
his cerebral blood vessels l And if we allow 
them to have been diseased—as in tho face 
of these facts we undoubtedly must—ought 
we to be surprised that he evinced symp­
toms of defective brain nutrition * The 
strange, altered manner, the forgetfulness 
and tho depression of spirits observed 
in tbe deceased shortly before his 

, death, are among the symptoms which 
are considered characteristic of com- 

. mencing softening of the brain, 
and when to these symptoms we add the 
gouty history, there is but little room to 
doubt that there was a definite physical 
cause for the mental condition. When wc 
dogmatize about tbe effect# of overwork 
pure and simple upon tho nutrition of the 
brain, we are, we must confess it, indulging 
in speculation; but when we sav that a 
gouty tuan who has. given evidence of 
heart disease ha# probably got diseased 
blood vessel# a# well (which disease 
of the blood vessels frequently leads to 
softening of the brain), we are dealing 
with every-day facts, and speaking well 
within our knowledge. Perhaps some Broca 
of the future may point o.ut f#r us the 
exact seat of the lesion iu these cases, and 
we may be able to localize the brain mis­
chief which leads to suicide. IV'e are ready 
to admit that excessive work of an ill nour­
ished brain would be likelv to increase that 
state of malnutrition, but we can not shut 
our eyes to the fact that but for tbe com- : 
mon sequence of gout, atheroma, and cere-, 
bra! softening, the event which bas called 
forth these remarks would probably never 
have happened.

Taking this view of the matter, let ua ask 
ourselves if medical science could have 
averted the catastrophe* We have no hesi­
tation in saying that had tbe judge been 
willing to implicitly follow medical advice, 
his fate tmght have been at least warded off 
for a time, if not entirely prevented. Had 
he been willing not merely to forego all 
mental work, but to abjure everything 
which could in any way foster his consti­
tutional tendencies, that state of cerebral 
mannutrition which was the indirect cause 
of his death might have been indefinitely 
postponed.

From the cotton report in this morning’s

It was (piite superfluous to affirm what 
no one denies, that “the Cotton Exchange 
is the authority in all matters appertaining 
to the cotton trade iu this city.” or “that 
300 merchants comprising the Exchange, 
and the committee, are more to be relied on 
than any individual views.” We have 
never indulged in the favorite custom of 
some persons of self-laudation, but in jus­
tice to our readers, we can not omit to say 
that, from the spontaneous testimony of 
both factors and "brokers, we repose a per­
fect assurance of our enjoying their confi­
dence and approbation.

After our long experience in their service, 
it would be strange, indeed, if it were other­
wise. To correct any misapprehensions, we 
feel it necessary to add that the reporter of 
the Picayune is entitled to no reports, tabu­
