An Address by the United S ta tes tTenten- 
R.iul UommiSNioi*.

To the People of the United States:
The Congress o f the United States Las 

enacted tha t the completion of the one hun­
dredth year of Auk riean independence shall 
be celebrated by an international exhibi­
tion of arts, manufacture#, and products of 
the soil arid mine, to bo held a t Philstdel 
pliia, in 1876, and lias appointed a com mis 
sion, consisting of representatives from each 
.State and Territory, to conduct the celebra 
tion.

Originating under the auspices of the na 
tionar Legislature, controlled by a national 
commission, and de.signed as it is to “com 
roemorate too first century of our existence 
hy an exhibition of tho natural resources of 
the country and their development, and of 
our proxies* in those arts which benefit 
mankind, in comparison with those of older 
nations,” it is to tho people a t large that 
the commission look tor the aid which is 
necessary »o make the centennial celebra 
tion the grandest anniversary tho world 
has ever seen.

That the completion of the first century 
of ou» existence should be marked by some 
imposing demonstration is, we believe, the 
patriotic wish of the people of the whole 
country. The Congress of the United 
States has wisely decided that the birlh- 
day of the great republic can be most fit­
tingly celebrated hy the universal collec­
tion and display of all the trophies of its 
progress, f t  is designed to bring together 
within a building covering fifty acres, not 
only the varied productions of our mines 
and of the soil, but types of all the intellec­
tual triumphs of our citizens, specimens of 
everything tha t America can furnish, 
whether lyom the brains or the hands of her 
children, and thus make evident to the 
world the advancement of which a self- 
governed people is capable.

In this “ Celebration ” all nations will bo 
invited to  partic ipate ; its character being 
international. Europe will display her arts 
and manufactures, India her curious fab­
rics, while newly opened China and Japan 
will lay bare the treasures which for cen­
turies their ingenious people have been 
perfecting. Each laud will compete in 
generous rivalry for the palm of superior 
excellence.

To this grand gathering every zone will 
contribute its fruits and cereals. No min­
eral shall be wanting, for what the East 
lacks the W est will supply. Under one roof 
will the South display in rich luxuriance her 
growing cotton, and the North in miniature, 
the ceaseless machinery of her mills con 
verting that cotton into cloth. Each section 
of the globe will send its best offerings to 
this exhibition, and each State of the Union 
as a member of one united body politic, will 
show to her sister States and to the world 
how much she can add to the greatness of 
the nation of which she i» a harmonious
part.

To make the centennial celebration such 
a success as the patriotism and the pride of 
every American demands will require tho 
co-operation of the people of the whole 
country. The United States Centennial 
Commission has received no government 
aid, such ns England extended to her 
World’s Fair, and France to her Universal 
Exposition, yet the labor and responsibility 
imposed upon the Commission is as great as 
io esitlier of those undertakings. I t is esti 
mated that $10,000,000 will be required, and 
this sum Congress has provided shall be 
raised hy stock subscription, and that the 
people, shall have the opportunity of sub­
scribing in proportion to the population of 
their respective States and Territories.

The commission looks to the unfailing 
patriotism of the people of every section 
to see tha t each contributes its share to the 
expenses and receives its share of the ben­
efits of an enterprise in which all are so 
deeply interested. I t would further earnest­
ly urge the formation in each State and 
Territory of a centennial organization, 
which shall in time see tha t county asso­
ciations are formed, so th a t when the 
nations are. gathered together in 1876 each 
commonwealth can view with pride the 
contributions she has made to the national 
glory.

