Commercial Bpiris of New Orienns,

A New Orleans correspondent of the Chi-
oago Tribune writes, on the sixth instant, a
letter, from which we quote:

As the commervis! interests of Chieago
and New Orleans, are, to a great extent,
concurrent, you will be pleased to lewn
thit the Jatter seems, notwithstanding all
disoouragements from losses, public fruads
and misgovernment, to be arousing herself
for honorable competition with the other
great business marts of this country. Much
might be truthfully said in apology tor her
appurent supioencss during the past nine
vears; but I will not allude to but ono eaose
or ii, which eyery intelligent ar d thought-
ful mind will, to & greater or leas degreo,
apprecinte. The war left Louisiana, Ar
kunsns, Mississippi, and the whole country
commeroinlly conneoted by the usual rela-
tions bLetween producer and factor, with
this oity mnearly bereft of the resources
onacutinly to the cultivation of thesvil. A
large majority of both sugar snd cotton
lantors had no money with which to pay
aborers, or to buy provisions, working
animale, agricultural implewenta or pro-
vender. Io most cases the corn and the
cotton seed to plant the limited aress at-
tempted to be cultivated, a8 well aa all else
pecessary for the enterprise, had to be
bonght with money furgished by the factor
at the very begioning of the year, * = *
In 1865, 1866 snd 1867, tho crops, from
want of dune enlture, the visitation of the
eaterpillar, and, perhaps, in some degres to
other and natural causes, were very deti-
cient; snd the merchants of New Orleans
loat millions of dollars that they had, with-
out secunity, advanced to muke them. This
is u vory guarded statement, and willions
more muy be allowed for loeses since that
time, even though the orope, since and in-
eluding that ot 1868, have been better, In-
deed, the process £till goes on, and thers
spprears to be no other \yuy_b_v which to
keop the coontry in cultivation than the
supply of money by the bunks l}n\l the mer-
chants of New Orleans. The former,
of eourse, have long ceased to deal
directly in this way with the planter,
loaving the onus to rest, us in faot it dovs,
upun tho cotton und sugar factors. But the
merchunts, in order to do this, must have
the mosey of the banks, und thus, in the
end, and every year, it goes to buy from the
Woest mules, pork, corn, hay, agricul-
toral implementa, and other necessaries to
the production of a Southern erop; not to be
returned until the end of the yoar, and not
then nnless succoss has crowned the enter-
prise of the borrower. 8o you perceive that,
it New Orleans nas not built ruilways and
catablished ocesn steam lines, she hus at
least not been chargeable with hoarding tke
enpitsl she possesses; but hus, in the most
patriotic sand beneficent wanner, employed
it to the purposes of preventing the conutry
from becoming a wilderness, feading it
agricultural populations, snd furnishing to
the faotories oF the eivilized world the
staple that now clothes sg lurge a pari of

But even this wili be offset by the
ferions interruption of trade, and by the
loss of reguler employwent it ufforded o a
hoat of men snd women depending on it.

The secent rapid expunsion of businesa in
that goarter, and the consequent renovsl
of ¥ort Hill, displaced an inmenses eslony
of tvnewent houses and other residences of
the poorer sort.
