The L ate John Franklin o f  New Orleans— 
H is Adventurous Career.

The late John Franklin, who died re ­
cently in this city, was generally known 
here. For this reason the subjoined sketch 
from the Cincinnati Commercial of the nine­
teenth instant will bo interesting to our 
readers:

The subject of this sketch was very well 
known in this city, from 18(12 until three or 
four years ago, among all classes of people 
who knew anything about sporting m at­
ters. lie  was a professional gambler, and 
had been ior many years; but his attention 
was not alw ays engrossed merely by the 
gaining house or houses in which he hap­
pened to be interested. He was a ‘ spoi l ­
ing man” in every sense of the expression— 
on the race track, in the eockpit and at the 
prize ring. He was a man of striking ap­
pearance, of medium height, erect, com­
pact frame, straight and square. His hair 
and whiskers were tinged with gray. His 
features were regular, and his face was one 
tha t would attrac t a second giance from 
the most careless observer. His eyes, in 
particular, challenged attention—small, 
dashing, hazel gray eyes tha t penetrated 
whatever they were turned upon, and 
would light up suddenly into a tierce blaze 
when an angry thought passed through the 
brain back of them.

To this man Cincinnati, Sf. Louis and 
New Orleans were indebted — however 
questionable the character of the business— 
for the occurrence of many prize fights and 
attem pts a t “mills.” I t  was Franklin who 
started the Jones-HcCoole match, and the 
McCoolo-Coburn affair a t this point. lie  
was responsible for several fights near St. 
Louis, one of which resulted in the magnifi­
cent drubbing of the giant McCoole a t the 
hands of the game man, Tom Allen. And 
finally he brought Allen and Coburn to­
gether a t New Orleans.

Until I860, Franklin’s career was one of 
wild, and sometimes desperate adventure. 
He was born in Albany, New York, in or 
about 1826. His name "was John Murray, 
and when a  mere lad, he was known on 
account of his trim, compact form, as 
“ T au t” Murray. When yet a child he dis­
played th a t aggressive disposition tha t ever 
after characterized him. From th a t time 
forward he was always known as a ready 
and quick lighter who always w ent in to 
win, whatever means had to be used. Early 
in life he adopted his stepfather’s name, 
Franklin, and was always alter known as 
Johnny Franklin.

Before he arrived of age he became a pro­
fessional gambler and adventurer. We 
have no positive data as to his career for 
many years—ODly a few points th a t servo 
to show the wild career th a t he must have 
led. In Buffalo, when he was some eighteen 
years of age, he had a tight with a notorious 
negro named Brickhouse Jack, whose skull 
he fractured. Forced to leave Buffalo op 
account of this affair, he went South, 
through Central America and up to Cali­
fornia. He was one of the party tha t 
started out thence on a fiilibustering expe 
dition in the schooner Gamecock. This 
party had Honolulu in their mind, but they 
were routed as soon as they landed. Those 
who were not taken had a hard time of it in 
escaping. Franklin managed to reach Aus 
tralia as a passenger on a whaler. He then 
shipped before tbe mast, his money bavin 
given out, and reached Callao. Peru. His 
next step, alter many privations, was to 
s ta rt a drinking and gambling saloon on 
one of the Chincha islands. In the course 
of his career in Callao, Lima and othi 
cities of Peru, in 1856 and 1857, Frankli 
was frequently involved in quarrels, some of 
which resulted in desperate work. In one 
of them he had a hole knocked in his fore­
head with the bu tt of a pistol, th a t was 
plainly to he seen (when tbe hair tha t he 
combed over it happened to get out of its 
place) until his death. I t was the hint that 
lie received in this encounter th a t causer 
him, in after years, to use the heavier pistol 
th a t he invariably carried as a club when 
ever he thought the emergency required it,

I t  was in one of his fights in one of the 
Peruvian cities th a t Franklin killed an a t­
tache of the British legation. He was 
arrested and kept in prison twenty-six 
mouths, until a t lust released through the 
efforts of Lewis Cuss, then Secretary of 
State.

