the State, and their attention is particularly 
directed to it:

District of Louisiana, > 

New Orleans, November 5,1872.)
S ir —The act of the supervisor of election 

in his refusal to allow the United States su­
pervisors of election to be present at the 
canvass of the entire vote cast at the elec­
tion yesterday, and his attempt to limit 
your authority to a detached canvass of the 
vote for electors and Representatives in 
Congress, subjects him to the severe penal­
ties provided by tne acts of Congress ap­
proved May 31, 1870, and February 28, 
1871. Your attention is called to the fifth, 
sixth and seventh sections of the latter act. 
If the supervisor (State) refuses to allow 
you to be present at the canvass of the votes 
which he may undertake when his pretended 
canvass for electors and Representatives 
in Congress is completed, secure a warrant 
from the United States commissioner in 
your parish for his immediate arrest under 
tiie tenth section of the act of 1871, and if 
you are unable to arrest the supervisor, re­
port at once at this office the fact, together 
with the names of all persons who aided 
the supervisor in resisting process, and a 
warrant will issue from the court here, with 
troops enough to arrest all parties. It', after 
once being arrested and released on 
bail, or otherwise, the State supervisor 
again refuses to allow you to be present at 
the canvass, lie is guilty of a new offense, 
for which he should be re-arrested. I shall 
present indictment* to the grand jury 
against all supervisors who see fit to act as 
vou report the supervisor of your parish to 
Iiave done, when, 1 trust, the punishment 
they will receive at the hands of the court 
will prevent a repetition of the crime at 
future elections.

THB ISSUE OF CONTEMPT.

Warmoth et als., of the returning board, 
are now and, at all times since the making 
and service of the returning order, have 
been acting in disregard and disobedience 
thereof, in contempt of the lawful orders of 
this court, and have aided, abetted and 
countenanced the continual possession, cus­
tody and canvass of the returns, certificates 
of offices connected with such election by 
persons other than the said Lynch, Long- 
street, Herron and Hawkins.”

And upon this affidavit the following or- 
dei was granted:

Circuit Court of the United Staffs, Dis­
trict of Louisiana.—William P. Kellogg 
vs. H. C. Warmoth.—On motion ot J. K. 
Beckwith and William H. Hunt, solicitors 
for eorhplainant, and on suggesting to the 
court that the said defendants, H. C. War­
moth et als., are and have been acting in 
contempt of the orders of this court in this 
case and in disobedience thereof, it is or­
dered that the said defendants above named 
do show cause on Friday, the twenty-second 
of November, 1872, why they should not be 
punished for contempt of court, and that, 
the complainant have leave to file interrog­
atories addressed to said defendants and 
each of them touching any disobedience of 
the orders of this court heretofore made in 
this cause, and that the said defendants be 
required to answer such interrogatories in 
writing under oath before touching any 
other proceedings in this cause.

Attached to the case are a number of affi­
davits, going to show the truth of the 
allegations upon either side, and backing up 
the original bill in equity as well as running 
counter thereto.

Before United States Commissioner Wel­
ler H. C. Warmoth, accompanied by George 
A. Sheridan, appeared and filed an affi­
davit, which, traversing the entire bill 
brought on Saturday by Kellogg, denied 
every allegation there made, and supported 
the denial by affidavits, records and tran­
scripts. On the other hand, the averments 
in the chancery bill were backed up by the 
affidavits ot C. C. Antoine, and others in 
great number, while from the "outside” it 
is whispered there are at least 5000 of these 
affidavits going to show a refusal to register 
and a denial of the franchise.

In this manner the case rests until Friday 
morning.
