A New York special of Sunday to the 
St. Louis R epu blican  says:

The report that an epizootic ha# broken 
out am on" fowls in Southern New York and 
New Jersey and Northern Pennsylvania is 
found to be true. The disease runs its 
'■ourse very swlitlv. Tho fowl# are taken 
with a staggering, fits, a running a t the 
L eak, and bearing all the symptoms ot the 
epizootic. These tits recur with decreasing 
intervals and increasing violence until 
death, which generally ensues iu a tew 
hours. As soon as tho chickens are a t­
tacked they hide in holes or craw l oft to 
some corner and die. W ith regard to the 
treatm ent, none has been adopted. As 
soou as the disease is noticeable the fowls 
are killed, and, it is charged, marketed in 
this and other cities. A reporter who i is- 
ited the New York markets yesterday says 
many dressed fowls had discolored anil 
congested heads and necks, with a harsh 
anil unnatural appearance of the skin.

Louis L. Todd, a respectable insuranoe 
man of this city, has brought suit for $20,- 
009 damages against J . O. (Quigley, broker, 
a t No. 20 New street, tor inducing his wife 
to leave him and assume improper relations 
with himself. The parties were married in 
1865, and lived in harmony until they went 
to board a t a hotel, where Mr#.

L e a t h e r  an il  W o o l B u rn e d .
N ew York, November 17.—A Boston spe­

cial say# it id roughly estimated th a t *1.000,- 
000 side* upper and rough leather and calf­
skin# were destroyed. Already prices in 
upper leather have advanced from ten to 
twenty per cent, and it is quite likely t hat a 
corner will be made in this staple. Of role 
leather, it is known that 300,000 sides a t 
least were burned; but the quantity of 
hide# destroyed was very small, and there 
is no reason for an advance in material. A 
rise in boots and shoes i« inevitable. People 
who come to buy must be prepared to pay 

• higher price* than formerly, and select from 
much smaller stocks. The boot aud shoe 
trade is regarded as in good condition. The 
dealers burned out had, as a general thing, 
lighter rtock# than many supposed.
