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'I o regulate the conduct and to maintain 
the freedom and purity  of elections: to pie- 
scribe the mode of making returns tlie.ro- 
of; to provide for the election of re tu rn ­
ing officers, and defining their powers and 
duties: to prescribe the mode of entering 
oti the rolls of the Senate and House of 
Representatives; and to enforce article 
one hundred aud three of the constitution. 
Suction 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Lonisianain General Assembly convened, 
That all elections for State, parish and jud i­
cial officers, members of tide General As­
sembly, aud for members of Congress, sta ll 
be held on the first Monday in November; 
aud said Vlei tion shall be styled the gen 
eral elections. They shall be held in the 
manner and form and subject to the regtila 
lions hereinafter prescribed, and no other.

Kkc. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
five persons, to be elected by the Senate 
from ail political parties shall be the re ­
turning officers for all elections in the State, 
a majority of whom shall constitute a quo 
ram, and have power to make the returns 
of all elections. In case of any vacancy by 
death, resignation, or otherwise, by either 
of the hoard, then the vacancy shall be 
filled by the residue of the board of re­
turning officers. The returning officers 
shall, after each election, before entering 
on their duties, take and subscribe to the 
Pillowing oath before a judge of the Su­
preme, or a u r  district court:

I. A. II., do solemnly swear (or affirm) 
that I will faithfully and diligently perform 
the duties of a returning officer as pre­
scribed by law; th a t I will carefully and 
honestly canvass and compile the sf atements 
of the votes, and make a true and correct 
return of the election. Bo help me God.

W ithin ten days after the closing of the 
election said returning ofiicers shall meet 
in Now Orleans to canvass and compile the 
statem ent of votes made by the commis­
sioners of election, and make returns of the 
election to the Secretary of State. They 
shall continue in session until such returns 
have been compiled. The presiding officer 
shall, a t such meeting, open, in the presence 
o f the said re ta in ing  officers, the state 
m en's of the commissioners of election, aud 
I he said return ing  officers shall, from said 
■statements, canvass and compile the returns 
of the election in duplicate; one copy of such 
returns they shall file in the office of the Sec­
retary  of State, and of one copy they shall 
make public proclamation by printing in 
tiae official journal and such other 
newspapers as they may deem proper, de­
claring the names of all persons and officers 
voted for, the nnrnber of votes tor each 
person and the names of the persons who 
have been duly and lawfully elected. The 
return of the election thus made and pro­
mulgated shall be prim a facie evidence in 
ell courts of justice and before all civil 
officers uutil set aside after a contest 
According to law, of tlie right of any person 
named therein to hold and exercise the 
office to which fie shall by such return be 
declared elected. The Governor shall, 
w ithin th irty  days thereafter, issue com­
missions to all officers thus declared elected, 
who are requireil by law to be com- 
'missioned.

ffiFx:. 3. Be it  further enacted, etc., That 
t»  such canvass and compilation the return­
ing officers shall observe the following or­
der: They shall compile first the state­
m ents from all polls or voting places a t 
which there shall have been a fair, free and 
peaceable registration and election. When­
ever, from any poll or voting place, there 
shall be received the statem ent of any su­
pervisor of registration or commissioner of 
election, in  form as required by section 
(twenty-six of this act, on affidavit of three 
w  more citizens, of any riot, tum ult, acts of 
violence, intimidation, armed disturbance, 
•bribery or corrupt influences, which pre­
vented, or tended to  prevent, a fair, free 
And peaceable vote of all qualified electors 
entitled to  vote a t such poll or voting place, 
such returning officers shall not canvass, 
count or compile the statem ent of votes 
from such poll or voting place until the 
•fatem eats from all other polls or voting 
places shall have been canvassed aud com­
piled. The returning olfioers shall then pro­
ceed to investigate the statem ents of riot, 
ftimult, acts of violence, intimidation, 
arm ed disturbance, bribery or corrupt iniiu- 
«mce» a t any snob poll or voting place ; and 
•f from the evidence of such statement they 
•hall be convinced th a t such riot, tumult, 
nets of violence, intimidation, armed .dis­
turbance, bribery, or oorrupt influences did. 
not materially interfere w ith the purity  and 
freedom of the election a t such poll or vot­
ing place, or did not prevent a sufficient 
tiumber of ‘qualified voters thereat from 

