To regulnte the conduet snd to maintain
the freedom and purity of eléctions: to pre-
peribe the wode of mukiog returns there
of; to provide for the election of return.
ing offivers, and defining their powersand
duties; to preseribie the mode of ontering
on the rolls of the Seaate and House of
Represeutatives; and to enforce artivle
one hundred and thres of the constitution.
SecTioN 1. Be it enpoted by the Senate

and Hovse of Representatives of the State
of Louisiunain General Assembly convened,
Thut ull elections for State, parikh uml judi-
oinl officers, members of the Goneral As-
sembly, and for members of Congress, shall
be held on the first Mepday in Noyember;
and eaid election shull ba styled the gen-
eral elections, They shalk be held in tle
manner and form and subject 1o the rogula
tons hervinafer preseribed, and vo other.
