This is not, perhaps, the moat pleasant 
season of the year for a Northern tour; aud 
yet it  may not be uninteresting to tlia 
readers of the Rkfublican to learn what 
are its agreeable and what its unpleasant 
features.

You? eorresiMindent, not without -some 

feelings of regret, one pleasant day last 
week turned his back upon the Crescent 
City, and has striven to retain sum-- of the 
impressions which, were conveyed to him 
by observation aloDg the line of his route. 

THE JACKSOJ* ROAD.
Tlie country along the line of the Jackson 

road for a long distance north of the oity 
is so well known to mosl New Orleans 
people th a t it  is hardly necc-saary to refer 
to it. The long line oi trestle work over 
the marshes and lagoons-, which are 
objects of 'curiosity to people who traverse 
the route for the first time, are an old story 
to most ol your readers. I t  is noticeable, 
however, tha t the road has been undergo* 
ing great improvement daring the last two 
or three years, the trestle work for many 
miles having been filled in with earth  ami 
stones, which have bee* brought on the 
construction train from a great distance. 
The road evinces an able and vigorous 
management in a ll its  details, and  it is 
gratifying to those who *’go tip aud down 
the earth." to  feel th a t when they are 
traveling their lives are in the hands < : 
men so trustw orthy ps the managers of the 
Jackson raiiroad.

T1!F. SOUTHERN LABOR QUESTIO-'I.
In Mississippi and Tennessee the crops 

seem to have nearly ail been gathered, 
though occasional fields of cotton aero re­
maining unpicked, whether from scarcity of 
labor or from what cause I was unable to 
learn. I can hardly believe, though, tha t 
the labor market is in so bad a  condition as 
some of our country friends would have us 
believe. A t all events, it is not necessarily 
so. I saw a t «ycry station in the Suite of 
Mississippi, sitting in front of the country 
taverns and grocery stores, a crowd • f men 
ranging in numbers from twenty to fifty, 
with their huugry-looking horses tied to ad ­
jacent postsand fences, who appeared to me 
to be the Very same men whom l  had 
seen sitting in the same places some years 
ago, when I passed oyer this same route. 
W hether they have be ta  sitting there ever 
since or not I will not venture to  express an 
opinion. It certainly looks like *;. iliit of 
one thing J am certain, if the  labor market 
is scarce those men eittiug in front ot the 
whisky shops should go to the post where 
tac it scfawny.lookiug horses are tied and 
unhitch them, and drive home as fast as 
they can, and take ol? their coat* aud g * to 
work a t once. If they have m. lands of 
their own to  work they should go to  work 
for soma one who has. bo long as we in 
the South depend upon one class o; people 
to do our work for us we shall not tdvanue 
very fast. We all fcuow th a t there arc a 
vast number of men ia the South who have 
made a noble up-hill fight of it since the 
war, and worked hard. 8 u i  so long us 
there is such aa  arm y of drone* to prey 
upon society, they eaa  not make the N nth 
what they desire to make- it, and what it# 
natural advantages entitle is to be

THE MISSISSIPPI CENTRAL KAlLROoG.
This road, which a lew year# #g-'> attained 

such aa  unenviable notoriety for dropping 
trains through bridsee, and for other un ­
pleasant freaks o f tha t kind, bar, iu conse­
quence, received so m uch attention and so 
many repairs th a t it  amount# to ifniio-i a 
rebuilding of the road, aud now :t i# sue of 
the safes* and smoothest in . •• whole 
South. This part of the great Jackson 
route is under the opeci.nl care c t Colonel 
E. D. Frost, who. besides being is first class 
railroad man himself, has the rah) faculty, 
of being able to. select thoroughly compe­
ten t men as assistants.

a  new oUttar?.
fro m  Jackson, Tennessee, this great route 

is being extended to  the Dhio river, oppo­
site Cairo, from which point a  bridge is to 
bo bnilt across to connect with that great 
thoroughiare, the Illinois Central railroad, 
of which our enterprising young fellow- 
citizen Colonel J .  T. Tucker vt the agent in 
New Orleans.

THE TBABSttgR.

Tin* connection between the Jackson 
route and the Illinois Central is now made 
by way of the Mobile and Chiu railroad 
from Jackson, Tennessee*, t<* Columbus, 
K entucky, where the transfer boat Illinois 
takes passengers and freight to Cairo. The 
transfer is a  very agreeable change after 
being so long iu the cars, and the traveler 
has ample time lor refreshing h-mself with 
a bath and # good dinner.