Confidently relying on the zeal and patri­
otism ever displayed hy our people in 
every national undertaking, we pledge and 
prophecy that the centennial celebration 
■will worthily show how greatness, weabh 
and intelligence c-an bo fostered by such 
institutions as those which have for 100 
years blessed the people of the United 
States.

your petitioner is absolutely prevented 
from exercising his duties. Wherefore the 
petitioner prays that, the Police Board, 
Pinehbaek, Kay mil, Lewis, Baldy, Baker 
and Robinson, all their employes and 
subordinates, o r any under their control, 
be each enjoined and restrained from inter­

The injunction is directed to restrain 
W harton from attem pting by any manner or 
form to obtain possession of the office, and 
enjoining him from asserting a right to the 
same in any other manner than by legal 
proceedings in accordance with law, and 
enjoining him Irom exercising any of the 
functions thereof, and especially from a t­
tempting to exercise any function pertain­
ing to the office in connection with the re­
ta in ing  board in reference to the late can­
vass.

London, November 14, Noon.—Tho heavy 
gales which prevailed on the British coast 
yesterday were very destructive to life anil 
shipping.

Reports of the wrecks of many vessels, 
including the barks George and Hiawatha, 
have already been received. Fifty lives 
are known to have been lost, and it is fear­
ed this number will bo increased by reports 
of additional disasters.

At a meeting yesterday in Boston, Lin­
colnshire, it was resolved to aid the suffer­
ers by the great fire in its American name­
sake, and subscriptions for th a t object are 
now being secured.

Measures for the relief of the sufferers by 
the Boston tire are being taken in London.

The gale last night was exceedingly se­
vere on the Prussian coast. At Stralsund 
its effects were most disastrous; twelve ves­
sels were sunk in the harbor, the town was 
inundated, and in the height of the storm a  
fire broke out among the warehouses which 
spread rapidly and is still burning. Several 
lives are reported lost and many persons in ­
jured.

B erlin, November 14.—Prince Bismarck 
is ill and his physician has gone to Yarsein 
to attend him.

President Thiers’ speech thanks God for 
the reparation and general prosperity of 
the country. Referring to the suocoss of 
the last loan, lie says : " The whole avail­
able capital of the commercial world watt 
offered to France. Germany has been paid
800.000. 000 francs of war indemnity, and 
will receive 200,000,000 more in December.’’

The builget shows a deficit of 132,000,000 
fraues for the past fiscal year, butt estimates 
show tha t the equilibrium of expenditure 
and revenue will be restored in 1873, and a  
surplus may be looked for in 1874.

Allusion is made to the disasters of the 
late war. the cruel dismemberment of tlie 
country, and the frightful burden it had to 
bear, and the establishment of the Repub­
lic. All these things suddenly bursting on 
a surprised and disheartened country, might, 
have resulted in irreparable disaster if or­
der had not been maintained. Appeal is 
made to the Republicans not to spare even 
excessive sacrifices for order in their own 
interests. Events have given them tho re­
public. The republic exists as the legal 
government; any attem pt to change the 
form of government would lead to the most 
terrible revelation.

The President deprecates a formal pro­
clamation of the republic by the Assembly. 
The better policy would he to impress on 
the institutions of the country the features 
of conservative republicanism. The repub­
lic must be conservative, otherwise it can 
not ex ist The absolute need of France is 
repose. The masse# might live through ai ■ 
few days of agitation; a lter triglitcuing 
others it fears itself and falls into the arms 
of an adventurer, traveling the sad and hu­
miliating journey from anarchy .to despot5 
ism and despotism to anarchy.

The slightest, fault is sufficient to wreck 
the republic of France. Orderly and strong 
government inspires confidence in foreign 
powers, Who desire above all a j list equilL 
brium in France. I f  she chooses not to isos 
•late herself, she may become surrounded’ 
by trusting and useful friends.

To tlie Assembly is left the construction' 
of constitutional measures. The President 
promises deference, co-operation and devo­
tion, aud concludes by invoking God to> 
bless the work of the Assembly, and render 
complete and durable tho consummation, 
which has not been atta ined  since the como 
monceiuent.

The mes-ago Wae well received hy the 
left. Kerdrel, conservative—to whom it 
gives much satisfaction—moved the ap­
pointment of a committee to draw  up a re ­
ply.