Leaving South America, Franklin pro 
ceeded to Cuba, and thence' after a short 
residence there to New Orleans. When he 
came here, in 1862, amt entered upon a pros 
perous gambling career in Cincinnati, he 
was suffering greatly with affected lungs, 
From tha t time until his death, which oc 
curred recently in New Orleans, he led the 
flickering flame of his existence with ex 
eitement. He was not a heavy drinker, 
but he was always on his feet in the midst 
ot whatever excitement he could find 
I f  it  wasn’t to be found, he would create 
it. As he lingered on, year alter year, 
fighting the disease th a t was surely 
encroaching upon the system with all th a t 
wonderful nerve tha t characterized him, he 
became a subjeot of curiosity and wonder 
to all who knew him. When the news of 
his death in New Orleans, three years ago, 
reached the city it was generally supposed 
to be true, and iu some of the papers note 
was made of it. But in the course of a 
month or so who should turn up in Cincin 
nati but Johnny Franklin, lie  was pale 
and emaciated, to be sure, and a cough 
racked him; but then he was as square on 
his feet as ever, and ready for any excite­
ment to which.lie could drag himself. For 
about two years previous to his death, he 
had kept a gambling house or two, a drink­
ing saloon and a grocery store in New Or 
leans. To the last he clung tenaciously to 
life and its excitements. In Ju ly  last he 
was taken, packed in cotton, to” St. Paul 
for a change of climate. He experienced no 
good effect, however, and died shortly after 
his return  to New Orleans.

Colonel C h a rle s  H . F ox .
This well-known gentleman and wkilom 

active politician, whose name is fam iliar to 
our New Orleans people, removed from 
this city a few weeks since, and it appear8 
by an article from a Chicago exchange, has 
turned his atten tion  to the fruits of hia 
inventive genius.

Colonel Fox in his way is a remarkable 
man. As a politician he has been potential 
in high plaoes. When Andrew Johnson 
was President, Colonel Fox had large influ­
ence a t Washington, and when Grant 
succeeded to the W hite House, he Ireely 
and frequently consulted Colonel Fox, 
whom he familiarly greeted as “ Charley,” 
and communicated to him im portant state 
secrets.

WTith a self-abnegation th a t was always 
commendable, Colonel Fox sought no office 
from either the national or State adminis­
tration, and thus he wns enabled to  main­
tain his native independence, and support 
men or measures as his «seel?CB* judgment 
dictated.

The numerous friends of Colonel Fox will 
be rejoiced to learn tha t he i» on the high 
road to fortune.

S en ator Anderson.

The Opelousas Joterval contains the sub­
joined article, complimentary to Senator 
Anderson:

Senator Anderson’s election is a curious 
anomaly in politics, and shows the great 
personal popularity and wonderful strength 
of the man. The Liberals supported him, 
but he was, strictly  speaking, an inde­
pendent candidate, running on no platform 
but tha t of T. C. Anderson. All the ma­
chinery of both the Democratic and Repub 
licau organizations, in this parish and iu ail 
the other parishes of the district, was 
against him. Each of these parties had 
their candidates in the field. Mr. A. F. 
Riard, of the parish of Lafayette, was the 
regular Republican nominee, and Joseph 
M. Moore, F^q., considered oue of the 
ablest lawyers of the Opelousas bar, was 
the regular Democratic nominee. Knowing 
tha t Senator Anderson had great strength 
with the colored voters of this parish, it 
was the policy of tho Bourbons tha t Riard 
should be a candidate to draw off the col­
ored vote: and we have heard it said that 
they prevailed on him to run and remain iu 
the field, the Bourbons of this parish assur­
ing him th a t they preferred his election to 
tha t of Anderson, and tha t the chances were 
in his favor, as the white vote would be di­
vided between Anderson and the Demo­
cratic nominee, whom they would run to 
help elect Riard. And the Bourbons of 
Riard’s own parish promised him, we un 
deretand, direct support.