. registering or voting to materially change 
the  result of the election, then, and not 
otherwise, said returning officers shall can­
vass and compile the vote of such poll or 
voting place with those previously can­
vassed and com piled; but if said returning 
sdficers shall not be fully satisfied thereof, 
it  shall be their duty to examine further 
testimony in regard thereto, and to this end 
they shall have power to send for persons 
hmi papers. If, after such examination,
Ihe said returning olfioers, shall be con­
vinced tha t said riot,, tum ult acts of 
violence, intimidation, armed disturb­
ance, bribery or corrupt influences 
•lid m aterially interfere wilh the purity  and 
freedom of the election a t snob poll or 
voting place, or did prevent a  sufficient 
num ber of the qualified electors thereat 
from registering and voting to materially 
change the result of the election, then the 
•a id  returning officer shall not canvass or 
voiupile the statem ent of the votes of such 
poll or voting place, bu t shall exclude it 
from their returns; provided, th a t any por­
tio n  interested in said election by reason of 
being a candidate for office shall be allowed 
>4 hearing before said returning officers upon 
making application within the time allowed 
for :he forwarding of the returns oi said 
•lection.

Sue. 4. Be it  further enacted etc., That 
tioctiouB for Representatives in General As 
•em bly shall be held on the first Monday of 
November, one thousand eight hundred and 
•eventy-two, and every two years thereaf­
ter, and all elections to supply the place of 
Senators in the General Assembly, whose 
term  of service shall have expired, shall 
bo held a t the same time as herein pro­
vided for the election of Representatives.

7. Be it  further enacted, etc., That 
®*eh parish In the Steit-e, except the par­
ishes of Orleans and Jefferson, is hereby 
fixed as an election prt-einot, a*d the police 
juries shall direct what number of polls or 
voting places shall be established in each 
precinct; shall fix the places of holding the 
election, aud appoint commissioners of elec­
tion for each poll or voting plaoe. For the 
parish of Orleans, each ward of the city 
of New Orleans shall constitute a precinct, 
and the  City Couneil shall fix the voting 
places in each precinct, and appoint 
tfoininiseionerft to liol<i tbe tie  cl ion for

* it further enacted, etc., That

•ball be presided over k y  three commission­
ers of election, residents of the parish for 
a t least twelve months next preceding the 
day of eleotion, who shall be selected fro 
different political parties, and be of gooa 
standing iu the party  to which they belong, 
and who shall, lie fore entering upon the 
discharge of their duties, take and sub­
scribe the oath prescribed for State 
officers. Should only one of the com­
missioners appointed be present a t the hour 
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° t h ’ al\d both together shall appoint a 
third, and the commissioners so appointed 
stiau take the oath and perform all the du­
ties of commissioners of election in the 
same manner as if they had been appointed 
as provided for regular appointment of 
commissioners by this act.

Sec. 9 Be it  further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the commissioners of 
election to receive the ballots of all legal 
voters, who shall offer to vote and deposit 
the same in the ballot box to be provided 
for tha t purpose, the commissioners shall 
deposit the ballot of each voter in the bal­
lot box in the full and convenient view of 
the voter himself.

Site. JO. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
in all cases the vote of the person offering 
to vote shall be taken from the hand of the 
voter by one of the commissioners of elec­
tion, and any commissioner of election re­
ceiving a vote from the hands of any per­
son other than the voter, shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon convic­
tion thereof, shall be lined not less than 
one hundred ‘dollars, nor more than three 
hundred dollars ; and any person taking a 
vote from a voter for the purpose of hand­
ing the same to the eoimfiissioner of elec­
tion, shall be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor, and upon eonvkstion thereof, shall 
be fined not less than one hundred dollars, 
nor mure than three hundred dollars, pro­
vided th a t any voter shall have the right to 
deposit his own vote in the ballot box with 
his own hand.