EATING HOUSES.
Speaking of dinner calls to icy m.r.o a 

grievance which most have occurred to 
every one who has traveled touch in the 
South, and that is the exceedingly meagre 
arrangements which are generally made for 
supplying travelers with good and whole­
some food. Mj experience is th a t ’.he trav ­
eling public has an e j eellent appetite, which 
needs no eoaxiug. But some o! e«r South­
ern railroad eating houses resort to devices 
to choke off tha t hungry public, which 
Would make the mistress of the Bag at 
Mugby hide her diminished head in 
shame and confusion. Bhe fciui recourse 
to saw dust in the #anuwieiies, and 
such mild expedients a s  making the 
waiter girls look abstractedly into the 
dim distance, thereby m aking a  «ari 
of telescope of lb a hungry and anxious 
traveler who might bo attem pting to a t ­
tract their attention. The Southern cat 
house keeper, however, sets before la# dis­
gusted guests salty bacon and greasy 
greens, paste-like potatoes and gummy 
bread. The waiter does not need to avoid 
the eye of the beckoning guest, for he is 
too much cast down and dejected to ash 
for anything more for feast ha «r.»y ge; 
worse.

Happily they are not all of t° • %iaf • 
and those along the Jackson road a re a s  
good as those along any other line. But 
1 would like to know why the railroad 
companies do not take this m atter in hand, 
aud see th a t travelers along their lines are 
well provided for and have neither to ioto 
their meals nor be nauseated by feed which 
is unfit to piataj, before Lumaifi ^teing*.

Along the Northern roads, those who keep 
eating-houses are obliged to place, good, 
wholesome food before travelers, or the 
companies get some one who will, and 1 
would like to see tho sivaio system enforced 
in oar own section.

ILLINOIS.
Through this State yoar correspondent 

passed over the line’of the Illinois Central 
railroad. The accommodations on this line 
are unsurpassed by nay railroad iu the 
United States. The ears are heated hy a 
very novel and ingenious system, anu the 
passenger traffic on this road is uoi so great 
aa to crowd the cars as it ia on roads furit.c- 
Nortb.

Seaching Chicago, I found the weather 
extremely cold. Indeed, I woe greatly 
astonished on alighting from the oars to find 
that I had emerged suddenly from summer 
to winter. The people on the street were- 
bundled up to their eyes, and it seemed 
hardly possible tha t hut two morning# tu ­
tors I had  been in the land of the orange 
and the magnolia.

It is tu  be hoped that, the connecting link 
between the Jackson route ur.i the Illinois 
Central may be soon completed, so that 
New Orleans cars m ar be run through to

ument! It does not certify, i# not a certi­
ficate Act the sort of an instrum ent which 
makes certain. I t i» merely ;> friendly le t­
ter «f information.

To be » certificate under the taw, if must- 
be such as is provided for in the law. W hat 
is the law! . I t is either act, No. 98, approved 
November 90, 197”, or act No. 1 Off, approved 
March 16.1870.

Under the latte? fiamed act the super­
visor of registration can give no certificate 
of election, nor anything approaching it, 
except the statem ent in duplicate jointly 
with the poll commissioners, provided for 
in section Sfty-thrce of tho act, two copies , 
to be sent the Governor in different ways, 
and one retained.

Under the former named net, now said ft# 
be in loroe, h r wi-ike# # consolidation of tho 
returns, as  provided fo r  in section forty- 
three, and forwards them with originals to  
the newly provided Statu returning officers, 
yet to bo elected, by the Senate.

So the letter of Mr. Blanchard i« not a 
w riideate known to  the law, and a  certifi­
ca te from any other m»u in the State would 
do just a* well.

"i'Uo candidates presenting themn-dves 
show no commissions, saying tha t section 
six of Act No. T, ex tra  session o f 1879. only 
mention# “certificates of election and quali­
fications.” •• Certificate*” is plural and 
means all the requirements o f the laws fo 
“ make sure’’ the election and qualifications. 
I t  includes the certificate of the giving, ap­
proval, and recording of the bond, and 
it wiil be shown that it includes Ih# coni- 
mission of the- Governor, whose duty it  is 
to see that he has tho certificate of the re­
turning board, if under the act of 1870, or 
the refurijing officer# if under the act of 
187” ; and perhaps to  be assure*! of hi# eligi­
bility, and filing of necessary oath# yslitwe 
required by law, etc.