W ith the colored vote thus satisfactorily 
disposed of, the Bourbons went to work 
contriving plans for depriving Anderson of 
the bulk of the white vote in favor of their 
own nominee. To accomplish this his 
political record was falsified, perverted and 
distorted, publicly and privately, by tbe 
tongue aud in print, in newspapers and in 
circulars, which were sent in a  flood over 
all the parishes of the district. Great re­
liance was placed, also, on the Democratic 
sentiment oi the district. Lafayette was 
under control of the Bourbons, Calcasieu 
had always been intensely Democratic, and 
this parish was considered ditto. The Bour­
bons expected 500 or 600 majority iu Lafa­
yette, 400 or 500 in Calcasieu, and a major­
ity, a t least, in this parish. Between a col­
ored Republican nominee on one side and a 
Democratic nominee on the other, Ander­
son was to tall through and get nothing. A 
Bourbon catalogue of his rascalities had 
been concocted and industriously taught 
to the people, who were called upon to rally 
under the Democratic banner, or the coun­
try  would be lost. (It is lost and won at 
every election.) The cry was: “Anything 
to beat Anderson.”

All the anti-Anderson tickets were headed 
“ Low Taxes.” People who pay no taxes 
can well afford to vote for “ low taxes,” or 
any other kind of taxes; but some one, 
who did pay taxes, scratched out the “low” 
and put “ no” iu its place. The people un­
derstood perfectly well th a t it was simply a 
trick—an appeal to prejudice—for the pur­
pose of beating Anderson. To the Bour­
bons “ everything Seemed lovely and the 
goose hung high” when election day ar­
rived. But mountain waves of political 
trouble have since rolled over their souls. 
The parish of St. Landry, his own home, 
has re-elected Senator Anderson. He beat 
both of his regular nominee opponents, 
combined, in this parish, about —0 votes, 
and he beat the Democratic nominee here 
over 900 to tes. Eves if he had been de­
feated by the vote in other places the 993 
votes which he received a t Opelousas and 
Washington, the two chief towns of the 
parish, in which places he has resided for 
twenty-five years, where he is best known 
and understood, and where the motives of 
those attacking his political record are also 
well known and understood—such a vote 
as this out of about 1500 ballots polled a t 
these places, with both parties and their 
nominees against him, is a compliment that 
any man tnight be proud of, and is a full 
indorsem ent of his senatorial career during 
the past four years.

About the Representatives elected in St. 
Landry parish, the Opelousas Journal says:

Two candidates tor the Legislature on 
the convention ticket, Messrs. G an tt and 
Estilette, were elected, but not by tbe 
strict convention of Bourbon vote. Mr. 
G antt always declared his independence of 
the convention, and stated  a t all times and 
places, publicly and privately, th a t he did 
not seek or care for the nomination; but 
tha t if the convention choose to support 
and vote for him it could so. without aDy 
obligation on his part to support the ticket. 
Mr. G antt received a large colored vote, as 
well as a large independent white vote; 
and his election, like th a t of Judge Morgan, 
is due not to the convention, but to his own 
influence aud personal popularity.

Mr. Estilette also received a considerable 
independent white vote; and a t some poll­
ing places he was run on the regular Re­
publican ticket, the Republicans having 
only three candidates of their own. He 
does nut owe his election, therefore to the 
convention, but to his own and other in­
fluences. Mr. Estilette, we understand, 
was very sensibly advised by a friend not 
to rely 6oleiy on the Bourbon or convention 
vote, if he'w ished to be elected, and he 
followed the advice.

The other two candidates on the Bourbon 
or convention ticket, Messrs. Gardiner and 
Webb, who had no outside combinations, 
but relied solely on local and convention 
strength, were both defeated. Away from 
their own neighborhoods they received but 
a small vote, considering tbe inipo. lance 
tha t was attached by sum*- to the power, 
influence and strength of the convention 
and the unterrified Bourbon I lemoeraey.