Sbc. 11. Be it further enacted, etc., Th 
any commissioner of election, constable, 
police officer, or election oflioer, wh® shali 
see any person taking from the hands of a 
voter his ballot with intent to pass it to the 
commissioners of election, or attem pting so 
to pass such ballot,* shall forthwith arrest 
such person and convey him a t least one 
quarter of a mile from the polls, and ke 
him there under guard until the close 
the poll.

Bkc. 12. Be it further enacted, etc., Ths 
the commissioners of election shall preserv 
order and deoorum a t the* election, and 
shall commit to prison, or, if a t any place 
over one mile from the parish prison, to the 
onstody of an officer, who shall convey the 
prisoner to a place a t least a quarter of a 
mile from the polls, any disorderly person 
or persons, for a term not to extend beyond 
the hour of closing the 'po lls ; provided, he 
be perm itted to vote before being impris 
oned. I t  shall be the duty of the commis­
sioners of election, or any of them, to issue 
a w arrant forthwith for the arrest of such 
person or persons, and the officer mak;ng 
the arrest shall eommit such person or per­
sons as above provided until the close of 
the polls. Such warrants may be directed 
to any sheriff, constable or police officer, 
and shall he executed immediately by such 
officer. As soon as practicable after the 
closing of the polls, such person or persons 
shall lie brought before the proper magis­
tra te  for examination, who shall proceed 
forthwith to examine the case.

Sec. 13. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the commissioners of 
election a t each poll or voting place to keep 
a list of the names of Ihe persons voting a t 
such poll or voting place, which list shall 
be numbered from one to the end; and said 
list of voters, with their names and num­
bers as aforesaid, shall be signed and sworn 
to as correct by the commissioners imme­
diately on closing of the polls, and before 
leaving the plaoe, and before opening the 
box. I f  no judge or justice of the peace, or 
other person authorized to administer such 
oath, he present to do so it  may be admin­
istered by any voter. The votes shall be 
counted by the commissioner* a t each vot­
ing place immediately after closing the 
election and without moving the boxes 
from the place where the votes were re­
ceived, and the counting must be done in 
the presence of any bystander or citizen 
who may he present. Tally lists shall be 
kept of the count, and after the count the 
ballots counted shall be put back into the 
box and preserved until after the next term 
of the criminal or district oourt, as the ease 
may be, and  in the parishes, except 
Orleans, the commissioners of election, or 
any one of them selected for that purpose, 
shall carry the box and deliver it to the 
clerk of the district e®»rt, who shall pre­
serve the same as above required; and in 
the parish of Orleans the box shall be de­
livered to the clerk of the First District 
Court for the parish of Orleans, and be kept 
by him as above directed.

Sec. 14. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
in case the right of any person to vote i3 
challenged, the commissioner of election 
shall have power to administer oaths and 
affirmations to pereons offering to vote a t 
any election conducted by them, and to 
examine such persons under oath touching 
their right to vote a t such election, and in 
all cases the commissioners ol election shall 
appoint one of their number to keep a rec­
ord of the voters during the election, and 
another to receive the votes; and, whenever 
a vote is received, the commissioner of elec­
tion keeping the record shall call the name 
of the voter aloud, afnd shall mark the letter 
V opposite said name on the record.

Sec. 15. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all supervisors of registration, commission­
ers of election, and officers attending super­
visors of registration, or commissioners 
of eleotion, shall be free from arrest dur­
ing the time of registration, or of the revi­
sion of the registration, or of holding the 
election, or in going to or returning from 
the place of registration, or poll, or voting 
place, unless he or they shall be charged 
with an offense punishable with death, or 
imprisonment in the Penitentiary.