Now let us examine whether rify  officers 
do not -have to  he commissioned by the 
Governor F irst, Take it under the act e? 
1870. That act (No. M>0) clearly applies To 
all elections, State, parochial and municipal, 
regular and special. See sections# twenty- 
six and twenty-seven of the act. Then look 
at section twenty-eight, which provides th a t 
the Governor shall commission allofficers.

i5ut if act No. 100 o f 1870 is not the law, 
thea so* No. 1*8 of 1872 is. Let »» look 
into tha t. Sections five, six, seven.n ine 
teen, twenty-four and  thirty-two show 
clearly that the act applies to all municipal 
and local, Inc luding special elections. And 
section twenty-five provide# expressly th a t 
the Governor shall commission all the offi­
cers elect, except members of the Legisla­
ture, police jurors and tho new Governor.

bee also section *eyenly-two of the »oa- 
stitation of 18i>3.

If  it  bo said th a t the Governor did ftot 
cal! am election for city, bu t -mlv for parish 
officers, then so much the worse fo? the 
candidates, for they were elected to 
nothing a t nil. The election Incited a ne­
cessary formality, being held w ithout offi­
cial call of notice by the State or city.

But without th a t they coma tmaooora- 
pauied by the formality of being returned 
by any competent returning authority. Mr 
Blanchard is not iu auy sense permitted to 
decide a  count; he consolidates anti for­
ward# the data, with the materials from 
which he obtain# it. The canvassing, count­
ing and deciding is only done au thorita ­
tively under the  returning board *>f ffin­
law or the other.

Under neither the act of 1873 nop 1875 
can  the elected city offiocr hold, without a 
commission of the Governor; nor can the 
Governor lawfully commission w ithout the 
certificate ol the returning board-

There is something peculiar about the re­
pealing clause o f the act of i 879. which 
seems (section seventy one) to do away with 
all other aot» on tho subject o f election 
laws. I t  would take no forced interpreta­
tion of this to end the registration act. With 
Mr. Blanchard's office, certificate# and all. 
It does not merely repeal laws on tho same 
subject m atter as its tex t, but “‘all others 
on tho subject of election laws.”

iliw fondition-CliEinge lo r *he Worse—
Mental Abberation and rielf-Keproach.
New Yoke, November 28.—The 'Iribune, 

this morning, says: “W e are deeply pained 
to say that in the last thirty-six hours Mr. 
Greeley's condition has greatly changed for 
the worse, though yesterday ho remained 
nearly all the time unconscious. Iu a coun­
sel of some of the most eminent physicians 
in tats city ouly one was without hope, but 
all regarded the case as'critical and alarm ­
ing.''

The World says: “There seems to be 
good reason lor believing th a t the quieting 
assurances of Mr. Greeley's friends as to 
the state of his mental health are not borue 
out by exact facts. We are informed upon 
good ’ authority th a t within the past two 
days Mr. Greeley has been examined by two 
experts, one tho head of a well known 
asylum, and tha t the verdict as to his con­
dition is very unfavorable. I t  is said th a t 
the form of mental alienation manifested 
by Mr. Greeley is self-reproach and agony 
of mind at what ho deems the great 
mistake of his presidential candidature. 
He is in danger, it  is asserted, of melan­
cholia, the most incurable form of lunacy. 
One of the physicians thought tha t perhaps 
by quiet and attention he might recover his 
mental health, but the prkeipal of the 
asylum to which we have referred does not 
think th a t there is more than one chance in 
ton of Mr. Greeley's complete recovery.

There is, however, a chance. Persons in­
timate with Mr. Greeley know how intense 
are his personal feelings. The death of bis 
wife, and the sleeplessness consequent upon 
his watch by her deoth-bed, followed by 
the unfortunate result of the election, have, 
it is feared by those best able to judge, 
proved too severe a strain upon his bodily 
and mental health.

The Herald also announces an unfavor­
able turn  iu Mr. Greeley’s illness, and says: 
"’It pains us to say that tho grt a t journalist 
is very low, aud sinking rapidly."

Tho Minister of Ju s ­
tice defended the President, and counseled 
conciliation. The ministers, lie said, were 
already responsible; they had never shel­
tered themselves behind the President. 
He objected to the proposal to deprive# 
the President of the right to speak 
in the Assembly. Ho compared Thiers’ po­
sition with th a t of the President of tho 
United States, who had the right to veto# 
laws, and whose powers were so largely in­
creased daring the vacations of Congress.., 
The Minister added that while he depre­
ciated the exclusion of the President from 
participation in the debates of the Assem­
bly, the government was willing to consent 
to it if compensatory privileges were g ran t­
ed.