Tbe. Liberals have elected the clerk, 
sheriff, recorder, coroner, police jury , and 
nearly all of the magistrates and constables. 
They have, in a word, gained all the parish 
offices, except tha t of parish judge, for 
which there was uo opposition.

We have been a citizen of this parish more 
than thirteen years, and during th a t time 
we have never seen any local party here so 
overwhelmingly defeated as the Bourbons 
were in this election. We have been trying 
to make them understand tha t the Demo­
cratic party  was dead; but they hugged 
their own illusion, or tried to delude the 
people into believing, th a t the dead was 
stili alive; and their organ, the Courier, 
abused us for telling the tru th , and persu­
ading the people to believe the truth.

Irish 
faith, Irish trust and Irish suffering. The 
villian of the play finds a fitting representa­
tive in the Martin Doyle of Mr. George Mor­
ton, an escaped convict, who, once refected 
by Ellen Curran (?*liss Louisa Hawthorne), 
endeavors by his evil machinations to effect 
her ruin, and compass the death of her 
brother. The sudden appearance of her 
father, Michael Curran, who is personated 
by Mr. De Groot, astonishes the villain, 
who is yet more astounded when having 
accomplished the arrest of the brother for 
setting lire to the ship a t sea, ho is con 
fronted by a detective who follows him 
from England to America, and has Doyle 
arrested on charges tha t can be amply sus­
tained, the punishment o f which will be 
death, a fate th a t the accidental discharge 
of a pistol in tho hands of Fail (fair (Mr. 
Riggs), in the disguise of a New York land­
lord’s wife, precipitates.

No especial merit is claimed for the play 
othet than tha t it serves to delineate Irish 
character and the tricks and ways ot the 
boys of New York who come in eontjjet with 
newly arrived immigrants.

In terv iew  w ith the C hief o f  the B oston  
F ire  Departm ent.

(From th e  New York Herald.)
In order to gather some definite informa­

tion relative to the state of the fire depart 
ment. 1 made my way this morning through 
a platoon of negro soldiers who guarded the 
approaches to the City Hall, and gained an 
entrance to the apartm ent of the chief en­
gineer, Captain Damrell, by whom I was 
accorded the following interview:

Reporter—In what condition was the fire 
departm ent on Saturday night f 

Chief Engineer—The condition of the de 
partm ent was as good as ever it was, with 
the exception th a t tho horses were not in 
good order, having got the distemper. 
Every horse iu the department was afflicted 
on the night of the lire.

Reporter—You did not use tbe horses, 
then)

Chief Engineer—No; we were not using 
the horses. We organized a double force of 
men as soon as the disease appeared. The 
plan worked first rate, aud we were not de­
layed in our work. The horses had been 
taken off one week before the fire, and no 
inconvenience was caused by tills action, as 
the citizens volunteered all the assistance 
necessary to keep the machines running.

Reporter—Did you have many tires last 
week.

Chief Engineer—Yea. quite a number; but 
the men were not exhausted. When the 
alarm was sounded two minutes did not 
elapse before three streams of water were 
playing on the burning buildings on Sum­
mer street. The engiires were pulled to the 
scene of the conflagration by hand.

Reporter—Did you put on horses a t any 
time during the night ?

Chief Engineer—Yes, when the third 
alarm was sounded the engines which were 
farthest away were pulled by horses, 
which were procured in stables. The 
horses were only used on account of the 
extreme distance. Some of the engines 
had not far to come, and the men were able 
to draw them. Those a t a distance would^ 
require too much labor to bring them on.' 
Tbe fire department worked al! through the 
night and all day on Sunday without being 
relieved.

Reporter—How do you account for the 
spread of the fire?