Bkc. 16. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all proper expenses incurred for the 'ren t of 
polling or voting places, and the hire of 
furniture, and for incidental expenses nec­
essary for holding the election, shall, upon 
presentation of a detailed account thereof, 
duly sworn by the officer directed to pro 
cure the same, be paid by the authorities of 
the city of New Orleans, or of the parish, 
as the ease may be, in which the elections 
are held.

Sec. 17. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
no person shall be perm itted to vote a t any 
eleotion t o be held in this State who has not 
been duly registered as a qualified voter, in 
accordance with law.

Bbc. 18. Be it  further enacted, etc., That 
any voter shall vote in the parish wherein 
he resides, except in the parishes of Or­
leans and Jefferson, wherein he shall vote 
at the election precinct in which he shall 
be a registered voter.

Secs. 19. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all the names of per wins voted for by each 
voter shall be w ritten or printed en one tick­
e t on which the name* of the persons voted 
for, together with the office for which they 
arc voted for, shall b« accurately specified, 
and *bould two or more tickets be folded 
together tbe ticket* to folded shall be re­
jected, provided tha t no person shall be al­
lowed to vote for ward or municipal offices 
except in the ward or municipality in 
which he resides. The commissioners of 
election shall require every person offering 
to vote, to exhibit his eertifisate of regis­
tration, and when the vote of such person 
is received the commissioners of election 
shall write on or stam p on such certificate 
or affidavit, the word “voted.” and the date 
of the vote, which shall be signed by one of 
tine commissioners, and any person being 
guilty of erasing or altering any stamp or 
mark thus made by the commissioners of 
eleotion, or any one of them, shall, upon 
convictisn, be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor and fined and Imprisoned a t the 
discretion of the court.

Sbc. 20. Be it further enacted, ete., That 
the commissioners shall have the right to 
require tha t any person attem pting to vote 
shali be put on his oath and made to declare 
whether he has voted a t another poll or 
voting place, ami in cose such person shall 
make a false oath he shall be subjected to 
the penalties provided by law for perjury, 
and it  is hereby made the duty of any com 
missioner of election, upon the request of 
any voter, to adm inister the oath herein re­
quired, and  any commissioner of election 
refusing or negleoting to adm inister the 
oath when so required shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and on conviction 
thereof shall bo punished by a  fine of not 
less than one hundred dollars and by im­
prisonment for a term  of not less than three 
months.

Sec. 21. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
any person offering to vote may be required 
by" tbe commissioners to make oath and de­
clare tha t he is the person to whom was is-

or voting place, and in case he shall make 
a false oath, he shall be liable to the pains 
and penalties of perjury prescribed bv law.

Sec. 22 Be it iurther enacted, etc., That 
the supervisor of registration for each par­
ish throughout tbe State shall furnish to 
the commissioners of eleotion a t each poll 
or voting place within his parish a oorreet 
and duly certified list, written or printed, 
in alphabetical order, of all the registered 
voters, and the number of the certificate of 
registration of each voter of the precinct in 
which the poll or voting plaoe m aybe sit- 
uated, and it shall be tbe duty of the com­
missioners of election, as soon as a voter 
has deposited hip vote, to erase his name 
from said list. Any person, exoept the com­
missioners of election, who shall murk, dis­
figure or erase any part of said list, shall 
be immediately arrested and confined until 
the close of the polls.

Such boxes shall be so bound 
with iron bands th a t the same can not be 
opened, except by the locks, without break­
ing such bands, and such boxes shall each 
be furnished with a good lock and key. 
The expenses far such boxes, on the presen­
tation by the sheriff of a specilio account, 
sworn by him to be correct, shall be paid 
by the city or parish as the case may be.

Sec. 2-1. Be it farther enacted, etc., That 
all elections be held in this State to fill 
any vacancies shall be conducted and man­
aged and returns thereof shall be made in 
the same manner as is provided lor general 
elections.