Chief Engineer—On account of mansard 
roofs, which a stream could not reach. 
W hat is the use of building fire-proof houses 
six stories high, and then putting a tinder 
box on the top? The flames created a fear­
ful draft, hut the wind before the fire got to 
be lurid was only an ordinary wind. Theie 
have never been auy great fires in the dis­
trict in which the fire originated up to last 
Saturday night.

Reporter—It is stated tha t hundreds of 
men standing around the burning buildings 
w ere , willing to serve as volunteers, but 
were not called upon to do so ?

Chief Engineer—It is false. The services 
of ail who were willing to render a helping 
hand were gladly accepted, and hundreds 
volunteered and did good work. Besides 
this, we had plenty of assistance from all the 
neighboring villages immediately after the 
alarm was sounded, and during the night 

,many engines came from the various New 
England towns.

Reporter—How many engines and how 
many men have you in the department ?

Chief Engineer—We have twenty-two 
steam engines, seventeen hose carriages, 
carrying ioOO feet of hose each, seven hook 
and ladder trundles, and three extinguish- r 
engines, carrying twelve extinguishers and 
500 feet of linen hose each. The regularly 
organized force of the departm ent is 584 
men, who were all in service on Saturday 
night. I have always been of opinion tha t 
Boston was as liable to being burned up as 
Chicago ou account of its Mansard roofs.

As the chief engineer was extremely 
busy, besides being nearly prostrated with 
fatigue, lie could not further converse with 
me. Before I left a gentleman came in 
with a message from Jordan, Marsh &. Co., 
and a check for $10,090 for the relief of the 
members of the tire department. This 
makes in all $ 15,000 which has been sent 
by the leading firms in Boston for this par­
ticular work.

Cam eron Parish*

Dispatches in New Orleans papers state 

tha t Greeley received 175 votes in Cameron 
parish, and G rant 40. This would indicate

■ gentleman from Lake Charles, passing 
through here for New Orleans this week, in ­
formed us that a great many votes were cast 
in Cameron with the presidential ticket turn 
off. The actual vote of the parish, therefore, 
is greater than the vote for President.

The St. Tammany Observer says;
Mr. Weems, supervisor of election for 

this parish, returned from New Orleans last 
Saturday evening, where he had gone to 
get decisive instructions how to proceed 
with the counting of the ballots of this par­
ish. Ou Sunday evening a detachment of 
United States troops arrived in our town 
and took charge of the ballot boxes. There 
is no doubt that since the United States 
troops have taken charge of the courthouse 
the boxes have been zealously guarded; 
but there is no telling what rascality might 
have been perpetrated before their advent. 
Since the return of Mr. Weems and our 
other United States prisoners, the former 
gentleman had permission to proceed with 
tho counting of the votes, but he refused to 
recognize the boxes. At present we can 
not say how the m atter will end—whether 
we will have a new election or not.

Kx’ra Session  o f  the Legislature—Legis-, 
lation for B o sto n -T h e  State S treet  
F ire—Losses Thereby.

Boston, November 19.—E xtra session 01s 
the Legislature commenced to-day. The 
Governor, in his message, says:. “1 hope 
th a t tbe business of the Legislature will be 
confined to matters growing out tho reoenlb 
calamity, and suggest as topics for consid­
eration, the proposed loan of the credit o f 
the city to parties who wish to rebuild, 
their chartering of insurance companies, 
the amendment of the betterment act and 
the building laws.”

Tbe fire iu Stato street last night is 
thought to have been caused by wares 
brought from the burned district.

The followieg are the losses by the fire in 
Street street idock last night, as near as 
can be ascertained: Carterman A Co.. 
Nos. 205 and 207, wholesale tea, coffee and 
spices, stock valued a t about $35,009, par­
tial loss, fully insured; the upper stories 
were occupied for storage purposes, where 
the fire is supposed to have originated from 
crates of crockery stored there from the 
burned district. J . & W. Bind occupied 
the three lower floors of No. 209, paints and 
oils; loss not ascertained. I). W ebster 
King & Co., manufacturers, had just 
moved into the fourth story, having Ueen 
burned out a t the groat fir.-; loss $1400. 
No insurance.