Be it  further enacted, etc., That 
it  shall be the duty of the Governor to 
commission all officers elect exoept mem­
bers of the General Assembly, the Governor 
and the members of t-tffc police jury.

Sec. 26. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
in any parish, precinct, ward, city or town 
in which during the time of registration or 
revision of registration, or on any day of 
election, there shall be any riot, tum ult, 
acts of violence, intimidation and disturb­
ance, bribery or corrupt influences, a t any 
place wi'.hin said parish, or a t or near any 
poll or voting place, or place of registra­
tion, or revision of registration, which riot, 
tum ult, acts of violence, intimidation and 
disturbance, bribery or corrupt influences 
shall prevent, or tend to prevent, a  fair, 
free, peaceable and full vote of all the qual­
ified electors of said parish, precinct, ward, 
city or town, it shall be the duty of the 
commissioners of election if such riot, tu ­
mult, acts of violence, intimidation and dis­
turbance, bribery or corrupt influences oc­
cur on the day of election, or of the super­
vision of registration of the parish, if  they 
occur during the time of registration, or re­
vision of registration, to make on duplicate 
and under oath a slear and full statement 
of all the tacts relating thereto and of the 
effect produced b\‘ such riot, tumult, acts of 
violence, intimidation and disturbances, 
bribery or corrupt influences in preventing 
a fair, free, peaceable and full registration 
or election, and of the number of qualified 
voters deterred by such riots, tum ult, acts 
of violence, intimidation and disturbance, 
bribery or corrupt influences from register­
ing or voting, which statement shall also be 
corroborated under oath by three respect 
able citizens, qualified electors of the parish. 
When such statement is made by a commis­
sioner of election or a supervisor of regis­
tration, he shall forward it in duplicate to 
tne supervisor of registration of the parish, 
if in the city of New Orleans, to the Secre­
ta ry  of State, one copy of which, if made 
to the supervisor of registration shall ho 
forwarded by him to the returning officers, 
provided fo rm  section two of this act, when 
he makes tbe returns of election iu his 
parish. His copy of said statement shall 
3e so annexed to his returns of elections by 
paste, wax, or some adhesive substance, 
that the same can he kept together, and the 
other copy the  supervisor of registration 
shall deliver to the clerk of the court of his 
parish for the use of Die district attorney.

Sec. 27. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
as soon as possible after the expiration of 
the time of the making of ihe returns ot the 
election'for Representatives in Congress, a 
certificate of the returns of the election for 
such Representatives shall be entered on 
record by the Secretary of State, and signed 
by the Governor, and a copy thereof sub­
scribed by said officers shall be delivered to 
the person so elected, and another copy 
transm itted to the House of Representa­
tives of the Congress of the United States, 
directed to tbe clerk thereof.

Sec. 28. Be it  Iurther enacted, ‘etc., That 
in case of vacancy by death or otherwise in 
the said office of Representative* in Con­
gress between tbe general election, it  shall 
he the duty of the Governor by proclama­
tion to cause an election to be held accord- 

g to law to fill the vacancy.
Sbc. 29. lie  it further enacted, etc., That 

in every year in which an election shall be 
held for electors of President and Vice 
President of the United States, «uch elec­
tion shall he held a t the time fixed by act 
of Congress.

Sec. 30. Be it  further enacted, ete., That 
whenever the seat of any Senator or Rep­
resentative shall become vacant, aud there 
shall be a session of the General Assembly 
then sitting, or to be held before the next 
general election, it  shall be the duty ot the 
Governor, within live days after such va­
cancy has come to liis knowledge in any' 
credible shape, to issue his writ of eleotion, 
directed to the supervisor or supervisors of 
registration in and for the parish or par­
ishes in which such vacancy may exist, 
whose duty it shall be within three days after 
its receipt to give public notice that 
an election will he held to fill such vacancy 
on a day to be named by them, which day 
shall not be less than eight nor more than 
fifteen days after the publication of such 
notice, it such election be held durifi

the Governor, any justice of the peace, al­
derman, mayor, judge, or any State officer 
who may be present a t or have knowledge 
of any drinking saloon, dram shop, groggerv 
or piace where liquor is sold by the glass or 
bottle, which is open contrary to the pro 
visions of the foregoing section within the 
limits therein proscribed, may in writing 
order any police officer or constable to seize 
any such liqoors, or any carriages or vessels 
containing the same, or any booths or tents 
erected within said limits ter the purpose of 
exposing such intoxicating liquors for sale.