The Boston Dye, Wool and Chemical 
Company, also burned out by the big fire 
occupied the fifth floor w ith a uew stock, 
which was badly demaged by ivater. No 
insurance. Danford, Scudder& Co., whole­
sale grocers, occupied the fourth floor of 
No. 253; stock badly damaged by water— 
fully insured. S. S. Pierce used tbe fifth 
floor for the storage and teas and coffees, 
which was badly damaged by smoke and 
water—insured.

There was considerable excitement for 
some time, and large crowds hastened to 
the scene, hut firemen and engines were 
promptly on hand, and soon had everything 
their own way. Lines of military and po 
lice were thrown across the streets to keep 
back the crowds.

P aris, November 19.—In tbe Assembly a 
motion was made censuring Gambetta for 
inflammatory speeches, and complaining of 
the laxity of the government iu dealing 
with increasingly audacious Radicals.

Thiers defended the government, and in ­
timated that ho might appeal to tho coun­
try. He adm itted th a t Gam betta’s speeches 
were offensive, but claimed tha t the govern­
ment was not responsible. Thiers demand­
ed a vote of confidence, which resulted— 
yeas 71, nays 117. H alf the deputies ab­
stained from voting.

It is probable that, iu consequence 01 the 
small niajority and large abstention from 
voting yesterday.

London, November 19.—Tbe dismissal of 
eighty members of the police for insubor­
dination yesterday, caused dissatisfaction 
among others of th'e force, who made 
strong manil'estafions.

Insubordi­
nation has how spread throughout the 
entire force and further suspensions are 
looked for. There is great excitement in 
the city over the prospect of tho streets 
being left unguarded. At eleven o’clock 
this morning not a policeman was to bo 
seen on the Strand.

P aris, November 19.—President Thiers is 
much agitated over yesterday’s proceedings 
in the Assembly and passed a sleepless 
night. He declares he will resign unless 
the resolution of confidence receives a full 
vote and larger majority. The deputies of the- 
left held a meeting and voted to send a 
delegation to the President to dissuade him 
from his purpose. The deputation waited 
on the President this afternoon. President 
Thiers said he was still inclined to tender his 
resignation. His health had been affected, 
and the course of the right rendered it im­
possible for him to conduct the government. 
The army was faithful,and would insure an 
orderly transmission of power to his suc­
cessor. The delegation assured the Presi­
dent that the left would introduce consti­
tutional projects in harmony with his views 
to-morrow or Thursday, the passage of 
which would be fully equivalent to a vote 
of confidence.

P aris, November 19, Midnight.—The 
members of the right also held a caucus to­
day, a t which 280 votes were cast. They 
resolved to oppose any formal proclama- 
tien of the republic, abstain from combina­
tions for the restoration ol a monarchy, and 
adhere firmly to the pact of Bordeaux; a t 
the same time they declared their willing­
ness to grant to M. Thiers the presidency 
for life if he will frankly take conservative 
grounds, constitute a responsible ministry 
and give up his right to participate '.n p ir- 
liamentary debate.

Versailles, November 19.—In the As­
sembly to-day there w as an exciting debate 
over the motion of Deputy Cbangarnier, 
censuring Gambetta for his inflammatory 
speeches ;n the provinces. On making his 
motion Cbangarnier complained of the in­
creasing audacity of the radicals, and the . 
laxity of the government iu dealing -vith 
them. He accused Gambetta with seeking 
to spread socialistic ideas.

Tliis charge created much excitement in 
the chamber, and the speaker was called to 
older.

The deputies of the right tried to provoke 
Gambetta to reply, hut he declined, and 
only shrugged his shoulders.. Thiers 
mounted the tribune in defers: ot the  gov­
ernment.