Sec. 37. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the constable or police officer to whom such 
orders shall he delivered shall thereupon 
seize all such liquor carnages, vessels and 
materials of any such ten t or booth, and 
hold and detain the same until twenty-four 
hours after the close of the election: then 
to be delivered on demand to the owner or 
the person from whom they were taken, on 
the payment of ten dollars for the safe 
keeping of said articles.

Sec. 38. Be it further enacted, etc., Th 
if these effects be not thus demanded, the 
same shall be sold a t publio auction by tbe 
police officer or constable making the'seiz­
ure; and the proceeds of such sale, after 
deducting costs of sale and safe-keeping, 
shall be paid to the owner of the artich 
sold or the person from whom the same 
were taken.

Sec. 39. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
no voter, whose name is registered ac 
cording to law, shall be challenged a t the 
polls on any question of residenee, but it 
shall be the duty of the comissioners of 
election to require every person whose 
name appears on the registration books to 
prove his identity if required by the com 
inissioners of election; and any commis 
sioner of election who shall receive a second 
vote on the same day, by virtue of the 
same certificate of registration, and aoy 
person who shall offer to vote a  second time 
upon any certificate of registration, shall 
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, am 
on oonviction thereof be fined or imprisoned 
or both, a t the discretion of the court, but 
the fine shall not exceed one hundred dol­
lars in each case, nor the imprisonment one 
year, and the like punishment shall, on con­
viction, be inflicted on any commissioner of 
election who shall neglect or refuse to make 
the indorsement required as aforesaid on 
the said registration certificate.

Sec. 40. Be it enacted, etc., That if any 
clerk of a court, or deputy of any such 
court, or any other person shall affix the 
seal of office, to any naturalization paper 
or commit the same to be affixed, or give 
out, or cause, or perm it the same to be given 
out, in blank whereby it may be fraudu­
lently used, or furnish a naturalization 
certificate to any person who shall not have 
been duly examined and sworn in open 
court, iu the presence of some of the judges 
thereof according to the act of Congress, or 
shall aid in, connive at, or in any way permit 
the issue of fraudulent naturalization cer­
tificates he shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, 
or . if any one shall fraudulently use any 
such certificate of naturalization, knowing 
it to have been fraudulently issued, or shall 
vote or attem pt to vote thereon, or if any 
one shall vote or attem pt to vote on any 
certificate of naturalization not issued to 
him, he shali be guilty of a misdemeanor, 
and either or any of the persons, their 
aiders or abettors, guilty of either of the 
misdemeanors aforesaid, shall, on convic­
tion, be fined in a sum not exceeding one 
thousand dollars and imprisoned in the 
Penitentiary for a period not exceeding 
three days "

Sec. 41. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
if any person, on oath or affirmation in or 
before any court in the State, or officer au ­
thorized to adm inister oath, shall, to pro­
cure a certificate of naturalization for him­
self o r any other person, willfully depose, 
declare or affirm any m atter to be faeted, 
knowing the same to be false, or shall, in 
like manner, deny any m atter to be fact, 
knowing the same to he true, he shall be 
deemed guilty of perjury, and any cer­
tificate of naturalization issued iu pur­
suance of any such deposition or affirmation 
shall be null and void; and it shall be the 
duty of the court issuing the same, upon 
proof being made befo reitthat it was fraud­
ulently obtained, to  take immediate meas­
ures for recalling the same for cancellation;

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To incorporate the Shreveport Bridge Com­
pany, and to authorize the company to 
issue its bonds and to build a road from 
Red river to and across Red Chute to the 
hills, in Bossier parish, and to collect tolls 
thereon, and for other purposes.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That Frank M. Smith; A. H .' Leon­
ard, E. P. O’Key, Charles W. Keating, S. 
Peters, George W. Dillard, M. H. Crowell, 
M. A. Walsh, D. D. Smith, S. M. Thomas, 
and their successors and assigns, ayd such 
other persons as they may hereafter asso­
ciate with themselves, be and are hereby 
constituted a body corporate and politic, to 
act in their corporate capacity as one per­
son, and are hereby authorized, in their cor­
porate capacity, to do and perform all acts 
an individual can do, to purchase, lease, 
sell or exchange real or personal property, 
rights or credits, as an individual can do, 
and to sue and be sued, and to do all things 
an incorporation can do; tha t service of 
citation or other legal process shall be 
made on the president of the company, or, 
in the absence of the president, on the sec­
retary thereof; th a t the domicile of this 
company is fixed in the city of Shreveport, 
in the parish of Caddo, "in the State of 
Louisiana. This company shall have a seal, 
and may change or alter the same a t pleas­
ure.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the name and style of this corporation 
shall be “ The Shreveport Bridge Com­
pany,” and the capital stock of this com­
pany shall he five hundred thousand dol­
lars, to be divided into shares of one hun­
dred dollars each, making five thousand 
shares. I t  shall be competent for the 
stockholders of this company to fix the 
amount of the capital stock from time to 
time, as in their judgm ent they may deem 
best, not to exceed one million dollars.

That 
this company shall have tho exclusive 
tight: to build, equip and maintain a bridge 
across the Red river, to terminate on the 
east bank of Red river, opposite the eity of 
Shreveport, for the purpose of passing 
vehicles of all kinds, animals, produce of 
all kinds, merchandise and foot passengers, 
and for all purposes a bridge may be used 
for; and no other bridge shall be built 
across said river within a distance of five 
miles in either direction for the period of 
th irty  years, reserving the right to any 
railroad company to build bridges within 
said limits solely for railroad purposes, but 
in no way to be used for any of the purposes 
above stipulated, except as belonging to 
the actual business and operating of the 
railroad; and th a t same oompany shall 
have the right to eharge such tolls thereon 
as may be fixed by the board of directors 
of said company, and shall have the right 
*• police such bridge, so that, no one or 

'thing shall be allowed to pass over the 
same exoept in accordance to the regula­
tions made by the directors.

Sbc. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the affairs of the company shall be eon- 
ducted by a board of directors, the first 
board of directors to consist of the incor­
porators named in the first section of this 
act; in the event of the death of any such 
ineorporators the balance shali compose 
the board of directors until the end of the 
term; and in the event of any of such in­
corporators transferring their entire in ter­
est in this company during their term of 
service they shall cease to act as directors 
during the residues of the term, and their 
place shall be filled by the selection of 
some ether stockholders by the other di­
rectors. This board of directors shall hold 
office for two years from the first Monday 
of Ju ly , 1872. Thereafter the board of d i­
rectors of this company shall consist of 
five stockholders who hold a t least twenty 
shares of stock, to be elected by the stock­
holders on the first Monday of July," 1874, 
and every two years thereafter; th a t no 
stockholder Bhail vote a t any puch election 
unless tlie stock on which he claims to vote 
has been owned by him at least three 
months hefore the election, as shown by the 
stock book of tho eorapany; tha t each 
stockholder shall have one vote for each 
share of stock he may own; that any 
stockholder may vote by proxy for 
directors, and tha t a majority of votes cast 
shall elect; tha t it shall be the duty of the 
directors to advertise the election for direc­
tors in a t least one newspaper in the parish 
of the domicile of said company, for thirty 
days before the election, and to appoint 
three stockholders commissioners to hold 
the election; a failure to hold the election, 
as herein fixed, shall not operate a dissolu­
tion of this corporation, but the old board 
of direotors shall hold over until the next 
regular eiec Sion. A  majority of the boarc

the right to receive any donation or gratu ­
ity tha t may be given to  said oompany, or 
any other aid thereto on any such terms as 
may be agreed on between them and other 
parties.

Sec. 8. Be it  further enaoted, eto.. That 
to the same company are hereby granted 
the exclusive right and privilege to build, 
construct, establish and maintain a plank, 
shell or railroad from the terminus of said 
bridge on the eastern bank of Red river to 
and across the Red Chute in Bossier parish, 
and to the hills or high lands by such route 
as shall be deemed most advantageous by 
the directors of said company, and th a t the 
same company shall be allowed and ore 
hereby empowered to charge and collect, 
for passing over said road, tolls a t such 
rates as the directors shall prescribe; and 
the same right and privileges granted by 
this section shall bo for the same term ot 
years as has already been granted in this 
act, to wjt: the term of th irty  yoars.

Sec. 9. Be it  further enacted, etc., That 
the property of the said bridge and road 
company shall be exempt from State and •’ 
municipal taxation for the full period of its 
charter, and in consideration therefor tho 
said company agrees to pay into the treas­
ury of th'd Charity Hospital a t Shreveport 
the sum of one hundred dollars, to he paid 
within fifteen days from January  1 in each 
year, for each and every year during its 
term of incorporation.

Sec. 10. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this company shall have the right by its 
agents, surveyors, engineers and employes, 
to enter upon all lands and tenements 
through whieh it may conclude to make 
such road, and survey as hereinbefore pro­
vided, and lay out and construct the same. 
That when such road, way or route shall 
run through any lands belonging to the 
State of Louisiana, the said company shall 
have the right of way, and the land where­
on the said company ’abroad shall he con­
structed and for the distance of eighty rods 
on each side of said road, if such lands are 
the property of the State of Louisiana, shall 
be and are hereby granted to said oompany 
for their use and benefit to aid in the con­
struction and maintenance of said road.

Sec. 11. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
any parish, eity, town or incorporated vil­
lage in this State, be and is hereby author­
ized to aid said company in the construc­
tion of its bridge and road, or either of 
them, by contributions, or by subscribing 
for its stock, or by purchasing its bonds, or 
by issuing the bonds or warrants of said 
parish, city or town in favor of said com 
pany; and tha t for the purposes of carrying 
out the provisions of "this act, the pohoo 
juries of the several parishes shall repre­
sent the same parishes respectively, and 
the mayor and council; or board of select­
men, or board of aldermen shall represent 
the said cities, towns or incorporated vil­
lages. And it shall be lawful a t any time 
or times for any parish, city or town to aid 
in the construction of the aforesaid bridge 
or road, or either ol them, by a voluntary 
contribution or gratuitous donation of real 
or personal property, money or other effects 
belonging to such parish, city or town; and 
any parish, city or incorporated town in the 
State is hereby authorized to issue five or 
ten years bonds, bearing interest a t a rate 
not exceeding ten p ercen t per annum, with 
coupons attached, in favor of said bridge 
and road oompany, and such issue of bonds 
by any such parish, city or incorporated 
town, when signod by the proper officers ol 
such parish, eity or town, as hereinbefore 
specified, shall be good and lawful, and 
shall Dot require any other special act of 
the Legislature to permit the same to be 
made. %

Sbc. 12. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the board of directors of said companyshall o 
have the right to sell or dispose of any of 
the capital stock of said company not a l­
ready issued a t the time to any person, com 
pany, corporation, or other party, on such 
terms as they may deem best, anti to receive 
in payment therefor money, bonds of any 
incorporation, materials, or other thing, and 
a t such prices or rates as they may deem to 
the interests of this oompany.

Sec. 13. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.
